slok, Hedoclined to be interviewed npon the
senntorinl question, in reply to & question of
Your correspondent, but he sald to s friond
that lio reltorated the statement that ho had
heretolore made, that ho was not, and uuder
no ciroumstances shonld be, o enndidate for
metiutor ot this sonsion, With rogard to the
quostion of two clections, hio asld be was post-
tive thut it wonld be fllegal to chooss more
than one sonntor st this time. Mr, Chandler
will attand the moeting of the stock holders of
the Monltor and Stafesman, the daily snd
weekly orgaus of the republican party, on
Tuesdny, nud it in stated that Mo returns to
Wanlilugton that afternoon. Buch befig the
cnse, by be assimed thnt the seoretary of
tho navy will tike no part iu the elestion of
Benntor Rollins's suocessor,

Thore is nothing now that indicaton sny
other coumo of procesding than a setilomont
of tho senatorinl quostion in cancus, ‘Iho at-
tampt of vx-SBeuntor Patterson to organifo n
fuction sufficiently strong to provent caticis
nu tion, nnd carry the contest lnto the legisls-
ture has fhiled, aud it in certain that overy
ropublican mombaer of the legislature will nt-
tend tho cunucts unloss provented by somo
wuch caudo an wlickoess or desth. Ina full
Jolut eaucus thers will bo 200 votes, snd 104
votes will be roquired to nominste s candi-
dato, Of this number Rolling's friends elaim
for him 125 voles, or 21 more than enough to
uominate him. They concedo to Briggs 36
Yotos, 1o Stevens 15, to Marston 8, to Pattor-
#on 12, to Chenoy 7, and to Ray 5. On the
other huud the friends of other candidates
concede to Rolliny from 80 Lo 00 votes on firat
ballot, but elnim for Hriggs 060 votos, for Ste-
vens 20, and for Patterson 20, with tho other
candidnates ahout tho samo ns given above.
From these two extremes, and they aro not
so much of uxtrénes olther, there s hardly
uny man but gives Kolllis the nomination on
the first ballot,

I'ho hiopes of the opposition, and thelr ouly
hope is that Rollins will lack » fow votes of o
nomination when the first ballot is counted,
aud that bis forces will bresk on the second
badlot, But his friends are confident that the
second ballot will gettle tho contest in his
favor, They clsim the greator part of Pat-
terson’s, Chonoy's, and Ray's strength, should
& ssbond ballot bocome necossary, and some of
Briggs's and Stovons's. Thero s doubt that
i, has boon disappointed in the first
woulk's showing in his canvass, He had strong
hopes of u following in Cheshire connty, in
the western parb of the state, which i n
stron ro}mhl ioan county, but finds it quite
solid for Hollins, with a sceatteriog vote here
and there for othiers rather than himsolf, In
looking over tho field he discovers that his
main relinuce must be Hillaborough county,
tho votes of which ho must divide with
Htovens of Nashus, Chency of Manchoster,
and Holltus,

This county hus only 45 republioan votes in
the legislature, and all sides give to Stovens
half, or nearly half a8 mony of theso votos ns
Briggs will have. In other parts of the state
tho outlook for Briggs is still Tess promising,

1t was known early in tho eampaign that
some warm frionds of Briggs were enrnest to
have him declare himeelf in favor of the eloo-
tion of two United States senators, snd nob
to antugonize Rollins. That it were shetter
for him to run for second place, nnd seok to
make frionds with Rolling's supporters, IHuod
he followed this advico, there is no question
bu% two sonntors wonld have  beon olected at
this time, sod but little doubt ns to Briggs
lieing ono. Aw it is now, Senntor Blair hns
bean inereasing in strongthe singe bis arrival
in the stute and interconrso with mom-
bers, and his  romoval to  Manchos-
ter hos  tnkon & goodt share of tho
so-onllid  locality argument owany  from
Brigs, who ia also n resldont of Manchester,
Blhiould Briggs continne fn the fight as an wn-
tugonist of Rollins, and should tho republican
canous decido to lect both semators st this
wemsion, Senator Blaly would Lo tho leading
candidute for his own place, with o good show
for an election. Scenator Blalr's (rionds sro
nliost o unit in gapporting Rolling's re-eloe-
tion, and the nstaral reciprocity of politics
would load thoe majority ui Rollins's frionds
to favor Blalr's re-elootion with the smmo can-
didntes in the field, Ifthe clalms of Rollina's
frivnds aro anywhore near corregt in regaed
Lo the canviass for the clection of hissucoessor,
Briggs's only hopo would seem to bo to ochango
his tuctics and pull out for tho first race, und

try for the wsecond. 'This courss lins
bean  suggested  to him  within  two
days by  mamo  of his  friends,

Dut with what result [s not yob known. There
is hardly a doubt that this I8 the deslreof soimes
of his most sagnelous workoers who realice
thiat, no mattor how sncoosstul e might bo in
defoating Hollins, ho wonld still Inck tho
srength necessary to seonre his own eleotion,
Those of his supporters who varly in tho can-
vass wore rash ouough to urge the abolition
of the couous were informed that such a
course would be destrootive to Briggs's am.
hition if ho wis expootod to load it, as bolters
wore seldom successful enough to seoure their
own election, Therefore the talk of 'holts
and open contests in the legislature Is con-
fined to Patterson, who hps discovered that he
14 not strong enough to destroy tho party and
build his vindiestion on its ruins,

Thero is no question thar Rolling is stronger
to-day than ho was sevon years ago when
flest olooted, Thon he was opposed by the
luto ex-Uovernor Onalow Stearns, Hon, O, C,
Muoore, of Nashun, who made n porsonsl at-
taok npon him in the logiklatare the after-
noon befors the cavous, sud nenrly all of the
present candidates.  Stencns bad all the il
way influgnes of thoe stete we hls back, and
Moore hud some tweoty voles in the eaugus
for suuntor, Btoarns wos o resldent of Cone
cord, nud divided its voto with Rolling; yeu
Hollins wos nominnted on the first ballot by
ann majority. To«day Mooro 1 supporting
Rollins, and the milways oo takiog no hand
in the eontest, At this writing It scems oer-
faln that Rolllus will e nominated on the
flrst bnllot by from fifteen 1o twonty-five ma-
Jority; nud ib can hanrdly Lo rogarded na prob-
nhle that the next throo days will change this
result other than to Increase his majority,

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HE HAS DONE SOME DRUMMING

As He Has Been in uu_Iculmu for Farly=
four Years,

A roporter of THE REFUNLICAN mol &
drummer yosterdny, now on duty st the
navy yard, who has beon in the continuous
servios of the government s tho beater of w
snare drum for more than forty-four yok,
His name Ik Richard Woods, aud he has un-
doubtedly followed the voeation of & detm-
mer longor than any othar man in the United
States, He win enlisted on the ninetevith
day of June, 1838, golng nt anes abonrd the
Dale, & miling mun-of-war, bound to the
Sonth Pacifie.  After throo yenrs' cruising in
these watars the Dale retnrned to Philadel-
phin o 1842, whon Woods wan put aboard
tho  Princeton, commanded by Come
modore Stockton, It will ba  reenlled
thnt [t waa on the Princoton that the big gun
known as the " Peacemnker " bursted while
thee ship was just oft Alexandrin killing the seo-
retnry af the navy, s forelgn ministor, Commo-
dore 11:|cl:m|au. and three others, Woods wis
on board on the day this terrible aceldent oe-
currod, snd followsd the six howrdes to tho
comotery. Hae remuined on the Princoton £ill
the broaking out of the Moxican war, whon
ho was transferred to the first battalion of
marines, and sot off for Vorn Crag,  The mn-
rines marchod directly to the City of Mexivo,
Aftor the Moxican war Woods wont abosrd
tho double banked frigate Indopendencs,
o oMl woessel, carrying alxty guns.  The
Indepondence sailed for the Meditorranean
whore it erulsod threo years, roturning in
1861, Oin his retnrn ho was transferred to tho
Vaundalin, & salling sloop carrying elghtoen

uus, that put oflf for t"hf:m. where it aruised
rom lmrt to port for Ghroo yonrs atid oight
months, never leaving Chineso waters, On
his rotien from China in 1865 the drommer
shipped on the blg steam frigate Minnesots,
that' had just boen built st the Washing-
ton navy yard. She took out Willinm
B. Rosd, $merionn mionlstor to  China,
on hor flrst eruiso in 1858, whero ahe
seamed In  Chinese waters  for  two

oars and  two months, On landing nt Now
fork Woods was put aboard tho frigate Con-
ress, on the point of salling for the cosst of
iraxil, whero he romained two years, In
1860 the deammer shipped on the gun-doelked
salling aloop L‘xnnmlutk)u, on which he sorved
during the entire war. He hna not been to
sun minch sluee the war, pussing most all of
hin tive at the navy yurds in Brooklyn, An-
napolis, Boston, and \i’mhlnutmn.
% Wooda's fuoo and figurs bear the manifest
mvages of time, though he says ho is only 53,
1in present torm of onilstmont is oot in Do-
tombor, and he exprossol o fone that e would
not be allowed to re-onlist on account of ad-
vancing sge. Ho said that he has thres
danghtors whom ho is anxious to edusato, and
if ho is not permitted to remain in the servico
of the governmoent ho will bo at u loss to know
how to mako a living. Woods, though ho has
belonged to brass and string bands nenrly o
hslf eentury, knows nothing of any insira-
ment exoupt tho druin,
