had agreed upon a vordlct Tho crlor de¬

parted on his mission
Mr Bliss stntod to tho court thatJnror

Vernon flhad boon unwoll during tho night
but was now bettor

Judgo Wyllo Instructed tho propor officors
to caro for Mr Vornon

Tho crlor soon roturnod and Informed tho
court that tho Jury was not roady to report
Ono of tho Jurors howovor wished to como
Into court

Judgo Wyllo thorenpon sent word to tho
Jury that If any ono of them doslrfcd Instruc ¬

tion upon points of law ho was entitled to It
nnd that tho Jury would bopormlttod tocomo
Into court for that purposo Tho messago
was dullvorod and tho crier answorcd for tho
Jury that tho Juror In question bollovcd that
his difllculty aroso from a question of law
but that tho foroman rcpardeil It as a question
of fact Judgo Wyllo then sent for tho Jury
nnd In it few nilnutos thoy caino Into court

lloforo tho foreman had reached his scat
Juror Vornon who presented a wild nnd dis ¬

ordered appearance uttorod sovoral convul-
sive

shouts sprang into tho air nnd foil upon
tho lleor In a fit A seeno of confusion fol ¬

lowed counsol hurried to tho asslstancoof
the unfortuatojuror who had struck his head
heavily against n chair in falling nnd It was
toino tlmo beforo ordor was restored

Judgo Wyllo bado tho othor jurors rotlro
and placed Sir Vornon under tho caro of Dr
Sowers who happened to bo present Judgo
Wyllo refused Mr Davidgos rcquost for a ro
cess until tho result of tho accident could bo
learned

In about fifteen minutes Deputy Marshal
Fassott reported that Mr Vornon wna sitting
tin nnd would soon bo nil riitlit
