A Talk With Mr Alfred B King a Coffee

Planter on St Pauls River

He Thluks All the Colored People Will
Soon Want o Go to the Dark Conllnoiit

Mr Alfred B King a coffoo planter on St
Pauls river Idborla has bcon in Washington
for several days niter having mado a tour of
tho principal cities of tho Atlantic states
lis is traveling for plcasuro and Information
0110 of his chief objects being a practical obser
vation of tho condition of tho colored peoplo
of this country A reportor of The HkiUbli
can who met Mr King found in him a gon
tlcman of notablo polish of mannors and
marked information concerning tho resources
and futuro of Llborls nnd In fact of all
Africa Mr King is n puro black of tho stand- -
dard negro type In speech 110 has a strong
English accent and if tho listeners ores wore
shut ho would imaglno that a thorough Lou
donor was talking

Havo you ovor boon In England asked
tho rooortcr

wovor said Mr King I havo only
boon in tho United States nnd Liberia I am
now 31 yoars of aio I whs bom n slave in
Georgia Wlion I was flvo years old 1 was
sent with my mothor by tho Colonization
society to Llboriu and havo been raised and
cducatod thoro I was novor oven taught by
a whlto man bnt somo of our tenchors there
woro educated in England and possibly I got
my drawl in that way

Mr King said ho has n coffco plantation
on tho rlvor flvo miles from Monrovia tho
capital of Liberia Tho colTco grown thero
is tho best in tho world tho soil nnd tho ell
inato being especially adapted to tho develop-
ment

¬

of tho berry Tho total production uow
Is small not bolng much ovor GOOOOO pounds
annually but thoro is a groat futuro for tho
product moro population and labor being all
that Isncccssary Asanovidoncoof tho superi ¬

ority of tho African berry It was montloncd
that all coffee producing countries especially
llrsrIl bad imported soeds nnd plants from
Liberia The goutloman thought that Ameri-
can

¬

trade was losing a golden harvest on tho
west coast of Africa Not a stoamor goon
from nu American port to that couutry An
enterprising firm in Now York nro running
llvo sailing vosscls from thnt port on their
own account and theso vessels furnish tho
only direct means of reaching tho African
coast from tho United States In contrast
with this want of entorprlso thoro aro
twcnty olght splendid stoomshlps plying bo
twoon Llvorpool and tho wost coast of Africa
furnishing weekly trips for tho accommoda-
tion

of travel and tho swift transitof freight
A lino of Btouiucrs aro also running from Qo
noa Mr King thought that a lino of
steamers from Now York would pay hand

somolv So far as Liberia Is concornod tho
people look on tho United States as a sort of
parent government ana would do an thoy
could to turn tho trade in this direction Tho
gold Holds on tho African coast woro attract-
ing

¬

tho attention of tho world now and thoy
woro destined at an early day to form tho
nucleus of a wonderful commerco

Mr King oxprossod himself with a groat
deal of freedom concerning his raco in Africa

Tooplo here said ho both whlto and
black nro In great Ignorance concerning tho
condition of Africa It is no longer tho dark
continent Tho slaves In this country wero
captured on the coasts and belong to tho in-

ferior
¬

and savage racos In tho intorlor not
far from Monrovia tho inhabitants aro civ
ilizod and intelligent and strict followors of
too JMohammcdan faith The rqon havo
refined instincts and the womon nro delicate
liko tho whlto wontsn of this country As to
Liberia tho founders of tho government
wantod to domonstrato the ability of the
nccro to Eovorn himself nnd tho laws havo
boon very strict against the intrusion of
whlto mon Only threo whlto men aro
ongagod in business in Monrovia Ono of
theso married au African woman and has
becomo a citlzon Wo young men howoVer
aro in favor of doing away with thoio re-
strictions

¬

entirely Thero is quito a strong
party thord now in favor of opoulug tho
doors for whlto men Wo really need their
lntolligcnco and thrift and their monoy It
is all foolishness to say that If a whlto man
comos to Llborla and establishes a largo colToo
plantation adjoinjug mysruallono that ho
will necessarily oppress mo Ou tho con-
trary

ho will do mo good IIo will bring
machlnory and improved methods of culti-
vation

nnd ho will find tho best markot for
our products

As to tho Amorlcali blacks Mr King mid
ho bolicvcd many of them would rush to
Liberia In a fbw years Thoy did not know
tho opportunities oflbrod them thoroorthey
would bo anxious to go now Tho llboral
education which tho United States is now
glvlni its colored population would bo the
impelling causa of a great emigration in
tlmo As tho raattor stands now said ho

tho colorod pcoplo in this country aro
bowers of wood and drawers of wator
Thoy can novor hopo for profes ¬

sional or social elevation oxcopt in
oxtremo and isolatod casos But thoy aro be-

coming
¬

educated and cant Btand this always
Tho young colored mon and girls who aro
graduating from tho high schools tho normal
schools and the colleges dont want to bo
waiting maids nud barbers and yot that is
about tho highest thov can hopo for in this
country Whon this class of educated blacks
Incroascs largoly as it will surely do tho
pressure for higher employment will bo bo
strong that thoy will turn to Liberia as tho
only country whoro a negro has a full and
equal chanco for tho honors of life
