man American hank for embezzlement Tho
pleas iwuo biscd on tho manner of filling
vncaticlca on tho grand jury There wero
present Mr Ker and Mr Merrick counsel for

tho government Nathaniel Wilson counsel
for Mr Kellogg and icn Museoy counsel for

Mr Prentiss In tho caso of Mr Kellogg
ludgo Wyllo Bald eleven picas had been tiled

As the facta M t out In tho plea aro deter-

minable

by the locotd itself It was not ncecs
wm lini there should bo any Issue of fact
made up for the consideration of tlio Jury
Whether thu pleas are suUiclcnt In law or suf
llcuiit in fact aro questions thcieloic deter ¬

minable by the com t It was practically of
10 consequence whether tho questions to ho
determined are questions of law or of fact or
in what shape tho question may be raised
Ijofoio going nioio particularly Into the con
ii duration of tho questions raised ho rcfcricd
to ii eiitniiirlson between tho act of June 10
I- - and the act ns it appears in the lovlscd
statute of tho District of Columbia relating
to thu manner of tilling tho grand Jury Ho
commented on tho languago of tho law per
milling tho clerk to throw out names of Jurors
drawn who were disabled from serving

The word disabled might compruhend
disqiialllled but tho court would hardly uc-

epi Mich nn assumption It would limit the
meaning of tho word to physical disqunll Hei ¬

nous When tho act oflSuJ was passed tliuro
was a clicult court and an independent crim ¬

inal court iu tho district llu commented on
tho method then followed of filling tho Jury
box tho icglstorof tho cijy of Washington
and tho clerk of tho levy court who selected
tho names being empowered very properly to
throw out tho nanioi of men dead removed
or disabled When tho organization of tho
cutirti was changed and tho selection of tho
jurors was given to a hoard appointed i y tho
court tho clerk of tho comt was given tho
power to throw oft tho names It was not
clear in tho courto mind that tho legislature
intended to transfer to tho clerk of tho court
tho power that had been Invested in tho
hoard of otlicials that formerly was entrusted
with the duty of selecting n jury

Judgo Wylio then Tcviowed tho pleas and
overruled tho first alleging that no present-
ment

¬

had been mado to tho court Tho
se ond alleging that poisons without proper
iiiliorltv had gono boforo tlto jury was also
overruled ns Mr Kerr had been granted
permission as special counsel and tho recoid
should bo corrected

Tho third plea was substantially tho samo
ns tho second and was denied Tho fourth
pica alleged that tho grand j mors wero not
served with notice of their selection llvo
ilavs beforo their term of servico began
Judgo Wylio said tills was not correct as tho
ic tiiiH showed that they wuro served with
nonce but if they had not been bo served
it would bo immaterial if tho jury was prop
ely iliiwn and tho right men appeared in
riMpotiiO to the notice If there was any
n elect in tervltiK tho notice lr did not
nm ot tho quililicathm of the jury
Too next plea win that tho war
s al hud not roturned to tho court beforo
tin opening of the March toini copies of tho
jtiinri diawii with a stalemont when and
where they wero served with eopleioftho
no Ices served It was a fact that tho mar-Hh-- il

ljiul not returned copies of each notico
but hail substantially complied wltli thu law
in letu ruing a compendious sliitotucnt show ¬

ing on ono pieco of paper how and where each
Juior wns sorvud The court said in this caso
that tin error on tlio part of tho marshal in
the manner of making his return to court
cniild not ollset the qualifications of tli
jiimrs As to tho plea that after tlio coinplo
tion of the grand jury panel and tho appoint ¬

ment of tlio foreman Harrison H Doclgo was
excused from service on tho ground that ho
was a government officer Judgo Wyllo said
that tho fact that Mr Dodge was a govern ¬

ment officer was not a disqualification it
simnlv entitled hint to tho privilegoof ex
emption Having been excused lecausoho
was exempt the court thought tliero wus no
error in tliu

The plm attacking tho organization of tho
grand jury was tho next taken up The
question was whether men were excused
lrotn service by the court Ho said that tho
court had authority to provide for tho vacan ¬

cies by drafts from tho box it was not to be
denied that al times there had been d I tie rent
opinions on that subject under tlio statutes
llo read section Sli J revised statutes au ¬

thorizing tlio court when jurors drawn did
not attend to order that others ho summoned
in their places for every practical purpose
thojuroiit in question did not attend They
wero excused from attendance Tlioy were
not In a legal sense in attendance upon tho
couit Ho thought tho vacancy thus created
could I io I rented as a lioii attcndaiicoiiud llllcd
as n iion attcniluncc Tho court in this case
ordered tho marshal to supply tlio vacancies by
driulng from tho box Instead of going out
111011 the public thoroughfares tho marshal
wont to the box which contained tho names
of men possessing legal qualifications The
question was whether it was fatal to tho panel
that the names were drawn from tho box

1 Ho judgo quoted a number of authorities
and said that when gland jurors wore ox ¬

en cd the presumption was thnt there was
jond ground fur their being excused and tho
vacancies wcio to bo llllod as if they had not
been in attendance When the clork was or
lered to draw the names from tlio box ho was
directed only to uso one of the methods pro ¬

vided by tho law and there was no violation
t tho law Tlio next plea luised thu ques ¬

tion as to how it vacancy win to bo tilled
caused by tho excusing of ajltror iiltor tlio
Jury was organized Tho facts alleged in tlio
plea wero that Juror Dodgo was thus ox
cused and tlio vacancy was tilled by thu mar-
shals

In the cases of certain jurors oxcuscd
that tlio reasons for excusing them did not
appear of recurd Judgo Wylio said tho court
hail Jurisdiction of tins whole matter being
empowered to excuse jurors fur certain rea
sons llu held that the fact that these reasons
weio not spread on tho lecord was of no con
sequence Iteforrlng to tlio general act of
Juno 150 Jb7 relating to tho selection of ju
lors by a commission on which both political
patties weio represented tho court said that
that law was clearly itfappropriato to tho dis
trust As to tho number necessary to com ¬

pose a grand Juiy the court said that under
tie common law there was no settled number
tin- sheilll being empowered to summon nuy
hi uber from thirteen to twenty three in

liia district tho law provided that twenty-Him- -

persons wero necessary to emistitiito a
