THE RETURN TRIP,

The spocial teain which brought the Light
Tufautry home, with their prisoner, Mayor
I, J. Melvin, of Cape May, started from the
Intter place at 1156 o'cloock yesterday after-
noon, and wonld have reached this city ab
the announced time had not an meccident oc-
curred to o caltlo train, which preceded
tho specisl, at Calverton [road, about ten
miles this gido of Baltimore, By rosson of
this nccldent n voxatious delay was caused,
ond it was nearly 10 o'eclock whon
tho traln  entered this ity through
the eastorn tonnel, After leaving Caps May
the boys donned all sorta of (antastio at-
thres wnd made thomselyes as cotmfortable ny
possible for the journey, Shakos, knapsaoks,
and guns woro hung about promiscously, glve
ing the Interior of the cams o dovidedly war.
like appearnnce, Songs and gloes cohoed
from one end of the tiain to the otlier, and
glidsomu shonts and merry loughior was
luin gvidenco that the boys approcisted tho
ot that they were bhomeward bound, As
the train sped over the iron highway
corporal's gunrds wearing grotesque hoadgear
and attired in long loeu dusters perigrin.
ntod from. ear to car waking all the  weary
sloopors” and keoping muttors in a state of
offorvescence,  Lient, Cowio looked particu-
larly funny in a suit he hoad gotten up for the
oovssion, Charlle Moore, who was oue of
Muyor Melvin's gpuards, was voeally inclined,
nnd frequently led off in “Saw My Leg Off"
and othey ewmp meeting hymns, A moember
of tho * big six'" meas yolled at Moore ns the

Mr, L. E Gannon, director of 8t. Matthow's
choir, was frequently called upon to sing,
Ho responded to each cull, und rondered in
his ]m{apluh vein such sougs as “'The Old
Sexton,” “Kolghts of Old," and “ Life on
the Ocoan Wave,” By a strange coluecidence
tho train crow which brought the Light Tun.
fantry corps over from Haltimore aud the
ongine which drew the train were the samo
that made the sume run with Hayes's purty
in 1881, when the mccidont occurred, The
crew consisted of conductor, J. P, Ferguson,
baggngemastor, Ed. Robey ;" brakemuan, John
Kalkman; engineer, John Unglsub, and fire-
mun, George C. Jones,

With tho siogle exception of the delay,
bhowaver, no socident occurred, and as the
truin drow near to this city it was grooted
with cheors and a grand display of fireworks,

CAs it emerged from thoe navy yard tunnel
thoe first to offer o welcome to the returning
soldiers was a me bund of little folks,
armed with torches, lanterus, transparencies,
and flowers. A number of the transparoncics
wore juseribed ** Welcome homao.'”

JTHE RECEPTION AND PARADE,

It was all bustie and excitomoent whoen the
traln moved Into the depot, and each men-
ber of the corps, fully equippod, promptly re-
sponded to the commander's order of " Bat-
talion, attontion,” us they stepped upon the
platform, Tho genorsl publle, being shut
oul from the soldiers by the closed gutes, were
noue the less enthusingtic however, nud
#s each Mmilinr furm and faco appeared there
were loud aud honrty shouts of weloome home,

To full into liue wans but the work ol s mo-
ment, and Col. Moore, after o glanes at hig
sy browned followers, gave notice to the re-
coption committeo thut they wore ready,

n the meantime Maj, Hannoman's beagon
tongued nrtillery was belching furth » more
stalwart woltome from tho arawey square,
and the great throng of people in the depot,
on Sixth stroet, on B street, and on Peno-
sylvanin nvenuo wore clumorous. With clock
work precision, snd followlng tho most excel-
lont gencralship, the procession formed ns

As tho procession turned the cornpr of Sigth
atroot and Ponnsylvaninuvonun theseone was
ono never to be forgotten. The roturning
srmligaln woro specchiless with gratitndo und

elight, No such sight had beon prosented
here since war times, and the reciplents of
the Juvish sttantions wero doubtles as prowil
s gory voverod horovs roturoing feomw blogd
baspattored fields of battle. Tho broad wve-
pud wis 8 mass of hoads  aud  abluge
with  llght, sky rockets and roman
eatidle balls floating into space ko antimated
mottors,  From overy prominent idlnoss
bouse and overy holel wax tapors sod Ch|-
neso fauterns shod & royal welcowme, some of
the iluminations belug especinlly brilliane—
notalidy those of the St Ware holel, Amerionn
house, Capt, Joseph Denly's restaurant,
Harvey's siloon, the clothilug houses of A,
Baks & o, R, Itobinson & Co, John
Fuglish's Chosapoake houss, Driver's gardow,

E. Elwood's dinlng pazlors, the Riges
house, Ebbitt Louso, 13, W, Beod's Sons, gro-
ooms, on 17 street, M. James hotel, Hrontpuo's
bouk utare, 3, W, Galt & Hyo,, Cildon ros,,

The processlon was over the following
routu: Penusylvanle avenue to Fhtsenti
atreit, thoues to Ul srreet, wloug to Fourteeath
strool, thuned to 1 stronl, ol vast to Sevelith
streot, south to Penusylveuin avonue, and
eait ngnin to the brightly illuminated aroory

the corpan. Hungal lighta and other fire
mado  the nlght as bright  ws
dny over the entlre route, sud

the stay-ut-howme won, women, and childron
whio Justlod aud squeesed cach other for avall-

uble places on tho sidewnlks and in the
stroots, fairly dislocatod their nocks to e
the soldiers, and shonted thomsolves hoarso
uwmid the din of brazen horns and thumping
drume.

As tho proccstion diverged from Sevonth
strogt into Pennsylvania avenve each band
did ita bust to enliven the enthusiastic publio,
and oach military organization formed com-
pany front and proceeded to the armory,
whorn  still & much larger erowd waa
assembled, and  the display of flreworks
wir nnprecedented. The shower of roman
enandln Lllu and the ginre of bengal lights
at that point was as of » scene piotured in
some fairy tale, and the illuminated decorn-
tions of the armory ealled ont long nnd loud
np{-mvlng applivoss from the maliitude,

f aver tho solillor boys s slars overy ap-
portunity was afforded them then.  When
the armory was ronched tho escort formed n
ling on the sonth side of Pennsylvanin ave-
nue, and the Light Infantry corps marched
into their old familine quarters to the air of
“Home Apnin,” while the crowd outside
cheared vooiforously,

THE PYROTECHNIC DISPLAY.

It was aftor ten bofore tho flying roman
candles at Sixth street and the avenua told
that the procession had formed and started,
As it eswo onward the flushing and flery
balls of many colored flamo leaped wlong tho
line from station to station, till the lower
pirt of tho brosd streot was gay  with the
brillinnt bubbles of the roman candlod, As
the procession moved np the thoroughfire
tho red and green colored flves nlong the eurh
binzed up with sodden glory, wreathing
honses and troes in erimson and omersld
robes, and spotting the sceno with splendor,
Hockets  shot  athwart  the  dark  sky
with a swirt and  sionous  graes, elenr-
ing the darknes with a hissing tesil
of glitter. And now looking down to the
rapldly approsclilng masses, tho scone beonme
one of larld splendor. The roman candles
threw their parti-colored balls aoross the streot
from elther aide, erossing loash other's path,
wnd lewving bohind a eurviog glow of light.
The strontin flames deopened into gigantio
flashes of orimson and emerald radianee,
Highting vwp the somber darkouss with & giit-
tering but ghustly brilliancy, Far down the
ktroct an the red light died away the smoke

nthorod its  swothing vapors In one
uge mantio that threatoned to  ecover
up the seone. Hoddenly there was a
fnint fringe of rosy flush above the dark
woving mnss, which deeponed and reddensd
until, with a sudden and quivering splendor,
n broad shost of red fame fashed over the
night in palpitating occstany, like tho red
duwn of a flery day. A shower of roman
eandles from the antlers of the Elks at the
treasury sounth front answersd tho eustern
glow with a sputtering cataeact of glittering
balls and blazing sparkies, while several
rockots, hissing like angry and gigantio eer-
ponts, rustiol tho night air with n flery hiss
s thoy climbed far up idto tho darknoss,
Then bursting, they threw down a cutaraot
of glittering stars’ brilliant with all the hues
of the minbow, 1t was the answer of tho
wost to the flashing magnificence of the Hame
that glowed in tho enst,

By this time the vast procession had nearod
Fourteenth street, In the red rellection of
the torchas! which glowed in the rear, in the
flusbing and sparkling glitter of the roman
eandlesiu thotrailing splendors of the sintous
rockots, and  the broad waves of prismatic
radianco thrown by the burning strontis fires,
tho moving masses were 1Hiftod up out of the
darkness and brought into full view, In the
u{;nrkuug showors of the fulling fulminntes
the glivtering bayonets gleamed like uryuui
daggers, throwing back the rays of s sctting
sun. All adown the avento the sbtene waa
now one of superb and glowing brillisney, It
wius o fiery, Hnshing, finming foreat of gleam
and glittor, losting upon a sen of shining and
shimmering splendor, over and aronnd which
swayed tho waves of an atmosphoro of weird,
unearthly radiance, In the erimson glow of
the strontis the pension oflice and the old
cenaus building were 1t up with & eriinson
glory, nod then Willard's hotel snd the Cor-
oornn huilding grew opalescont in tho shim-
muring blaxe of a lurid greon glow. Choor
aflter cheor rent the air ns the columns wheeled
awiftly by with the precision of machines. As
the  bepd of thoe ecolumn tarned from
the avenue into Fifteenth street, the Elks,
who had stationed thomsolves in the open
BpADO _ru!t south of the trensury, greetod the
returning soldiers with o sudden and magnifi-
cont burst of fireworks that lit up the night
with one quivering sheet of fiery splendor,
Thousands of roman candles and revolving
wheels poured out their sluices of sparkling
flome in o catovact of fashing radinuoeo,
Sheaths of rockots writhed in and clove the
air in a hundred differcnt diroctions, lichting
up the durk with glittering trails of curving
sud  suddenlyw dropping in
showers of peatls and  diamonds  and
rubies, As this  spilth of  flame
nud color began to fade, there slowly drow
into clear sigut amid the flery clonds a mag-
nificent pagoda of red, white, and blue, in
whose eentor blazed with glittering brililanoy,
written with lettord of thune upon a seroll of
fire, “Weleomo Mome!” The display was a
grand and beautitul exhibition, the ¢ulminn-
tion of the hoaety and cordial welcomo o
blazingly showered upon the returning mill-

brillinuey,

tary.

'tha return march of the procession down I
street to Seventh, theuce to the aveuue, aud
to the armory wis o succession of similur
aguned, A repetition of tho some splendors. As
on tho avenne the streets and houses were
Hned with ohinese lanterns, binged in their
grotesque radisnee, strontin fires threw out
weltd and unresl J;luw of parti-colored splon-
dot, rockots hissed in mid air, roman candles
burned and guivored and spurkied ; the wholo
ling, in faof, was » pagoact of surpassing
bonuty, moado up of fash wond flame. The
Light Infantry may well bo proud of their
"Weloome Home,"

THE IMMENSE CROWD,

It was hardly dark when the oross streots
leding to the avenus bogan to be crowded
with people passing townrds the grand boule-
vird up which the procession was to pass. 1t
was gonerally undorstood that the Infantry
would gome In nbout 8 o'clock, sod Ly thst
hour the avenue on both sides was Jined
densely  with poople from Foursand-a-half
atroot to Fiftesnth, The windows of houses
wlong the live, the porches, baloonies, and
rools were erowded.  Tho treasury porticoes
and pampots were thick with men aud
wotnen aud childron us o honeyeomb with bees,
Fven the treo boxes wore invaded, and
livtlo girls elimbod to thelr tops with as much
winority a8 the stondl boy, if with less grove.
In fust, despite the drosd, aa you saw thegirls
alimb you could not have toll them from
By, excepl thst whon they vetehed the top
Lhey t'..l”l!-t to thoiy fricads bolow to pass up
nliwwiy for thom to sit on,  Littlo girls wea not
necustomod to ait on thd raggoed edges of & treo
box Lop.

At Fifteenth stroot, looking down the ave-
nue, naught could be seeu but the donse
erowds Lhot flowed over the eturb and made it
difticult for tho street cors wwil vehicles to
pnas. As time wore on and U o'clocke came
there was folt muoh disappolotment,  Poos
pla began to gob tired, and hundonds of them
went bhome. Dot still w0 muny thousands
wens oul that those who 1eft wern fot aulssod.

worka wore to bo tho most elaborate of any
portion of the displny was sufficient Induco-
ment to ocollect the immenss crowd thero,
Nor wns the avente the only stroot that was
orowdod,  Flftesnth street to New York
svenne, O, Fourteenth, F, and Sevonth
atroets wero all Hned with people, who waitod
mtiently for the aunouncement that the
soldiors had come, .

Although they marched for two long houra
there was perieet good humor and arder during
il that time. No noduas disturbanos, no rough
rmhinr. nobhing but pleasantry and goml feel

ng prevalled; and when their patienco wos nt
Inst rewarded and the sound of the frst gun
from Maj. Hannemanu's battory was henrd
nunounding that the delayed train hnd nt lust
arrivod the ongoerness to enteh tho et glimpso
of the colomn was apparont evorywhers, All
Along the route of the procession tho grent-
rat onithusinam was manifested. Cheer upon
cheer rent the ale s the Infantry warehed
with the tread of vetorans from a gonuine
enmpnign, instend of from an oneampmoent
which purtook of tho neturo of & plessure
trip.

The Infantry eorps entorsd the armory
about 10:30, with Col. Moorcat the head, sup-
portod by his loyal stafl.

The hall wis elahorataly decornted, flowers,

He returned heartielt
thanks for tho magnificent wolcome accorded
them, and in conclusion introdoced Mayor
Melvin, of Cape May.
