Feport of Dr. Galtoras's Investigntions at
Vera Cruz—The Conditlon of Things at
Pensncols,

Dr. John (luiteras, surgeon of the marine
hospital servico, who was sont by Surgeon
Coneral Hamilton to Vera Cruz to mdko an
inspection of thut port, has submitted a re.
port, ombodying the resalt of hin ebserva.
tions, to Gen. Hamilton. It is o wvaluable

Vera Curs, ssys the doclar, has a population
of 20,000 inhabitants, Tt extonds over a sandy
plain about six blooks from the soa harbor,
anil abont double the distance from northwaost
to southonst, nlont const, 'The plain b an
elevation of | an five foet above the sea
lovol.

During the months
of May, June, aud July there wers 20 Amerl-
can vossols lying in the harbor of Vera Cruz,
roprosouting s population of 732 seamen, An
unusaal featurs in the history of the diseaso
here I.hh in ita provalence smong the
shipp E Vorn Crox the umrtlnn of
ahlpping from yollow fever is usually very
genoral; becauss the vessels cannot come up
alongslde the wharves, and therefore the op-
portunities for communication with the shore

are nob froquent, This year the dissnss in-
udod the shipping, commencing with the
Norweglan wvessels, whioh were unusually
numoerons, and which retaloed In port a long
timo. ‘T'ho fiest caso ocourred on the Swedish
bark Orlon June 5, and the dispase spread
with great rapldity thereafter among seanion,
Of Amarican seamen 8 ont of 145 died of yol-
Iow fover up to July 12 From tho first of
January n&. op to July 18, 6240 deaths from

g;llnw vor ocourred in tho olty and ou
ard the ships in the harbor,

In Vers Crue, as i Hovans, r-Ilow fever is
an endemio diseise, It prevalls overy year,
and pro'l.ltlblg thoro nre cases of tho disense in
overy month of the year. Concurrent with,
if not aconsequence of, these facts is the pecu-
liar immunity to the disonses the untives of
both cities cnl

The doctor is of the opinion that the disease
arises spontansously in the city of Vera Crux,
and that it doos not mmong the shipping, e
bolieves that the shipping boars the same re-
Iation toward the olty that onr gulf ports do
toward Havana, Vers Crug, and other ports
where the disease I8 ondemic, In places
where tho diseasoe in endemie it dovelopes
progressively with the advent of summor
months, The gorms await for nothing, but
the gradual manifestation and inu\mlﬂm!lon
of the conditions l'h'rorlnr thelr develnpmnnt

In Koy West, Pensicola, New Orleans, and
in the ahipping at Vera L‘tu: tho disease de-
ponds upon tho success of fmquuut Inocula-
tions fru:n infected localitics, and hence the
ustial Into developmonts of the epidemics.
