ArranTio Crry, N. J., Beph 1.—Having
read so much about this watering place
and ity alluring atteactions, sud, being »
neeler after pleasure, I hied myself hither-
ward three woeks ago to-day with my mind
fully mado up to remain but » week at the
farthieat.

As 1 have alréady overstayed my time by
two woeks and am atill hore, it will readlly
Lo infered, without my confessing it, that my
sntigipations have beon more than roalized,
and what has beon written about the place I
have found not to have been cxaggorated or
overdrawn,

The first impression ono has of the place on
stepping from the depot Is that it s a pop-
ulous, husy livtle town, One 4 immedintely
struek with the oxceptionally bright, ¢lean,
nnd tidy appearance of tho cottages in which
the city abounds, In truth, it Is a city of
pretty cot

As you wend your way toward the bonch
the next mprossiou which takes hold of you
i that there has jusp beot an entortainmoent
or fair of some kind on the beach, which is
Just about over. You lreh this hapression from
noticing the multitude of poople coming from
tho bumoh, This belief la intensified whon

on reach the beach, whioh extends from tho

nlet to South Atlantle, about six miles, At-
lanple City proper, howevar, beging at the
in where tho lighthouse is, nnd ends ot
the West Jorsey excursion pler. From the
former to the latter 16 is about two miles and
o half. Along tho shore for this distance is a
plank walk, on which from early morn to
midnight there Is one vast throng of human-
ity. From the West Jersey pier to Boubh
Cnrolinn avenue, about one mile und a half,
the walk on  either wide s lined
with booths aud stauds of every variots.
Shooting gallerios, wpinuiog jennys, dum
fijgures to knock dowu with a baso ball
(i n basso profundo individoal perched stop
burral tuened ond wise, bellows forth, *Will
ontitle you to a foin ‘ Havanny seognr’ ") are
in countless numborit, So are {go croat, Inger
hoer, gingor boey, and lemonnde stands, be-
hind most of which preside buxom, fuecinnt-
ing blondes and lithe bowitching brunoties, to
bognile and eaptivate the unsuspecting so-
%ourﬂnr. Strains of socalled music from the
onely hand organ and sccordeon to the more
olevated sund popular brass band clash and
bang upon the tympannm of your weary ear
without cessation during your ?nn from
one ond to the other of tho walk., The jm-
prossible  eyo glnss vendor is forever ot
our elbow. Like your shadow, it is
mpossible to shake him off. You may
show him that you have alrendy a half dozen
glnsnes, or that youn are blind as o bat in the
daytime, 1t matters uot, you must buy n
gluss of him ot any rate, and 1ou do. 1 full
and solemnly made up my mind that T coul
and would run the gauntiot of u walk without
mnaking nsingle purohnse, Rosult—had three
pairs glasacs, a dozén ulwllui wicker basket
made by Chinaman “Jobnoy,"” four “Havegnny
" a cone, pint pesnuts, and six dollars
less in my pockst., But I was a novitiate, and
it wias my first attempt,

The streats here are named—those running

rallel with the ocean—after the Pacifie, At~

nntie, snd Arotie ovenns nnd Baltie ses; those
leading from the beach after the various
rates.

All day long and nearly all night thero is
music and commotion hoere. Most of the
hotols and many of the saloons have bands
continually playing cithoer “SBweet Vielote"
or the “Irish Patriot.” Thowe ploces sevin to
bo tho rage hora just now. At night, ospo-
elally Saturday and Bunday nighta, the noise
and din are at their highest pitch. Then
King Revelry holds full sway; then ' the slie-
walks are crowded with drunken men and
women and the saloons and gardens paoked
with the demi-monds and her male atiend-
ant ; then tho streets are fillod with carringes
in which you see drunken women reclining
in the arms of drunken men,all yelling,
shouting, apd singlng in the mad exubor-
ance of intexiontion. As Texas is supposed
to bo synonymous to Indes, they call this
pince Toxos,

is plur is one of the main attraetions. It
extonds somo yards into the otean and is vory
prottily decorated, From it many persons
wateh the bathers, A portion was washed
away lost Tuesday by tho high sess which
have been running steadily for the pust weok.
As there has bean comparatively no hea
winds or other disturbing influonces attend-
ing these high seas, the native constnien or
longshoremon are ot a loas and sorely puzeled
ns to the cause of tho unusunl commotion of
tho ocean in this vielnity., The height the
tide reached last Tuesday cansed many to fear
for the safuty of the piors, bonrd wnlk, and
bathing houses, Thoonly damage done then,
however, was the washing away of tho outer
&mlou oftho nbove montioned pier and olso

o cxtrome ond of the Wast Jersey pier.

At b o'clock Wednesday afternoon, which
was high witer, tho elimas came, Although
workmon had boen  eugnged all day ,in
strengthening the board walk, pavilions snd
bath houres, whon, at the above mentioned
houso the surfl came rolling in houssto
Iilgh, Inshing the sea into n fury, white wit
foam, bonrd walk, buth houses, and all went
to pleces like so much ohafl, From Ponnsyl
viin to Bouth Carolins avennes the surf
rolled under tho walk, and brenking, 1ifted
it bodily from its piles and dashed it ngalnst
the nnderpinning vpon which the bath
bousos rested. Then llke s huge wounded
sarpent he surfsqoirmod ont to sen hissing
wiarningly until broken to pleces by collislon
with other surfs soming angrily in to com-
plete the work of destrustion, It was a mag-
nifleony slght to watch tho waves life the
wrock and earty nad drop it into the trough
of the sew and then grind it to piecos. Thon-
enids witnessed the thrilling seens from
tnlo distance on the beach,  Anplegate's pho-
tograph gallery, the park pavilions, Klnplln &
MeCann's Iarge bathing establishment, want
down and wore ewrried away. The Wost
Jorsey pler wenl n a twinkling. 'The Ocenn
pler, though reeelving o terrible strafning,
withstood the shock., The water sdvapeed
up Kentucky avenue, by aobual messurement,
795 feot.

You woulll not fall
to notice them, They attrack your sttention
ol oube by their maguaiicent physioal duyelop-
mont, iod brouzed, by sppoarance,

dny Jong they go elad in short aleeved flannel
shirta and trousors searculy roaching to the
knee, There nre four brothers of them—
Mike, John, Bd, and Chris. Chris {8 para-
lyzed through axtrame exposurs in the watar,
and may Lo seon wny day sitting in » ohale
in the cigar atore on tho hench that is run by
the brothers. The Bradfords are from Pltta.
burg, and have uﬂllrlf visiterd the place for
aight years. Their district extends from
the odenn pler to the park bath houses,
a distanes of about half amile. Durlog the
whole eight yoars thoy havo saved hare 418
lives from drowning, and what sootos Ineredi-
blo lost not & singlo soul. The young Iady,
Miss  Rosenberg, of Philadelphia, whoso
drowning hore recontly waa chronieled in the
Wuhm«m papars, was not in the distriot of
the Headford brothors, but notwithstanding
Mike went to her resguo, and that of her
friond, Miss Wasser. Ho wan too Inte 1o save
Misa Rosenborg, but Just in time to reseuo
Mika Waaner.

Thelr modus oparandl of resoulng is as fol.
lows: When o porson I8 drowning they throw
out a line to him. As the wajority of such
persons are too frightencd to avall themselves
of the line, Mike or one of the others swim
out to hiim and support lim above water until
the other brother launch the life boat, aud
rowing out to Miko aod his charge take both
into the bont.

Mike romarkod to mo the other cll}' that
the worst cuss ho over had was a big, fat fol-
low, weighing some 300 pounds, who eluspod
him round tho arms snd walst like a vies and
rondored him bolpless,  Had it not beon for
tho timely serival of the boat both would
have boen drownel,

Beforo ontering upon their humanos eallin
the Bradfords were engaged in the samoe vol-
untary occupation on the Allegheny, Mon-
ongahols, und Ohio rivers, Thelr whole life
it wooms has besn devoted to humanity,
“Chris” waa paralyeed June 28, 1852,

On Mounday lnst 1 wins nn oye witness to the
resauing by them of four persons who had got
under the ocoan plor, where there are muny
holes, and being unable to extricate them-
selves wors clinging to the poles supporting
the pier,

The clfly wanted to omplar them this soa-
son, but John says they preforred to dopend
upon voluntary subseriptions, ns nncertain as
such subseriptions are, to working for o sal-

nry.

1
know of throo enses mysolf whuere she boys
weie burely thanked.

The bath houses in the vicinity whers these
brothers rendoevons ure literally filled with
customars, due entirely to their presenoce.

As an lustestion of this, last Saturday
fifty-threo Pletsborgers camie here and all
buthed from tho bath house whero the broth-
ors aro loeated, just to be under their watch-
ful eye.

This
sonug Indy L observed on tho day mentioted
waking frautio efforts to got in wgainst the
strong undortow. The next moment s hugo
breaker engulfed her, and o gecond or two
later I observed hor apparently floating.
SBuddenly she sank, and after a short time
roso to the surfoce and as suddenly sank and
arose again. Halt In alarm for her anfoty
and half of the impression that she was
merely sportivg, 1 approached her mechani-
enlly, Suddenly sbo turned on her side and
sunk quickly.

TROUNCING TUCKER.

Ex-Senator Brues Replies to a Ministarial
Libel on His Raco.

His Views Touching the Fature of the
Colored People of the Soulh,

At the choreh congress of the Pratestant
Fipiscopal church, hold in Riohmond Iast fall,
Hev., De, Tavker, rector of St Androw's
churel, Jackson, Miks, delivered an address
upon the moral and eduestional status of the
colored prople of tha south, The doctor waa
so sovero nud oxtremo in the opinion ex-
prossod relative to the condition and progress
of the black wace, and tho pleture he
drew was so dreadful, that he was cut
off im the midat of hin  address
by the presiding omicor and his indignans
nemociatos on the floor. Nothing daunted,
the ministerinl libolor of a struggling race
}:uhlllhﬂd his spoech in full in Lmnphlet
orm  with sapplomental  romarks, This
pamphlet waa ciroulated guite gonerally and
provoked a reply from Hov, C, K. Marshall,

rof the M. F. church south, of Vicks-

urg, Dr, Marshall wrote ex-Senastor B, K,
Bruee for a eriticiam on his work and for his
views on the raee prolilem, Following is
Sonator Hruce's anuwer, which hns just been
mailed to Dr. Marshall:

Rev, C. K. Mansuary, Vicksburg, Miss, —
Somao dl{ll #inoe 1 recoived your reply to Hey.
Dr. Tuckoer, of Jackson, Misa,, entitled, “The
Colorod Race Welghed in the Halance.” I
had previously resd the speach of Dr, Truckor,
and formed my own conelusions thereon, i
have, howevor, read your able review of tho
production of that gentloman with great in-
torest, and I trust with profit. No intelligent,
seif-respecting colored nnn can for & moment
conoedo thoe correetness of the portraiture of

the colored race, or tho truthfoloess
of thelr histor as  seb  forth Dby
Dr, Tuckor. Wo have mo exceptional

virtues, nor uny oxcoptionnl vices—wo stand
for humanity fpresenting the good tendonocles
and tho bad, as thoy would be presonted, on
an average, by nny other race, no mattor what
the tint of its akin, undor similar clroum-
stapces, and with like vnvironments,

Wo nre not o race of Hibortines, linrs, thisvos,
and hypoerites, the allegation of the reverend

ntlemen to the coutrary notwithstanding.
fut with entire frankuess, permit me to sy
thnd the misrepresontscion aud villifleation so
rocklossly loveled nguinst the colored race,
aro not the most unsatisfactory features of
this romarkable production. It is super-
fioinl, crude, oxaggerated, incongruous
in ita ypresentation of the sulject with
which he professes to  deal. It oex-
hiblts  miscondeption of the eharactor
of n people, ewrieaturcs their religious
convictions wud practices, and libels their
common life. For those reasous 1 canuvot
conceive how any thoughtfal man of either
race enn find satisfaction in the speech of Dr.,
Tuoker. But farther than this, and to mo
incalenlably more unsatisfaotory, Dr, Tucker
misconeeivos, not w race, but hnmun nature
itsolf; burlesquoes not ths worship of a peoplo,
bub the ssnctivies nnd vorities of that Chris.
tinn system which he professes to bellove the
pecessary agent for human elevation and
progreas 3 and declares that system  fnsoili-
clont and s practieal fuilure, in that the col-
ored people, in direct contact with the most
intellectual reprosentatives of that system,
have made no sonsible progross in practical
morals, and find their best religious typo in
the penitentiary in the person of & convieted
murderer,

You aro awnre that I am not a membaer of
any religious society, nor supposed to bo in-
formed in matters theological, but 1 confess,
layman snd unconverted though I be, the ex-
hibition of the Christisn systom by Dr,
Tuacker, its keope and powers, shocks me, and
I rejoot, not only the picturo that he gives of
the colored rmce, but the equally revalting
Hielure of the white race of the south that

rmishes the buek ground of this dark por-
traiture, If you concedo the truth of thh
gentleman’s  utterances rolative to  the
colored pnorlo of the wsouth, logieally
you must give & more rovolting echar-
aetor to thoe white race than even
to thom, because the license, abuse, and
revolting vides alleged to be characteristic
of the colored, sprang not only from n sys-
tem Innugarated and maintasined by tho
whites, but found their development and
growth in the connivanee and active co-oporn.
tion of the white mce. Whatever may be
the inflrmitios dr irregulnritios of the colored
and white poople of tho south, the specifie
portraiture of ono and implied portraiture of
the other are alike unjust and untrue, Cap-
tured, subordinated, liberated, and enfran-
chised within two hundred years, thero is
something of the charactor of romanco in the
history of tho colored people nod their for-
tunos, Tho changes in relation and coudi-
tion have boon so rapld and radieal that
they seem not only to bo wonderful, but
magioal, But, after all, the negro is not »
mystery, aud there s nothing mysterious or
incomprehsnsiblo either in his eharaoter, con-
dition, or progress, Ho is simply a man—
crude, it may bs, n few centuries bueck, but
now, under the influence of freo institutions
and the powerful elevating forees of o Chrls-
tian olvilization, he Is multiplying, prospor-
ing, sud jwproving as the vigorous plant un-
dor careful cnltury, in n fertile soll, will de-
velop, This and nothing more ean b sald of
tho race problem, and the things lacking and
to bo supplied will bo found by this people,
a8 they hisvo been found by other races of the
gront Amerlean ropublio, through diligenco,
forosight, thrift, and honest and hopeful
toil, The gospel will meot the ueeds of this
a8 it meots tho neods of all people, when pre-
sented in its slmplicity, intogrity, and
groudsur, Six million five hundred thousand
people nnd o million voters arp we, Now

upholding and gicding the industries o f

thirteon groat stutes; alwuys diligent, and
now lenrning pradence sud thrirt; becoming
selfgrelinnt and consequently solf respoctiul,
and gradually but steadily accomulating the
worldly gear neediul to give lolsure for study
and the weans of social comfort mud refine.
mont. Wo propose to learn tho lessons yob
onlearned and to do the work yet undone
and the wopissdical and periodical attacks
of superficlal, scnsational roformers will
not bo  permitted te  anger  us, un-
balanes us, or divert usk from our purpose
nnd work.

Iowe you nu apology for so long o lotter;
with all my heart for mysolf and poople. 1
thank you for the Christinn manliness with
which yon have come to our defense, nnd bo-
lieve that your faire minded aud feank dls-
cussion of the question before you will noy
only encournge tho colored race to inoronsed
efforts for Improvement, but will do mueh to
vompiot and porfeot the kindly feellng and
good tindorstandlug now rapidly springing up
