Cirrao, Penu, Jaly 30,—~Two trains are
yun daily emch way over the forty-soven
miles of rallway bstwosa Aspinwall and
Ponama, one leaviog at 7 in the morniog aud
the other at 1 in the afternoon, and onch
train occupies four hours in muking the trip.

Wo were to ldave by the early train, so a
fow minutes before 7 we entered the oars,
They wero clean, and looked like those at
home, excopt that thoseats wero coverod with

“matting, and there wers no windows, only

blinds to excludp the rain and dust. We
started punctually, and in & few momonts
were slowly paming the Frenoh bulldings at
the mouth of Fox river, which ia at the west-
ern ond of A spinwall,

They have filled in quite a large traot of
ghm aud are onlarging it all the
whilo, and on this ground thoy have built

ulte & number of neat housea for thelr em-
yos, The sldes are gencrally of wood
puinted gray and the roofs of corrugated iron
painted réd. Near thoe car trank thoy wore
putting up & fine bronre statue of Columbus
with sn Indisn mniden, which statue was
pr tod by the ex sa BEugenis to the
town, mnd which has stood in varions
plucen in tho vieinity at differont times. Then

thom, It was desolate and even seamed to
1nck the luxuriant tro!icd growth that now
to t us on both sldes of the way.
iverything that mot oy eyes was utunfo,
from the tall fowering treeq to the low Hliea
in the ditches, excopt, perhaps, the white
lxldor lily, of whioch I had seen o few In Flor-
fda. Thoere wers wild and coononuts,
tall palms with long bunches of bright rod
palms, oil ntts, temarind trees, with many
sonrlet blossoms that showed olearly againat
the small polnted glasay leaves, strange ferns,
and numerous other beautiful growths that 1
could uot find out the names of. The whole
maden dense jungle, and about and around
flitted hund of butterflies, the most atrik-
ing of which were a4 large sa my hand and of
@ bright metallic blue,

1 was natonished to find the train stopping
at different stations, as I had never read or
henard of there baing any before, so I took down
tho namos of some, aud give them for tho edi-
Afloation of those who are s ignorant as I
was, They are e, Puolo, Buens Vista,

Mamel, Gorgons, Hout Obispo, Bas Obispo,
and Rio Grande Bupericure. They were all
composed of o fow wall hpilt be-

to the Freuch, a the

station master, and alol of notivie huts seat-
tered about promisouounly, These huts wore
made of poles stuck in the ground and crous
polos tled to thom st the top with strips of
raw hide, and these top poles supported o
hoavy thatehed roof @ of gane and banana
Jeaves. The sldes were covered with spiis
cune, sometimes woven. like basket work,
sud thiswaa tied on with strings of suy kind,
Very few of them boasted of more than one
yoom, but there were generally a number of
small ohildran Ipll{:ﬂ{ around the fire, and
numbers gf their e outside watching the
train, In these gatherings the men wore
breoches, the women voluminous trailing
calioo skirts and chomine made of conrse cur-
tpin lace. The children gonerally woro
nothing.

The resident Fronch superintendent of the
ehinal was on the train, and I enjoyed very
much talkiog with him, s well a5 the noise
of the tralo would allow, about his wurk.
Instead of belog s some might suppose n
ponderous, elderly gontleman, he was tall,
‘slight nud sy perhaps havesven forty years,
but he did not look it, His light brown hair
was utill unstrealeed with gray, aud bo had
lost noue of his inhereut Fronch politoness
during a two yesrs' residence in o com -
tive wilderness, Their route 16 not only sll
plunned sud surveyed but olesred of under-
frowl-h—-no small task —and they have bepun

ovoling tho lighest yrl.;cm that they must
orass on the divide. oy nro dredging In
Fox river, already having a depth of thfrty
foet on tho bar, which isall they wish, They
bave 8000 mep st work, mostly negroes.
They pay 350 u head for them landed at Colon
(as hie and oll Frenchmen call Aspinwall) in
addition to which they receive $1 o day

\v?u.
Il necesaary buildings, such as quarters
and hospitals, are Suished, nnd whonever it
is posaible they are placed on an eminence or
slope. They have buen vory fortunate 4o far,
y loping on an avernge ono man a day.
Five died the day before at Colon of fover,
and whon the wind blew down the Chagres
river ho said it was very deadly. If no opi-
domie shonld octur he hoped next year to
huve something toshow for the Immensesnms
exponded, but he wonld not venture an opin-
ion as to whon the gignntic task would be ne-
complished. He was very warmly dr 1,
although the day was sultry, and said that e
found 1t nmuur{ to dress warmly and lead
n very rogular life, abstaining from all sieo-
holie drink. ¥e sald the oversecrs ut the
interior posts woero too apt to drink to forget
and make the time pass, but that that meant
death,

The despost cutting is to be 307 feet, and
near this thoy are coudtrueting w large rosor-
vior to receive the overflow of the Chagres
and provont a freshet in the rainy scason.
Wo were told thatin 1 tho railway hnd
thirty miles of track under water, sud a
Lieavy iron bridge was lifted and turned
aronnd by this sameriver, 1t wasapparcutly
o much dreaded siream, but now was quistly
rolling along well within 1ts bauks, tho water
vory wuddy, and its surfaco was froquently
dotted with dogouts and other native boats.

The ¢anal follows the line of the railway
closely until it nears Pansma, when it turns
slightly to the custward and ocomes out at a
placo called Ancou.

Wo looked under the ties of the railway
for the Irishmen that are said to lis one un-
der each tle, but they were not visible, Weo
paw frequent wrecks of card, however, and
wore lufurmed thst we woere fortunute to get
over without running off the track, ns it was
» freguont ogourrence, but seldom rosulted in
the iujury of any one a8 they go so alowly.

As wo neared Panamn lnoked out
anxiously to got my flrst view of the Pacific
ocean, and fnally saw i, breilliaut with suu.
alifus sud looking exsetly like the dear old
familinr Atlnntic,

Arrived at Panams, we made at onoce, with
Amerioan impotuosity, for the tickot office of
the Pacitio Bteam Navigstiop compsoy, and
there were mot by o solemn old Spanlard, whao
wis very pollte, but whom you could not
hurry, and it ook him juss one hour to make
out shreo tickets. Whon thoy wero done tha
Ware very pretty, but he had consumed mug
of our time, ¥o wo wont af anee % diuner to
the hotel, nud had a very fair repast, served
in & wiserable, dark, dirty dluinr room, Thoen
wo wore told we must sud look after our
lugguge, or we might lose soma of it, #0 wo
g0t into the little omnibns drawn by two
tiny mules aud away wo started, dssbing
along the narrow stroots and down tu the
wharl, whore wo found the tender walting
for na,

1 was very sorry not to have ssen more of tho
gity, for it looked right odd sud foreign ; the
Rmarrow atregts, hoavy solld stucea housed

from whoss baléonies and from behind whoso
{alguniea peeped dark oyed women, The
enthodeal on the plasa and avother older
churoh that we saw looked antique and
earthquako shaken, hore and there wn spos-
tle wan gone or & cornice or plece of & mold-
ing, the result of a alight shuke. On the hill
baek of the town wo could ses quite s colony
of red roofed liousos bolonging Lo the French,
and they have a largo bullding on the plaa
