number of killed and wounded but thoy do
not jeloto tho lougingg and fours tho cauip
life and tho dally routlno of tho groat mass
who mako up an army and who figure alono
aftor a grand battlo as killed wounded and
capturod Their Is no special notice of those
as dosorvlng of roward and promotion and
though ovory mail has proved hlmsolf a hero
In tho stoutly contested fight tho bullotln of
battles makos them but heroos in tho inais
without individual distinction If but ono sol
dlor in each roglmont in our Into grand
passago at arms had kopt a faithful diary of
what passed undor his observation and
theso diaries Bhould bo submlttod to a com-

petent

writor for dlgcstiou and rovlslon n
history of tho lato civil war would bo tho ro
Btilt such ns novor boforo was wrltton I
proposo hero to glvo my recollections of tho
wintor of 18111 5 in Loos army especially
with a view to tho hardships endured by tho
rank aud file And surely thoro is nothing
in tho Bufforinir of Valloy Forgo that can sur
pass in intensity of interest or reality of
privation tho plain blunt facts I havo to
tell

In tho winter of 18G1 G Loos army aftor
having valiantly sustained tho crushing
blows dealt by tho army of tho Iotomao at
the Wilderness Spotsylvania and Cold Har ¬

bor lay sullenly watchful behind tho fortifi-
cations

of Klchmond and Petersburg
Tho boglnnlng of tho ond hadconio tho

muscles of tho strong giant woro becoming
flacld tho long continued strain upon this
bravo army was beginning to tell upon its
strongtb and all this was patent to not only
the commanding officers but to tho privates
in tho ranks It is a matter of history with
what dotormlncd valor and desperate resolu-
tion

tho sicgo of Klchmond aud Potorsburg
was sustalnodyot It would bo with difficulty
roalizod by an outsldor how great was tho
suffering aud privation among tho remnant of
Leos veterans from the beginning of tho bIoso
to tho final ovorthrow at Appomattox For
over a year prior to tno mvostmont or rotors
burg tho troops had boon insufficiently sup ¬

plied both as to food and clothing and tho
only thing ofwhich thoro was an nbundanco
was ammunition and this last fact was the
koy to tho prolongation of tho hopeless con-
test

Aftor Ocn Grant cut tho Woldon road
near Petersburg tho only railroad linos that
could bo dopended on for obtaining
army supplies woro tho Danville
and Southsldo Hues and tho irons on these
wero so badly worn and tho rolling stock was
so utterly dilapidated that scarcely enough
could bo brought of meal and meat from tho
fcrtllo fields of tho Carolina and of Qeorgla
to keep tho army nllvo from day to day In-
deed

if a brldco broko down or a locomotive
wns disabled on thcSQ roads dfllcSrs and inon
of tho army wore atonco put upon short com ¬

mons and compullod to ho satisfied with a
monger dole of cornmeal and sorghum for a
couple of days nt a time for moat of no kind
was kept in store and oven those who woro
lortunato enougu to bo ablo to command
abundance of raouoy woro unablo to procuro
tho food which naturo craved

Tho usual ration issuod at this timo to men
and officers consistod of ono pound of corn
meal cobs and corn ground up togothor a
quarter of a pound of bacon or tbreo qunrtors
of a pound of lresh boof Occasionally u
email quantity of beans or rlco was Issued
and when meat failed which happened very
oltou a pint of sorghum was substituted I
might pay hero that tho commissioned olllcors
had this ndvantago over tho men in tho
ranks that thoy woro permitted to buy n
ration at cost to tho government as woll ns
draw a ration froo of cost Hut even thun
tho full amount of food drawn would not givo
a souaro meal to a hearty man

Largo numbers of tho troops woro wlthou t
blankets ovorroatsand shoes and thoso do-

ing

duty in tho trenches woro rompollod to
sunt ciotmug about to keep lroin lrcoiug
thoio going off duty lending their blankotsto
tho rollef- - while thoy in turn managed to
shiver tho bleak nights away hcfoio tho
blvouao fires Think of tho condition of
those men when too thoy wero in hourly
expectation of assault and conlllct In fact
during tbut toniblo winter Loos army was
constantly freezing and hungry and is it to
bo wotmoreu at wuou in addition to bodily
discomfort of tho most excruciating charac
ter news of coutinucd reverses in other parts
of tho confederacy depressed thcir spirlts tho
troops deserted in crowds Tho army
of Northorn Virginia was In tho
main an intelligent body of men Thoy
couiu won weign iu mo uuanco tno cnances
of tho succors of tho causu Thoy woro vet
erans and wero by events noithor unduly
eiatou nor uoprosseu inoy saw plainly lu
that lost wintor that passed over them as an
orgaulzod army that there was not a glimmer
oven of hope for tho success of tho causa for
wuicn tney hau battled so ott aud bo bravely
nnd tho only alternative seemed to bo sur ¬

render to tho enemy or a rotroit to tho
mountains thoro to wago a desperato aud
nopeiess guerilla wnnaro And yot uoplng
against bono freezing starving aud sutler
lott tho majority of that cnllaut baud ultmtr
to tho blue spanglod salllre with an uudy- -
mg uovoiiun mat is patuouo to recall oven at
this day

What has beon written abovo is nocossiry
to explain what follows

f oiuo three weeks boforo Now Yi nrH ilnv
18G5 tbd lilchiuond nownpapors proposed that
ovcry ono in tho confederacy who was nblo to
do so should forward to Klchmond clothlug
or food to bo distributed to the army in order
mat a portion 01 1110 men at least might once
fool warm and havo a good square comfortn
blo meal Committees wuto appointed tn
take clmigo of tho matter and depots woro
established for tho reception of tho vast
amount of supplies which would bo necessary
to satisfy tho ferocious appetites of 10000
starving soldlors Alas tlieso depots aud
committees woro but of llttlo avail Tho
pcoplo would no doubt havo sent all that thoy
could spare from homo necessities but lack
of transportation was tho difficulty Tons
upon tons of tho good things of life
packed up upon tho platforms oi rail ¬

way depots in tho oztrciuo southern
states rotted and spoiled becauso thero was no
transportation for them to tho mou who woro
holding nt bay iu Virginia the legions of tho
north If thcio had not been a grave undor
current a tragiu element lu tho nutter it
would havo been absolutely Judicious to wit ¬

ness tho glow of satisfaction which pervaded
tho army when tho liitolllgouco that n feast
was in storo tor them arrived nud that prep-
arations

thorcfor woro actholy In progress
Nothing else was talked of and It was fer ¬

vently prayed that Gon Grant would keep
his men quiot nt least until tho banquet to
bo spread was disposed of

Two or three days after Christmas hugo
boxes labeled Now Years gilt began to
arrive at Petersburg on tho trains and ex ¬

pectation ran high To watch tho couuto
uaucos of tho mon at tho dopots was un abso-
lute

corroboration of tho saying that tho
belly rulos tho mind Thebulldlugs tobacco
factories crstwhllo where tho provisions woro
stored woio watched by eager crowds who
licked their chops in anticipation of tho good
things to ooiiio Now Years day dawned
bright clear and cold and tho commissaries
with their wagons woro early agog to procuro
tho quota of provisions for tbolr reglmonts
Hut oven provious to this time it bad leakod

t thxt thoro was not oao founh enough oi
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provisions to go round So that thoro was sorno
whit of oxcitomoit as for n lottery Tho
commissaries woro confident faoi oach ono
endeavoring to do his lovol best In obtaining
all ho could for his own corps Tho commit
toeniou at the depots however woro anything
but choorlul faces for tho last box had
nrrlvcd and on computation it was ascer ¬

tained that thoro woro not provisions enough
on hand to feed ono twcutloth of tho army
Itoro was n serious dilemma Tho troops
woro do rcrtlug rapidly tholr hopos of ft feast
had boon excited and It was of tho utmost
Importance that tholr mornlo should not bo
furthor lovrmcd by cllsnppoliitmout

As tho best that could bo douo under tho
clroutnstaucca It wai nt length dotormlncd
that n proportionate amount bo sont to oach
rcglmout and that mo mou uo uuowcu to
d suoso of tho amount of urovislou as thoy
might soo fit either by lottery or otherwise
Whou the commissaries returned with their
quota a disippolntmout almost too deep for
expression uioouuu uvur tuu camps uuu ii
was only by tho nrgumonts nud strenuous ex-

ertions

of tho officers that serious conso
qnoucos wero avortod Toglvo an Idea of tho
quantity of provisions distributed ono bat ¬

talion of 350 men which obtained its full
Bharn wero furnlshod with three turkoys
twohnms two biuholsof potatoos and turnips
mil about tt doen hoads of cabbage
not enough by tho way to nfford a
squnro meal to n sluglo company Tho only
way to distribute tho amount received was by
radio nnd ovon conceding tho selfishness of
hunger tho lortunato company could scarcoiy
onjuy their good luck when thoy romoinbcrcd
tho hungry oyos of tholr comrades iu tho
battalion fixed uron thorn

To such a pass had tho pcoplo of Virginia
boon brought that they could not muster
sufficient provisions to afford ono meal to
thoso who represented them on tho battlo
flold Thoro is ono tolling cpisoJo connected
horowlth that tho war historians havo cither
not got hold of or havo ontlroly ignored

lOn Now Years night 1EG5 an armed body
of about 500 mon among whom woro com ¬

missioned officers In dlsgulso loft their posts
on tho advanced linos of works nnd march ¬

ing into Petersburg ovorpoworod tho guard
at tho government mills which woro within
SOO hundred yards of Gon Leos headquar-
ters

¬

nnd proceeded to holp themselves to
the graln and flour stored thoro for an emer ¬

gency Tho mutineers had cut nil tho bar ¬

rels of their rifles bo ns to mako blundor
busies of thorn and hiding thorn uudor
their coats had beon ablo by twos aud
throoa to pass tho roar lino and ren ¬

dezvous nt tho mills which woro
situated iu lllnndford a suburb of Potorsburg
as abovo stated Fortunately boforo inattors
had proceeded to any groat longth tho com ¬

mandant of prisons Capt Chas A Davidson
now doad alsawas notified and ho marched

with a strong dotachmcut of tho provost
guard tho Itlsh battalion to tho scene of
action Davidson was a judicious and dotor
mluod officer and aftor lending his mon to tho
door of tho mills ho hold a parley with tho
mutineers For a long timo thoy woro doaf
to all remonstrances urging that thoy woro
starving and might Just as well dio by bullot
and bayonet as by starvation But Davidson
in an cloquout aud fooling harauguo suc-
ceeded

in gaining nn ascondnncy over tho
greater portion of tho mob and soiziug tho
propor inomont ho mado a dash with a por-
tion

of his command and after a brief strug-
gle

In which a dozen or moro on both sides
wero injured succccdod tn arresting tho ring
loadors two of thorn commissioned officers
aud dispersing tho remainder

Gon Leo was well awaro to what extremi-
ties

thoso mon woro reduced to induce thorn
to act thus mutinously nnd tho mntter was
hushed up as soon ns possible aud not ono of
the parties engaged In tho raid Buffered any
punishment with tho oxcoption of tho riug
lcadors who wero imprisoned for a short timo
until tho affair blow over Thoso troops who
acted thus wero not conscripts hut veterans
men who had Btood up stoutly in nnny n bat
tlo and it may well bo seen that nothing hut
oxtrcino privation could havo so far mado
them Ignore tholr disclpllno and tholr duty
to tholr country

Such was tho last Now Years day thnt
shone upon the army of northorn Virginia as
an organized body

It is to the credit of tho army of northnm
Virginia that desnlto tholr protracted suiOr--
ings of whloh this New Years incident
affords a passing pictuio and tho lossos of
battlo out oi an army oi uoouo mon uen
Leo was ablo to muster 23000 armed and un
armed at tho surrender at Appomattox This
fact speaks volumoslor tho patience tonaclty
and endurance of tho American people and is
a subjeot of propor prldo to any cltlzon no
matter on which sido ho fought or what may
bo ms convictions upon tno questions wlssuo
