Tho annual mcoting yesterday was hold at
tho residence of Mr Clark by invitatlou and
tho members embraced tho opportunity to
congratulato tho venorablo marshal on having
readied his ninety fourth year Tho session
was held In tho old fashioned but coy dining
room Tho stars and stripes gracofully fes-

tooned

about the gas chandelier drooped its
folds over n small bountifully supplied table
of tempting dishes laid for four Tho cloth
was of snowy whitonoss aud silverware- - pol ¬

ished to unusual brightness In ouo corner
of tho room an antique bookcase stood
wctahtcd with tronsured loro of nast aiios
and an ancient clock a veritable oujpriug of
grandfather s cluck lent Its monotonous tick
with tho measured perfection of a voterau
On the wall a looking glass was suspended
emblematical of days irouo by Eurmountod
with a pastoral scono of brilliant hues that
sent tho reporters mind back to a tlmo when
tho pattor of tho shinglo was a torror to
his soul

Ono ono sldo near tho window seated closo
togotlior were four patrlarchlallooklnggoutlo
men tho oldest 01 years old tho rouugost 80
Each woroasuitof block broaaclothwitu
black ties and their old fashioned roll collars
and snowy Hnon was only rlvalod in white
noss by thoir silvery woll arranged hair
Though wrinkled and bont aud porhaps
a little unsteady in gait health aud contont
ment rested upon each countenance and their
conversation was so sprightly and glib that a
casual observer cqultlTcarcoly have realized
that thoso four old boys had nearly a cen-
tury

ago carried armaand fought gallantly in
tho detouso of thoir country Tho scone was
a study and tho kindly manner in which
Provldonco aud tho hand of timo had dealt
with them was a flattering commentary upon
their steady and wall spent lives That thoy
should be spared for many mora such pleasant
gatherings was tho hearty wish of all visit-
ors

Mr Clark who for so many years has boon
tho honored marshal of tho association being
tho oldost was perhaps the most fecblo mem ¬

ber present his hearing being somewhat im ¬

paired and It requiring an ef¬

fort for him to walk Ho was
a gonial wido iiiviko host however and his
guuiU fully appreciated his hospitality Ho
ocoupicd a cushion soatcil rocking chair aud
his long silvery locks wero caught up in
roaohos on tho top and at tho back of his
head Ilosldo himself tho otlior mombcrs
prcsont wore Messrs Lawrenson Mooro and
Caton Messrs Siinsuud Masi woro absent on
account of sickness and Evans and Anderson
on account of business engagements Aftor
tho formal opoulng tho socrotury road tho

An act Wiis passed Feb 14 1S71 grnutlnij a pen
siouol 3 per month lo soldiers whohadsorved
elxty days In tho war of 1812 or to their widows
providing their marilairo occurred prior to tho
close of that war to wit prior to Kob 17 1815
Under this act and up to tho first of July ISM
809M survivors aud 12703 widows have applied
for pension

Under a subsequent act passed March 01878
tramline tho same amount or pension to oldlers

who had served iourtucn or more days or to their
widows without reuard to the dale of their mar
rato SSG7 soldiers and COUii widows have ap
plied

Undorboth of tho above named nets 23019 sol
diers and 3J431 widows liavo been pensioned and

Under stmtlon 2ofan act puoil April 1C21S10
tho minor child or children of Koldlersw ho hud
died while lu utrvlco or who had subsequently
died from wounds received or cllscisu contracted
In tho lorvleo wero allowed lo commute their ICO
ucros warrants tor a flvo yean pension of half the
luonthly pay of the soldier ami 1188 certificates
of this class were Issued

This otllee could not without tho expenditure
cl much time and labor give the number of pen
Hlous ttranted on aecount of wounds received or
cllmnies contracted lu the war ofiai or the num-
ber granted to tho widows of thorn who died by
roasou of wounds or diseases as their claims are
leeorded mid filed among the other old war cases
and not separately

March 0 1810 an act was pasted granting 1G0
acres of land to Canadian volunteers who served
fix moutus or more In the United Slates army
and 235 warrants of this class were Issued

In September 1850 uu uct was pinned granting
49 arret oflund lor thirty dojs ervlce In tho war
of 1812 bO acres for tlx mouths s rvlce and 100
uens for a years tervleo and 111 March 1835 au

From au estimate made lu the year 1872 22500
soldiers aud 14 650 widows received wurruuts
under tho act of ISM and 129500 soldiors and 07
SI0 wlilons received warrants under the act of
18j5 This report does not however profess lo ho
accurate and probably gives only the approxi ¬

mate number of claims allow ed uuder laid nets
Tbo ubovo aro the principal acts by authority of

congrocs graining pensions fur service only or
grunting bounty lands lo thoo who served lu Hie
varifl812 and not Including Ibe acts urantlng
pensions lor disabilities u to the widows and
miners of those who died of wounds or dlseatcs

John D Clark now in tho ninety third

year of his uge was born in Clarksburg Har ¬

rison county West Virginia April 9 1791
His father James Clark a revolutionary sol
dlor was also a natlvo Amorican and his
family consisted of eight boys John D and
a youugor brother aged 83 years old being
tho only surviving momhors of tho family
John D moved to Georgotown 1812 nud en ¬

gage 1 in tho business of coppersmith Ho
married thoro and his wlfo died nt tho ago of
87 years Ho rosidod in Georgetown until
1833 Prior to tho war of 1812 ho commanded
sovoral miiltia organizations and subse ¬

quently was commander of tho Mochantcal
Itifles of Georgetown who nssistcd at tho ru
coptlon of Lafayetto in 1824 when tho
luttor visited tho United States

The subject of tills sketch enlisted in tho
war of 1812 with otlior voluutoor district
troops and sorved gallantly With othors
ho was discharged as a voluuteor July 23 1814
Subsequently ho tendered his sorvices to Moj
Georgo Peter in August of tho samo year A
gunner in Potorss nrtillery having bcon ells
placod Clark was placed in charge of his
gnu and is now tho only surviving membor
of that company who participated in tho
skirmish nt Long Old Field Aug 23
1811 battle Hladcnsburc Aug 21 and sack
Ingof VnshingtonAug21niiil2o 1811 Among
other membors of that company who woro
also ongagod iu thoabovo who survived until
only a fow years ngo woro Georgo Peabody
tho London banker Francis S Key author
of tho Stur Spangled lianucr Jiulgo James S
Morsell It P Dunlap Judgo James Duulap
John Dickinson Georgo IE Galthor and John
Marbury Mr Chirk among his friends
used to frequently speak of the slego of Wash-
ington

which he llko many othors main ¬

tained would havo resulted quito differently
had thoro boon mora harmony and hotter
discipline Of that event an account pub ¬

lished many years ngo says
Tho capturo of tho city of Washington and

tho destruction of tho public buildings by tho
llritish army took place on Aug 21 1811
Tho conduct of tho troops of tho district on
tho occasion has been unjustly and by somo
willfully misrepresented and mado tho cause
of much orrur and pinjudlco Tho troops
brought to defend tho city wero well enough
aud might havo mado good soldiors if thoro
had bcon union concentration and energy
among tho leaders Civil and military au-

thority
¬

and iulluonco woro jumbled together
and confusion defeat and disgrace followed
Tho blame was shifted from ono to tho other
Error and gross errors rosted tomowhoio
Tho wholo country was mortified nt such an
event although It rollectcd no great honors
on tho enemy These calumnies woro un
morltcd as thoy wero cruel and wniitou So
effectually havo boon tho efforts of thoso to
whom tins disaster belonged lu shifting tho
blame from themselves and attaching it to
tho troops that It Is often quoted as au ad ¬

mitted and authenticated fuut in history
Mr Clark was appointed justice of tho

peaco by President Jauksou iu 1832 and
opened his olllco on Twelfth strcot below D
uorttiwost this city Excepting shoit inter-
missions

¬

ho continued iu olllco for thirty six
ycfars On his retiiemont u largo number of
citizens bestowed their respect by presenting
him a massive gold headed cane suitably in ¬

scribed His sou John T C Clark tho only
survivor of nlno children succeeded him as
Justice of tho peace aud lias hold tho olllco at
or vory near tho samo placo for over twenty
four years From tho year 1810 Mr Clark
was a vigorous touiporauco advocato and eon
UuuimI as such with prominence until Inca-
pacitated

byago Ho was for many yoars presi ¬

dent of the Catholio Total Abstlnonco society
and tho first Son of Temperance in tho DIs- -
trlct of Columbia having been initiated uu
stioh iu Now York ho returned Hint fouudod
tho ordor hero As a mombar of tho Wash ¬

ington bar ho enjoyed tho respect und con
fldonco of that body for his integrity aud
legal attainments In the oarly history of
tho District of Columbia Mr Clark was for a
number of years president of tho Salamander
Ladder company of Georgetown which ren
tiered such clllclent service ut tho grout flro

THE HATT17E3 THEY FOUGHT
Tho strtigglo which culmlnatod In tho cap ¬

turo and sack of Washington has long boon

known as tho battlo of Illadousburg As a
matter of fact It consisted of nu armed fight
nil tho way from Benedict on tho Patuxont
rlvor whoro tho British landed to tho Long
Old Glolds on tho Plscntaway road a fow

miles cast of Washington whoro n pitched
battlo was fought tho Bladonsburg races
whero dosplto all tho dlsparugouiont that has
bcon uttorcd about It tho British
wero roughly haudlod and narrowly
escaped dofeat and tho disgraceful
sack of Washington Tho British Hoot
which comprised tho ilotllla that n year pro
vlous under tho luminous Cockburn had for
ovor disgraced tho British namo by its savago
wnrfaro in tho Chosapcako laudod tho troops
under Gen Boss lu two columns at Benedict
This place onco n flourishing commercial
town oil tho raiuxont in unaries cunnior
about thirty two miles from Washington is
now almost completely abandoned In 1814

it was already decayed but still considerable
business was done there A number of ves ¬

sels lying off tho wharves coasting brigs
barks and sehoouors ongagod iu
tho wheat and tobacco trade woro
solzcd by tho otiemy Groat stores of tobacco
lu tho warehouses woro captured nud
destroyed Tlio troops who landod number ¬

ing ovor 0000 woro votorans of tho Peninsula
ramimlirns lindor Sir John Mooro Borcsford
nnd Wellington Thoy wero especially picked
for their diabolical character Thoy wero
tho hardest and most abandoned rulllaus of
that wholo army which whllo ridding Spain
and Portugal of tho French troops was
lnrgoly composed of tho most villainous
scoundrels that over loft tho British Islands
tho vory orduro of Dublin Wntcrford Lon-

don
¬

Bristol Edinburg and Glasgow These
men could bo hardly kept under dlsclpllno
by oven Wellington himself who frequently
had to ordor tho decimation of wholo rogl
mouts in order to prevent tho army from bo
lug turned into nn organized gang of out
throatJ thlovos and ravishors Thcso men
wero assured that iu Atuorlca thoy would
hnvo tho freest roin They woro promised
tho fullest llccnso and that promlso was
kopt by their commanders Aud nothing but
tho galling und continuous flro uuder
which thoy woro placod from tho tlmo thoy
landed uutll thoy ontorod tho capital pre ¬

vented thoir leaving a houseless peoploloss
blackened wasto of tho ontiro lowor counties
of the wostorn shore

Thcro woro somo decent mon among tho
invaders who wero thoro by accident not
design and somo ignorant Bimplo minded
follows fiom tho Scottish Highland Thoso
last woro told that tho Americans wero canni-
bals

who would cat thorn after killing thoui
Tho samo story was told tho Hessians nnd
Brunswickors of tho royolutlon tho objoct
being to incites a morciloss wnrfaro Tho
population of this 6cctlon was known to bo
sparso to tho square mile and a war of exter-
mination

was resolved upon tho bettor to de ¬

tach tho southern part of tho country from
Now England and Now York which woro far
inoro densoly peopled Whllo such a policy
was In tho minds of tho British statesmen
tho dotails of its oxecution woro very ngroo
ablo to tho brutal and beastly rufllans who so
largoly composed tho British stall lu tins ex-
pedition

Landing nt Bcnediet tho Invading forco
divided lu two columns ono of which went
up tho Patuxcut by way of Magrudors Ferry
and Nottingham whllq tho othor marched
northwestwardly through tho Long Old
Fields toward Washington Tho country
through which thoy passed was an agricul-
tural

¬

region thinly peopled nnd hotico no or ¬

ganized body of troops ut all equal in num ¬

bers could bo raised from that section to con-
front

¬

thorn But clouds of skirmish ¬

ers pursued thorn ovory inch of tho way
hung on their flanks gathered in
thoir front monacod their roar pickod off
stragglers nud stung them llko hornets nt
ovory stop Gunbys famous roglmont of tho
Maryland lino of tho revolution had tbeoii
largoly recrnltod from tho lowor counties of
tho wostorn shore and many of tho3o old
vctoraus still survivod This rcgimout had
dono what up to that timo hadbocu donoouly
twico boforo at Foutenoy by tho Irish brig
ado and at Almanza by tho Scotch High ¬

landersdriven suporior numbers of Brit ¬

ish infantry off tho field nt tho point
of tho bayonet by dint of Bhcor fighting
nlono Thoso who survived tho Tpvoluti6ii
therefore ill brooked tho prcsouco and tho
outrages of tho rofuso rufllans of tho British
soldiery and they inspired their children
and neighbors with tho bamo spirit With
thorn woro gathered tho maturo mon of tho
section and ovon tho hoys turned out to
harass tho foo with as much alacrity as thoy
would havo gono to a squirrel hunt or n coon
chaso

Compollod therefore to keep In ordor tho
British whllo they perpotrated hundreds of
wanton and diabolical outrages iindor tho
very eyes of their commanding oQlcors woro
kept from tho systematlo destruction aud pll
lago thoy contemplated

At Long Old Fields something of an organ ¬

ized stand was mado by tho Americans who
struck tho southern column of tho invaders
with tremendous forco giving thorn a fore ¬

taste of what thoy would havo received In full
at Bladonsburg had thoro bcon any couccrt of
action among tlio Amorican leaders Tho
small numbers of tho Americans howovor
and tho fact that tho two columns of tho in-

vaders

wero on tho point of uniting com-
pollod

¬

tho Americans to fall back Tho mem-
orable

¬

conllict at Bladonsburg then occurred
tho result of which opened tho road
to tho capital to tho British Never ¬

theless tho onomy was bo roughly
handled thnt thoy did not daro to uttorly de ¬

stroy tho city us they had intended At
tho Long Old Fiolds tho few Americans who
fought Btood to their work until thoy woro
litorully overwhelmed by numbors Bod
coats woro killed wlthinmyard of Barnoys
guns nud tho raw militia of tho lower couu
tlos fought off tlio bayonets of tlio trained
votorans of Badajosnnd Vimlora with thoir
clubbed shotguns Among tho mou who
thus literally wrestled with tho oncray woro
momhors of Mnj Georgo Potors battery of
whom Mr Clark was one

Tho general details of tho battlo and of the
subsequent sack of Washington und tho fluul
repulse of tho British nrmy aud fleot nt
North Point und Fort McIIcnry havo gono
into history Tlio local details aro thousands
in number aud nro traditions among tho do
