thing In tho way of carnival dis ¬

play ovor seen In this country woro
not vlslblo to tho naked oyo and in tholr
placo appoarcd tho flro machlnos of Balti-
more

To put it in tho mildest form tho
procession was oxcocdlugly commonplace
Tho mouutod police tho military companies
tho gaudily attired stairs of their mock lord-
ships

¬

tho gully caparisoned horeos and tho
numerous and excellent bands mado a hand
somo show however as far ns it wout and
tho tremendous crowds were apparently well
pleased At least there was no open rovolt
Sevouty nvo thousand pcoplo constitute an
inspiring sight in themselves Miles of
illumination and milos of Ilagsand docoratlons
of ono kind and auothor are also inspiring

Tho rain which had fallen almost Btoadlly
for two days had filled tho strocts with mud
and drenched tho gaudy decorations which
mado tho buildings gay along tho lino of
march and on most of tho principal strcots
It had also dampenod tho ardor
of thoso who wero to toko part
in tho grand ceromonios of tho occasion und
thoso who camo only to witnoss it and
among tho latter wero many who had como
thousands of miles for that purposo Frovious
to tho storm tho buildings along tho entire
lino had boon most beautifully and lavishly
decoratod many of them with ox
ponsivo matorlals conspicuously among
which woro tho newspaper ofllces Up to
Tuesday night many thousands of pooplo
had arrived in tho city whoso patlcnco has
been sorely tried by tho war of tho olomouts
against tho Oriolo festival and tho two post ¬

ponements of tho first days proceedings
This morning was dark and lowering but at
noon tho clouds rolled by and tho
afternoon was sufficiently clear to jus-
tify

of his lordship Scores of thousands
of pcoplo occupied tho sldowalks and tho
streets from 2 oclock until nightfall many of
them keeping their positions for hours Miles
of stands on each sido of tho stroots along

As tho steamer camo up tho harbor Cocllius
itood in tho bow of tho boat with Gen La
JTobo and tho city ofllcials gathorod around
Moantinio a beautiful display of flro works
was mado in tho harbor When tho
wharf was reached tho party disembarked
ana entered carriages and joined In tho pro
cosslbn The costumes worn by tho attend
auts wore picturesque and dazzling

Tho first division was composed of military
and had it not boon for tho Washington com ¬

panies tho display would havo beou moagcr
Tho Cth regiment Maryland turned out
about 250 men Then followod music tho
veterans and tho sevoralWashiugton compa-
nies

Lord Baltimores division was led by Capt
J G Paugborn aud his aids This was tho
most attructlvo of the procession Ills
lordships followers wore gotton up in
bright colors nnd splendidly mounted
Following Lord Baltimoro s carriage
woro a dozen or moro carriages
containing distinguished citizens Tho
division was greetod with prolonged
applauso by tho multitude all along tho
route Long linos of horsemen followod tho
carrIagcsWvith hero aud there a band ploying
lively airs Tho third division was madoup
of Grand Army posts six or eight in nuinbor
Tho socrot societies composed tho fourth
division Tho ilfth and last division was
composed entirely of llromon nnd
their apparatus of tho city and
county who woro chief marshaled by
W W Johnson Aftor tho stall officers of
tho company camo tho Frederick City Cornet
band then tlto flro department

Tho e moirts savod tho pageant so called
from cou kesyifrom tho ignominy of failure
Many a totrn of20000 inhabitants could havo
dono bettor and produced more olaborato
stroot processlonK Tho procession did not
begin marching until after I oclock and It
dragged its Blow length along for an hour and
u half liko a droits parade with big gaps
betwoon every division and sections of a div-
ision

Lord Baltimoro was Tccclvctl at tho city
hall by tho leading officials of tho city aud
oscortod into tho municipal building Thero
Mayor Whytoawaltod tho appearance of his
hlKhnoss and aftor all had ontorod ho nil
dressod Cocllius nnd his retlnuo in a few
words granting him tho freedom of tho city
Mayor Wliyto then gave him tho koys two
mosslvo gilt affairs to tho city nnd after ox
changing courtoslos tho party retired

Tho line of march was up Broadway to
Baltimoro stroot to Gay to Fayotto to Holll
day to tho city hall whoro It was rovlowcd
by Mayor Whyto nnd otlior promlnont por
sons At tho city hall Lord ilaltlmoro was
presented with tho koys of tho city Tho
march thon prococdod through Loxingtou
North Baltimoro nnd Eutaw strcots to tho
Acndomy of Music whero Lord Baltimoro
alighted nnd from tho acadomy rovlowed
tho column after which It was dismissed

Tho arrangements for railway travol out of
tho city aro very imporloot and unsatisfactory
and porsons who intendod returning to tholr
various homes to night wero compelled to re ¬

main ovor at tho hotols and boarding houses
