Baltimore Sept 10 Bishop Ryan who
represented tho archbishop of St Louis at
tho recont conferouco of Catholic prelates in
this city proached a rathor remarkatdo ser ¬

mon at tho cathedral this afternoon His
discourso has attractod great attention iu
Catholic circles ho having advanced for tho
first timo as far as kuowu tho doctrlno that
priests of tho Itoinnn Catholic church havo
not tho power to forglvo sins Ho said that
this powor of furgivouoss could only bo
realized by our first duty of appreciating tho
mallco of sin which was thus forgiven llo
thou drew a parallol between sin nnd death
which vividly showed forth tho far greater
terrors of tho former than tho lattor Ha
replied to sovoral objections of non Catholics
to tho modo of forgivoness of sins within tho
palo of tho church aud said that no priest
had power to forglvo sins without sorrow for
them on tho part of tho penitent nud that tho
priest was merely Gods agent as ho is iu
forgiving original sin by baptism Sorno
porsous havo suppobed that tho fa-
cility

of tho forgivoness of sins in
tho church led to a lessoning of tho horror of
ein that tbo ponitent not doubting that his
slus will bo forgiven soon forgot them But
as tho doctrine and discipline of tho church
required not merely a turning away from sin
