gregation by tho offlcintlng rrlost and
ascoudinc tho stops took his placo in tho pul-

pit

Iu a clear losonatit volco ho read tho
epistle for tho day tho twontlotli Sunday
uttor loutocost which was takon from tho
opistlo of St Paul to tho Kphcslnn v chap
15 21 and tho gospel which ombracod from
tho 4Ctli to tho Kd vorscs Tlion from tho
acxvli chap of aonosisho quotod tho words

It li tho homo of GoJ and this Is tho cato of
Heaven Aud It shall bo colled encrod to God

lausing for a moinont ho rnn his oyo over
tho donso mass of people that woro paokod in
tho church nnd said

lKn UitCTilitEN Tho words I havo Just
cited aro words that will recall n well known
fact to your minds a fact read by you in
your childhood ono that you havo dwolt
upon ovorbrinning to your mind your rela-

tion

to that God you havo to servo Jacob
was dreaming and in that droam ho saw a
ladder sot up on earth tho top of it
reaching to Heaven and angels of God as ¬

cending aud descending It Ho learned in ¬

deed from God himself that tho ground upon
Which bo stood was sacred to tho Almighty
and that it would become tho possession of
his seed tho abiding placo of his children
When ho aroso from that sleep ho thon real-
ized

that tho placo was snered and it was thon
tho expression foil from his lips This is
tho house of God This is tho gato of Heaven
This ground shall bo called sacred to God Al
mighty

On an occasion of this kind dear frionds
whon tho doors of your church aro again
opened aud you again tako possession of it I

imagination Whon Jesus was about to part
from us Ho doclared that Ho would novcr
lcavu us and that Ho would bo with us al-

ways

prcuenco and inlluonco hero with us and thus
wo realize iu fact that ho resides hero to
fulfill His aacrcd office of priest and toachor
aud to disponBO His wondorful murcy

lrocoediug tho speakor drow aplcturo of
tho last suppor and after locountiug tho
promises of tho Saviour ho Buid that tho in-

junction

laid upon tho church Do this in
romembranco of mo was meant to koop ovor
prosont this promlso that Ho would bo with
thoiu always oven to tho end of time Tiio
church felt tho value of this and had realized
tho truth of theso promises day after day
when by a miracle most wondorful God pro ¬

sonted Himself iu tho substauco of His body
and blood in the bread nnd wluo and tho
Divine presence in tho tabcrnaclo on tho altar
was un oturuul reraindor that this was tho house
of God and tho gato of llcavon It was tho
power and prcsoiico of God that mado men
knool in tho privacy of tholr chambois boforo
they camo to tho coufossional and ask for
aid and assistuueoto put off their sins us a
garment and for strength to resist tbo
temptations of tho fututc More than earthly
uid was roiiuirod to complete this wondorful
work uud Gods prosonco in his house was
ngalu manifested whon tho penitent felt him
solf nbloto rise up with his burden lifted from
bis shoulders No man was without sin and
thoroforo it was imporatlvo that all mon
should como within tho inlluonco of Gods
prcsouco oven into this holy sanctuary
whoro pardon and strength woro givon
through His wondrous morcy It was ouly
in Gods houso that these priceless blossings
could bo obtained and this grouud was
sacrod to tho Most High

Tho ruiors of earth had piled up palacos for
tholr dwelling placos nud beautified thorn
with guld and precious stones How much
moro thon should men adorn and beautify
tho dwelling placo of tho King of Kings tho
house of tho Almighty God Hero His chil-
dren

camo to gather now strength whilo in
life aud in death thoir bodies wero brought
hero for tho last rltos aud from horo prayers
woro offered for thoir souls repose Ho said
it was tho duty ofall to contribute to this end
and that it was tho part of wisdom to so ar ¬

range that tho mind of tho priest should bo
free to dovoto himself entirely to admin ¬

istering his functions us n teacher
nnd this could not bo wlion thoy woro bur ¬

dened with the caio and nnxioty incident to
a lack of tho menus for bouitifyiiigand build-
ing

Gods homo tho church When man
stood Istco to fate with his Maker for tho first
tlmo the most consoling thought that ho
could havo in that awful moment would ho
that ho had givon his most pi oclous Jewel to
beautify and build His houso In uddressiug
himself to those outsido of tho communion of
his church tho eminent ecclesiastic said that
tho church had boon prosont at tho birth of
the Christian rollgion nnd had como down
through long years of poniecution and to day
after twenty conturies had rolled by it ws
stronger than ovor Thu Inlluonccs of the
church had always been oxorted to tho utmost
nndwheu they Mirvoycd tho vast congregations
that wero gathered in every climo and coun-
try

thoy would at least say that these Catho-
lic

who held to tho blessed truth as taught
by tho church mint under its inlluoncos bo
como good mon nnd worthy citizous Iu con-

clusion

ho said tho work on thu ohurch had
been nearly completed nud ft now remained
for each to contribute of his moans to onablo
thoo in ehargo not only to fully complete
but to assist other churches whoso congrega
tions woro poorer To tlioso who did so there
wero promises of rich roward both iu this life
und iu thu world to como

Tho church was taxod to its utmost capac¬

ity to accommodate tho crowd Tho gallorlos
woro a solid mass of humanity and thu aisles
nnd tho spate iu front of tho altars woro
filled with ehalrs Many members of tho
congregation who arrived lato found it Im ¬

possible oven to got iusido tho doors of tho
church Mgr Cupel woro tho purplo vest
mouts pertaining to his position iu tho church
and his sermon was listened to with wrapt
attention His delivery was rapid nnd im-
passioned

thus meoting his pooplu again Tho opening
exorcises woro revoreut nud tender and his
sermon was founded on Matthew xxv JiO 27

Thou knowest that I Toup wlioio I sowed
not nnd gather whero I havo not stroved
thou oughtrst thoroforo to havo hut my
money to tho oxchaugor nnd then at my com
ing I should havo received my own with
usury

Ho said Tho Saviour does not imply thero
is any injustice In Gods moral economy
Ho is not a oynic hut a sou But Ho urgo3
that tho bost solution of apparent dilllcultics
is to try to fit into thorn aud bring a blessing
out of thorn Thoro is nothing moro rigid
than a law of nature Tho fishouuau studies
tho winds aud tho tldos adapts himself to
them and thus overmasters thorn He does
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not oppose them or try to rogulato thorn Ho
uses thorn This ndaptatiou of himself to
what ho finds in nature constitutes his art
It is so with tho farmor Uud mado a
covenant with Noah ropectlng earths uni-
formity

Just as tho tides como nnd go so
como and go day nnd night sumtnerund win
tor Tho formor loams how to fit into na ¬

ture to glvo and tako from her It is his art
As In material things so lu spiritual What
God wants of us is only to udapt ourselves to
tho great facts which aro thorc It is of this
adaptation to God in splritunl things of which
I shall speak in this discourse

1 Tho wiso thing for n man to do in
spiritual things is to accept tho facts of tho
situation lVct is always a reality A thoory
a conjecturo may bo a phantom

Thero aro some men who mo always won ¬

dering why God did not constitute things
dlHorciitly If thoy could ouly liavo been
consulted I Thoy complain of tholr tendon
eles of their circumstances of tho exactions
of Gods law of tho oxcosslvo naturo of pun
Ulimriit nf tho ollonsivo nature of the wnv
of salvation In a word their whelo talk is
to tho effect that God is a hard man and

tholr caso is a hard casj
Set a man down on a rocky Now Knglnnd

farm Ho objects Ho risos to a point of
ordor Ho would rather hunt or fish
llo has no tasto for blasting rocks
ond extracting stumps and so ho wonders
why God lias so circumstanced him and
makes it his business to find fault It is tho
vory spirit of tho steward in tho context
Thero is no wisdom iu blinking acts A man
cannot understand his ouviioumeut without
admitting tho facts iu It which concern him
solf Evangelical rollgion is tho only candid
one It admits tho facts of tho caso It Is a
sorlous thing to belong to tho human raco
to bo n descendant of tiio first Adam nnd to
knowjof tho second Adam llotwcen these two
facts tho advocates of this system tako thoir
stand Ices ns philosophers than ns Gods
stowards Horo is a law in my mombors
whicli nets ns tho tldos do How

can I bo dolivorod from it Tho
laws of mankind nttcst tho trutii
of tho ovangollcal system They nro lovolod
at mau as ho is Thero is no room for tho
play of sonttmont iu them Tako this ono
fact that mans tendencies aro sinful It
matters not whothor ho got them from his
father or his grandfather or from Adam Tim
fact is tho samo Ovor against this fact God
has put another tho fact of salvation by tho
ntonemont Man gets away from God by sin
lly tho atonement God draws him back
Against tho fact of tldos and rocks tho gov
ornmout sots light houses nud tho life saving
service There fs n reason for every light
houso on tho Amorlcifti const Tho fact of
tho light houso is a fact sot ngulnst tho othor
tact of porlls by wind aud tlilo

2 Tho wiso thing for n man to do is not
only to accopt tho facts of tho caso but to
mako tho best uso of them Tho moinont u
man seeks to como into harmony with Gods
economy ho not only lias inward peace but
his outward rolatloiu nro all amicably ad-

justed

Tho fourth lecturo nt St Pauls Iuglish
Lutheran church by tho pastor ltov Dr
Donior was dclivorod lost night

Tho lecturo was largoly historical as it
presented many of tho facts and incidents
connected with that rcmarkublo event in tho
life of thu reformer his uppearanco at thu
diet of Worms Tho speaker said It is
well forus to remember that great reforms
of any kind cannot bo accomplished iu n
day And lu tho progiess of n reform
whether lu nn individual or In a Christendom
it docs not usually go forward iu uninter-
rupted

¬

How like thu smooth current of a
otormless stream Thoio nro pauses uud ad ¬

vances favorable appearances then
unfavorable alternations of light and dark ¬

ness crisis periods great turning points in
which tho determinations of tho individual
or of tho nation nro settled Tho personal
conversion may bo referred ton coitaiu tlmo
peiliaps but that tlmo lias simply bccoino tho
culmination of all thu preparatory thought
and processes Tho national ehaugu may bo
referred to n particular dato as iu the con-

vention
¬

which gavo us our declaration of in-

dependence
¬

and a nation was bom but thero
had been fur a long tlmo tho preparatory
process of the fusion of nationalities tho con ¬

sideration of rights and grievance and
thu forecasting of coming advantages
Such an ordor of progress and
growth wo traco In tho history of tho
groat reformation Thoro wero crisis periods
into which gatherod many preparatory forces
nnd from which proceeded inlluonccs which
determined the dustinlos of nations and of
Christendom Such u tlmo was tho thirty
first of October 1517 when Luther nailed Ills
utuoiy ilvo propositions on tho church doors
of Wittenberg Such n tlmo was thu Imperial
cougresi of Charles V whoro Luther testified
so grandly lor thu causu of tho gospel of
Christ

Tho speaker thon gavo a historical account
of tho various causes which brought about
tho couvontlon at Worms tho first nt which
tho young Lmporor Chariot V prosldod nitor
his corouutlon ut in 1520

The dlot nt Worms was convoked by tho
omporor iu January lfWl Certain political
questions tiist ongagod tiio nttentlou of tho
great congress but it was ovlilotil from tho
vory first that tho principal matter which
would como befoio it was tho religious agita ¬

tion in Germany nnd wnat thoroforo should
bo dono wllli tho loader of tho wholo move
ment Tho popa of ljomo hud issued
his bull against Luther ou tho 15th of Juno
lfiSO about tho tlmo Charles was clioion to
tho crown of tho Ctesars und Clinrlemngno
Luthor was interdicted ordered to quit
preaching teachiug uud writing to utnet

his books nnd teachings nnd within sixty
days to inform tho court of Homo of such ro
traction either iu writing or in portion or
falling to do so lo bo excommunicated as a
hcrctio and eternally cursed Hut Luthor
never patuod In his woll begun work of re ¬

forming tho church hut moro onorgotlcolly
than ovor continued his wnrfaro against
papal tyranny ond corruption Ho
defied tho thunders of tho vat
loan publicly burned tho popoa bull
and thus filing himself into tho faco of

principalities and powors dotormlnod to
fight it out to tho bitter ond Iu order to
crush tho reformation nnd Luthor moro ef-
fectively

tho papal authorities besought tho
court of Chnrlos V to add nn imporlal edict
to tho pnpos anathemas and so by tho im ¬

perial power lo stamp out thu infernal heresy
which was destroying tiio penco of tho
liomin hlororchy Luthor was sum ¬

moned to nnswor boforo Charless im-
perial

parliament consisting of morn
than EOO distinguished representatives and
embassadors of tho states of tho empire
Ho nppcarcd thero on tho seventeenth uud
eighteenth davs of Mow 1B31 nnd nnindiy
stood up for tho truth in Christ Looking
ovor tiio august assembly presided over ny
Charles V when pressed for n direct explicit
nud omphatio recantation lie sublimely ro
fusod saying Unless I nm convinced of
error from tho word of God 1 cannot aud will
not recant So help mo God 1 Amen

Maufichl minor had gouo down into tho
nrcmt and lu n desperate encounter which
shook tho world they engaged in nwful com-
bat
