deaired to appesl from the declsion of the
chair.

The prosident stated that he undarstond
that Mr. Thrall wished to explain n vote
about to be given, and thnt was not in ordor.

Hev, Dr, Brown said if the appeal wae con-
aidered it must be with olosed doors,

The house progedded with the regular busi-

T'ho committen on now dioceses roported,
rocommending that the consent of the houko
of deputios to the oreation of the new digeeses
to be Kuown me western Tennesses be not

runted, s it docs ot appear that tho article
n the constitution relative to the suppurt of
tho oplscopate had been compliod with.

Rovw. Dr. Gray, of Tennossoo, snld his diocese
wan disposed to bow to the declslon or the
convention.

Mr. Jumeon Forsyth, of the diocese of Albany,
from the comuitteo on the Lremsrer’s roport
of the bishops' missionsry fund, roported thnt
tho neconnt wns porrect.

Rav. Dr. Dix, from the speclal committos of
the diocesy of New York on the proposed
change in the ralifieation of tho book on doms
mon prayor, prosonted tho report of thu com-
mittes, whioh was roferred to the commnitioo
an prayor ook,

The committes on  eanons reported that
they do uot desm it expedient to adopt any
Jegialation wt tho present thue on tho subject
of organized religions bodies, On motion of
ev. Pr. Wtson, from the committes on
aanons, the proposed cauon relative to making
the misslouary bishop the diceesan of the
dioesse forter from his jurisdiction, was re-
