Tholr relations woro somewhat
strained for sovoral years particularly whon
they stood faring each other on tho bloody
Held of Chickamauga twenty years and

Gracious said Gen Rosocrans looking at
tho group of crtoly votcrans surrounding
him how time flies Boys you aro getting
old very fast It seems only yesterday that
wo woio in tho midst of a bloody war yet it
endod nearly a quarter of a century ago Our
hair is whitening and wo aro all going down
tho shady sido of lire

talk that nay put iu Gen Iluut iwho
sowed with distinction in tho Moxican and
civil wars in tho latter as chief of artillery
of tho army of tho 1otomuo If I folt as old

Tho mature warriors chaflod ono anothor
nil tbo way out and had a jolly tlmo making
bellovo they woro young and frisky again

Tho reception committeo at tho other end
had heaton tho bushes for miles around and
as a result overy convoyauco within reaching
distanco was in waiting and thoro was a
llboral bupnly of saddle liorsos Thoro was
transportation provided for not loss than 100
porsuos Tho people wero dotormlncd that
tboro should bo no ground for complaint on
tho ground of a uou supply of horses and
wagons

Tho gotting ofl plnco proved to bo a littlo
cross road station a half a dozon miles bo
yond Manassas on u dirt road that led to tho
Warrcnton piko about two milos oast of
Gainesville Tho reception committee con ¬

sisting of Cols E Borkoloy uud Robert Tau
sell Capt Robert II Tylor Crawford Cush
ing John T Loechnian Isaaa P Baldwin
MnJ W W Thornton A II Compton Ma
Georgo C Hounds and other citizens very
soon bundled tho visitors into couvoyaucos
and tho procession started Tho first movo was
around tho baoofnsugar loaf hill On the top
of tho hill stood a hpuso and a littlo way
down tho incliuo was something that looked
llko a stono wall around tho mouth of a woll
From this tiny fortification thcro fluttered a
rniniaturo confederate Hag not much largor
than a shoot of foolscap Tho excursionists
gazed with surpriso nt tho spectacle until
thoy reached a point on tho flank whon thoy
percolvcd that a dried up littlo old woman
was shaking tho flag with evident rago and
spiteful dotlanco Then thoy laughed not
boisterously but with earnestness

Wonder If sho is waiting for tho ravishors
to como along suggested anox confodorato
with a grin

Tho procession turned into Warrcnton piko
and aftor proceeding about half a mllo a
halt was called and by direction of Gcu
Rosecrans tho excursionists loft tholr wagons
and struck across tho country through a
sparss grove into an open spaco boy on d On
reaching tho crest of a hill from which a
good vlow could bo had thcro was another
halt

Bight off thoro shoutod Gou Rosecrans
pointing towards somo Holds aud woodland
u littla way to tho north and east is wbero
tho battle of Gainesville was fought on tho
twenty oigth of August ltsGi That light
was tho beginning of tho secoud battle of Bull
Kim which continued for three days Stono
wull Inckson tamo through Tlioroughfaro
gap which i ou can seo plainly over yonder
sud sweeping around toward Manassas de ¬

stroyed tho union train aad supplies Ho
moved his army with great rapidity and
kept tho cdcials engaged until tho arrival of
Longstieot

With this hrlof explanation ho called upon
Gon rnlrchild MaJ Halstoad and others who
wero moro familiar witli tho lay of the land
and tho movements of troops to go Into tho
subject moro In detail Gou 1alrchild gavo
n concise history of tho beginning of tho
threo diys lighting culling on his comrades

A stop of considerable length wnsmado here

nftor which tho party again took to wagons and
went on across Sudloys ford to Sudloys
church Horo woro assembled a numbor of
tho residents of tho and it was
docided to stop for hinchoon At 230 tho
march was resumed tho procession winding
its slow longth along tho Sudloy road toward
Manassas soven or olght miles distant Tho
march was past tho Stono homo and
tho Henry mansion which aro
situated noar tho intersection of Youngs
branch and tho Warronton piko whoro
tho most desoerato fighting of tho first and
second Bull Ruu battles took placo Tho
Stono houso is on tho bank of tho stream and
tho ground rises abruptly to tho north and
south Tho Honry mansion is on tho brow
of tho south declivity Two groat armies
mot on this hill and tho lovol spaco on top in
July 1801 aud again thirteen months later
to clutch and rend In a death
struggle hand to hand faco to
face Tho red clayey soil drank
up tho blood of thousands of heroes Tho
houso on tho hill was knocked to pieces with
sboll and giapo and caunlstor and a modest
gravostono iu tho yard marks tho resting
placo of tho grandmothor of tho present
ownor who was killed by a shell which
struck hor in her bed whero sho lay
too helpless to bo moved In an ¬

other part of tho yard is a shattered
half ruined red sandstono monument
that has bcon orcctcd to locato tho place
whoro tho men foil thickest on tho first Bull
Run flold Tho thrifty ownor of tho placo
charges visitors CO conts for tho pleasure of
gazing on tho rickety column with tho ¬

that havo boon cut Into tho stono
by vagrant und brainless tourists IIo opened
his soul yesterday and lot tho votorans into
his grounds gratis This to noarly all tho
visitors was tho most lrtorostlng spot visited
as a commanding view of tho country for
sovoral milos around is obtained Grovoton
tho stono bridge and many othor points of
interest can bo dlscorucd plainly Bight
across tho branch on tho opposlto hill
less than a half a mllo away as tho
crow files is tho spot whoro tho
Iron brlgado mado a last Btand on tho third
day of tbo second battlo and then retreated
reluctant aud sullen It had a strong position
aud did not want to acknowlcdgo dofcat

Wo woro mighty glad to eoo you abandon
that hill said Col Bcrkeloy to Col Dudloy

Wo had hot work that day replied Col
Dudloy Thoro wero sovonteon bullet holes
In tho uniform I woro back to Washington

Gov Murray Review It and SiiRc

Gov EH Murray of Utah has mado a re ¬

port to tho secretary of tho intorior under
dato of Sept 1C on tho condition of affairs in
that territory with roforonco to tho Mormon
problom He says A combination to nul
llfv tho laws of congress has long existed
in Utah This consplrauy hold open robolllon
at ono timo and continues at all times to ovado
ana defeat tho plain will of congress and tho
president and tho adjudication of tho supremo
court I am impelled to warn you Mr
Secretary and through you tho country of
dangors that besot tho country in this another

irrepressible conflict and to mako in this
roport an oarncst appeal for tho adjustment
of all wrongs and tho establishment of good
government in Utah by congross which un-
doubtedly

¬

possesses tho powor and I may bo
pardoned for saying I bellovo tho govornor
says that tho Utah militia was purposely or ¬

ganized tobj federal authority
and cannot bo dopendod upon Ho rocom
mends that authority be givon to Unitod States
soldiers to servo process out of tho courts
and that somo provision bo mado for moro
readily employing tho army iu gaso of nood
IIo insists that Utah has not had a lawful ter-
ritorial

govornmont sinco 1832 Ho and his
predecessors havo nominated persons for
nllico and tho council has doclincd to corn
firm them asserting that tho powor
givon to tho governor by congress
had bcon taken away by territorial
statutes Tho govornor appointed otllcors
to fill vacancies caused by foiluro to hold an
election as provided by thu Edmunds bill in
1852 but tho old incumbents refused to givo
up tholr oiUces and a resort to tho courts was
a fnlluro becauso of delay aud technicalities
although tho territorial supremo court
decided in favor of tho governors ap ¬

pointees Tho govornor states that ho cannot
oxecuto tho laws whllo thoso upon whom ho
is compelled to rely for their oxocution com ¬

bine to provont it
Instead of tho fodoral government interfer ¬

ing with tho frco oxorclso of religion tho
territorial legislature is continually mak ¬

ing law fur tho establishment of rolig
Ion Tho foundation of tho torritory
was an attempt to establish u religion of
polygamy Courts not opon to all mon aliko
and unknown to congress constantly sit with
Uburpod jurors to try cases Tho Mormon
church holds proporty in ono county accord ¬

ing to tho census returns wortli 500000
whon by act of congress it is forblddon to
hold moro than 50000 in a county Tho
remainder of its proporty cannot bo esti ¬

mated Polygamy is openly practiced and
tho legislature loads in it

dent appoint a council of from threo to thir-
teen

Thoso cjises woro all based on tho first and
second soctlons of tho civil rights act of lb75
aud woro respectively prosecutions under that
act fur not admitting cortaln colored porsous
to equal accommodations and privileges In
inns or hotols in railroad cars and in tho
ators Tho dofonso sot up in ovory caso was
thoallogod unconstitutionality of tho law
Tho first and socond soctlons ot tho act which
wero tho parts directly in controversy aro as
follows

Section 1 That all porsons within tho jurisdic ¬

tion of tho Untied States shall bo entitled to tho
lull and equal enloymont ot tho accommodation
advantages facilities and privileges of Inns pub ¬

lic conveyances on laud and water theater and
other places ofpublle amuiumcut sulijeetouly to
tlio conditions and limitations established by law
and appltcablo alike to citizens of ovory raco uud
color regardless of any provious condition of servi-
tude

Tho secoud sootlon provides that ony por
son who violates tho first section shall bo
liable to forfeit 00 for each oflonao to bo
rocovbrcd in a olvll action and also to a
poualty of from 500 to 1000 flno or Im ¬

prisonment from thirty days to a year to bo
onforcod in a criminal prosocution Exclu-
sive

jurisdiction la givon to tho district nnd
circuit courts of tho Unitod Statos in cosos
arising under tho law

Tho rights and privileges claimed by nnd
dcnlod to tbo colorod porsons In theso cases
woro full aud oqual accommodations lu hotols
in ladles cars on railway trains and in tho
dress circles lu thcators

Tho court in a long and carefully proparod
opinion by Justice Bradioy holds

I That congress had no constitutional au-
thority

II That the fourteenth amondmont is pro-
hibitory

upon tho states only and that tho
legislation authorized to bo adoptod by con-

which tho states aro prohibited from making
or enforcing cortaln laws or doing cortaln
acts but is corrcctlvo legislation noccssary
or propor for counteracting nud rodressing
tho cllect of such law or acts that Iu for ¬

bidding tho states for oxainplo to doprlvo
any porsou of life llborty or proporty with ¬

out duo procoss of law aud giving congross
powor to on forco tlio prohibition it was nob
intondcd to giyo congress power to provide
duo proccsss of law for tho protection of
life llborty nnd proporty which would
embrace almost all subjects of legislation
but to provldo modes of red 1 ess for counter ¬

acting tho operation and ellcct of stato laws
obnoxious to tho prohibition

III That tho thirtoeuth nmondmout gives
no power to congress to pass tho sections re ¬

ferred to bocauso that nmondmout relates
only to slavory and involuntary sorvltudo
which it abolishes and glvos congress powor
to pass laws for its enforcement that this
powor ouly extends to tho subject matter of
tho nmendmont itself namoly slavery and
involuntary sorvltudo nud tlio noccmary in
cidouts nnd consequences of thoso condi-
tions

that It has nothing to do with dlf
forent races or colors but only lefors to
slavory tbo legal equality of dltlcrent
races and classes of citlons boing provided
