Kov Dr Bouodtct of sonthorn Ohio from
tho commlttoo on amendments to tho consti-
tution

and addition to tho prayor book as unwise
The report was placed on tho calendar

Tho stuno comniittco roportul on tho mo
mortals asking for such legislation as will
allow tho establishment of n court of appeals
that thuy doomed It Inexpedient 1Iaccd on
tho calendar

Anothor report from tho samo commlttco
was to tho cQUttbat thoy deem inexpedient
tho proposed canon for tho trial of prcibytora
and deacons Tho commlttcos request to bo
discharged from ttio furthor consideration of
tho mutter was grouted

Tho commlttoo on Christian education ro ¬

portcd adversely rrlativo to tho resolution of
Kov Mr llasklnrfor tbo ratslug of a fuud of

100000000 for tho establishment of church
schools Placed on tho calendar

Kev Dr Aborcromblo of northern Now
Jersey prcsonted tho report of tho commlttco
on tho momorials of deceased membors which
was adopted

Tho commlttco on oxponsoi reported that
tho cost of tho convontlonof 1S77 was 511400
nnd that of 1660 9500

The present convontlon started with 500
in tho treasury Tho roport contained reso-
lutions

that tho salary of tho secretary of tho
houso of bishops bo 300 for tho first year
and 100 for ouch of the succecdlug years
that tho salary of tho 6ccrotary of tho houso
of deputies bo 1200 for tho first year and
500 for each of tho two succeeding years
Tho roport was adopted
Rov Dr Hall of Long Island moved that

nil reports of amendments to tho constitution
bo made tho ordor of tho day for Saturday
at 11 oclock and discussed continuously until
disposed of Adopted

Rev Dr Tarrington of northern Now
Jcrsoy from tho commlttco on tho general
thoologlcal seminary roportcd recommond
ing that tho houso of deputies concur in tho
action of tho houso of bishops relative to tho
amendments of tho constitution A minority
roport was also presented tho ground taken
being that at tho meeting at which tho amend-
ments

woro adopted thcro wore not rnoro than
thirty trustcos present that tho changes wcro
of n radical and sweeping naturo thit tho
amended constitution was imperfect in many
particulars

On motion tho wholo subjoct was mado tho
order of tho day for 11 oclock to morrow

this doy Tho words Protestant Episcopal

of England ever protest When tho
quostlon nroso in England tho raothor church
did not protost Slio turned tho intrudor out
of doors A much creator objection to the
titlo is its inoxpcdlencv During tho last
year and a half he had been laboring in a
iltilo minion tho dloeoo of Springfield Tho
peonlo there aro tired of sectarianism of

Rov Dr Thrall was at this point Inter-

Mr lucid of Illinois moved to amend bv
striking out tho proposed rubric and insert ¬

ing the one in the standird book of common
prayer The rhango consisted principally in
leaving out all roforonco to tho Niceno creod

Mr Judd hopod that this church will not
nndortiko to placo a bar by inserting tho
Nicono croed

Rov Dr Aberrromblo of northern Now
Jersev had Intended offering tbo motion sub ¬

mitted by Mr Judd Ho stated that through-
out

¬

tho eastern church tho Niccno creed is tho
great bond of faith It is recited by tho czar
nt his coronation it is ns dear to 100000000
Christians as tho npplo of thoir oyo Thoro is
often a rebound from tho attacks of orror
which aro fatal to truth Tho American
church did not orlglnato tho schism and
should not endeavor to porpotuato it Tho
Yiccno council thought it ennuBh to placo in
tho croed I beliovo In tho Holy Ghost Tho
words tho Lord and giver of llfo were
subsequently added and tho church of Romo
was tho first to protest against it Lot us not
placo in tho communion nfllco that which will
bo a stigma to tho church

Tho chair ruled Mr Judds motion out of
order

Mr Goorgo H Ilatos of Delaware movod
that tho commlttco report favorably clause P

Rev Dr Adams of Wisconsin moved to
mond bv ristnrlti tho punctuation as it was
n tho standard prayor hook of 1871

Dr Adams thought the Romish tho ablest
of all churches in tho way of organization
Ho did not want tho convention to gtvo a
punctuation marked by stupidity to tho creed
Tho matter of dividing It Into twolvo articles
simply confuses the wholo tlilntr

Rov Dr Richards of Rhode Island toso to
a point of order that tho commlttco was dis ¬

cussing the ruhrlu and not tbo creed
Tho chair ruled aoralnst tho point of ordor

on tho ground that tho rubric undor discus
rilou stated how tho creed was to bo said

Mr Malcolm Hay of Pittsburg said tho
disrusslon had boon mainly doctrinal in char ¬

acter and this discussion would havo been
avoided if tho committee had allowed tho
rubric to remain as it is in tho standard prayor
book

Tho chair stated that tho proposition in Mr
Judds motion ins to adopt that which is at
presont tho prayer book and it would there-
fore

¬

not bo an amendrnont The chair would
entertain tho motion at tho presont tlmo

Rov Dr Knight of central Pennsylvania
maintained that tho punctuation adopted by
tho commlttco was ono admirably adapted for
tho purpose

Rnv Dr Huntington said Itsoomod to him
that thoy woro mixing things up and that tho
matter of tho punctuation of tho creed should
corao up afterward

Tho amendment of Itov Dr Adams was
ndoptcd

Sir Henderson of North Carolina moved
to amend by striking outthownuls com-
