In thoe driminal court yesterday theo case of
Thotuns Dunn and Robert Murphy, indictod
for Iarcony, which in anothor onse growing
out of the Investigation of the citizons’ com-
militeo, was heard, The government Was rop-
resdonted by Distriot Attorhoys Taggart and
Corkhill and Bpocinl Attornoy Welle Dunn
wan roprovented by Ao M Willlams and
Murphiy bz Judgs Pellinm and W. W, Hotta.
Vit snid Marphy wero indieted in May lagy
for the Jiresny of & pold wateh and chain
walusd Al £155 and 00 in money from R T,
Thomns,  The defondants were arraigned
sod planded not gulity,

Tha fallowing wore kolocted a8 jurops:

. Pylle, Qeorge W, Hanagin, Columbus Jf,
Ealtn, W, II, Seotr, Hrnrr Hailoy, Jahn I

wtoe Beall, and Dravid Naeliman,

Tho defensa tuak excoptions ns ta the gov-
ernmient exercialug the right of chintlonge nud
to the ruling of the court that tho defonke
hand but four challengon. Tho  casn was
oponad by Mr, Tageare for the govoramont,
who stated that the victim was robbgd of his
watch by moenus of the threo eard monte
game in Mr, Hudson's saloon, éorner of Fouy-
aud-n-hiull and N streots sonthwest, and the
povernment expocted to show that both do-
fendnnts woro implieated,

Mr. Thomas, of Ablngton, Va., testifled that
fn Janunry, 1582, whils in the city, ho was
secostod at the botsnlesl gardons by one or
two men,whosaid they were going eo see where
Mrs, Surratt was exoonted.  Witness was in-
vited to go slong, and went down Four-and-a-
halfl streot fo & car with tho strangoers, They
stopped at a snloon and called for hot lemon-
ades; while at the table anold man camo st
down and ordered n drink, Thisman spoko of
having learned in Baltimore s new gamo.
The company got to betting, but withosa de-
clined to bet, saying thiat he belioved tho ald
yomn wad o sharpor,  They replicd that ho wis
not, but he ought to be taught o leswon, Ile
was then pursuaded to bot, and Put up his
witch nod chain, which he lost, They were
then ordered ont by the barkeopar, and loft,
Witness went to n friend, sud then to De-
tective Flinders, who sald ho could get the
watch by the payment of 4040, Flinders sild
that the witeh had been pawned in Baltimore,
and that he would requirs #5 fur exponses,
£10 for sorvices, and 3460 to redeem the wateh,
Witnesa paid him the moncy (875) pnd got
tho wateh, and st Flindera's suggostion that
the parties wanted to see him (wituess) with
the watch he walked to the eorner of the
avenue. Witness had recognizsd one of the
men since. Ho was on the stand the other
dny under the name of (V'Leary., Heowas the
younger of the two mon he met at the ha-
tnnienl garden, He conld not say that hoe had
evor seon the two prisoncrs before,

Counsel for the v}utl-ur-c snid that thoy had
no questions to sk, as they wore not gounscl
for O'Leary.

Charles O'Leary wns sworn, The daefense
nsked that it be noted that O'Leary hid boen
convicted and pardoned, Mr, (V'Loary tesui-
fled that Beribner engaged Thonins in convirs
sation, and rnised his hat os s signal, when he
went up and was fintroduced,  Going through
tha botanical garden they went to see whure
Mrs. Surratt was hung and stopped st Hud-
son’s, whero thoy ordered hot lemonnde, The
buarkeepar, Dunn, said it would take him
gomo time to make them, sud fuvited them
to an adjoining room, where they sat down,
Here Mtrphy came inand the game wis played.
Witness then exnlalned with the eards the
game, how the watch was 1okt by Thomus, who
bet ngningt o “boodle,” supposed to be F10.
After ho offered to redecm it wituess gave
th#ﬁmlal 'I:f' n cough for thoseare to come in,

sk snld he saw the wateh in Duun's pos-
nesslon thatnightand witness offered $00 for it
The wateh was roturoed, ns ho understood,
il witness and Seribuer got their shure frow
Duon. Witness had met Dunn snd the others
that morning st Holmes's, for they would ar-
range where they were to work, Dunn said
Hudsou's suloon was right for that duy. Dunu
was o brother in law of Hudson, sud the rule
wiis this: 10 per cont. of the proceods wis to
biv paid for the privilogo of putting n msn
'Iu:llLad the bar, l\’ilncﬂ worked with Dunu,
Seribner, and Murphy for six weeks, Wit~
ness on erogs examination sald he did nol see
any others nl Hudson's at the time of this
lureeny outaide of the five engaged,

Upon redireet examingtion the witnessanld
Thomas would not haye gotten the money it
ho bad won; they would have required him
to guess o second time, and if he won ugain
he would be paid, and w gecond bet mude,

Johu E. Woodyard testified that he got tho
watoh from Scribner or Boose; was sutisfed
that Dunn did not give it to him. Ho was at
Holmes's at the time, nnd Dunn was not thore.
Flindurs said that some of the boys bad won
nwateh at three eard monte, giving o desorip-
tion of the watch, but he meutioned no names.
Wituess told him that he had boovght the
watoh, nod witness got it and gevo it to Flin.
ders, who paid him £52.50, Witness paid 350
10 O'Leary at Mrs. Foster's saloon, on Eighth
#troct, Dunn was in the room, and Seribner
was abount thore, but he did not see Murphy.
Witness had s conversation with Duonn last
stmiper, and askod him the nnmoe of the man
who lost tho wateh, and he said that ho did
not know, .

Mr. Taggart expressed his disappointment
ot the witnesd's testimony, and was proveed-
ing to closely question witness, but was
choeked, Witness snid that he hed erred in
a portion of his testimony.

Cross-oxamined by Mr. Williams, he said
thist he went to Mr, Wells about o week
uj.:t‘l. wid fuformed himw that he made o mis.
tnke,

Rodiroet to My, Wells, Tt was abouf n week
uru. Witnoss safd that the difuto was s to
the amount paid,

After a recess of half an hour, Mr. Charles
E, Flinders wps called for the defenso, and
testifled that he was n privato deteotive in
Janugry, 1852, Hi had seen Mr. Uhomas on
two oceasions.  Ho enme into witness's office,
stated that his business was confidontinl,
and that e had lost his wateh, nud told in
what way, The witness salid it was by thros
card moute that the wotoh was lost, and
doeseribed to him threo men, Ho suggested
that ho got warrants for them, and Thomos
rofused. ‘The witness started ont, anl tho
firat an he mot was Charles ' Loavy., 1o
endd: O Leary, you gol @ wan's watch yes-
tenday ¥

T'he government ohjeetad,

Mr. Williming suld that they proposed to
show that O Lieary hud control of thu wateh
und got the money for it,

ITis honor sald that they conld not go into

that, becanso they had not luid the fouudu- |

tion to cantradict O' Loary,

The witness testified that he had a vonver-
sntion with O'Loary about tho wateh, sod
aftorward obtaioed it from William Wooua-
‘ord.

: Thomas Dunn, one of the defandants, toak
the stand and deuied that le hud anythiog to
do with the cuge undor considoration, or Uit
e dealt with (" Leary in tho matter. Ho had
Lo tho “stegror’” nud the “seaver,’” bt ouly
o fow timos, not exeeceding tifteen or twonty
times, Kiog John Henry Murphy, saod
O'Leary were in the combination ot thst
time.  Had not played st tho Van Ness plaoe,
neseunl grounds, or Jurvins's; only played at
tho ond of the Long bridge, in the opon fislds
Bomelimes took them ovor to sse s baptising
or o &oloe hoaling. Witnesa had “atesred”
proplo there by various devices.

Bruce and King, with whom he played, are
botly dead, Nover played with John Heury
Murphy in the vity, Witnoss had received
matioy, the proeends of the games, from John
Henry Murphy and othors, probably twenty-
five times.

Robert Murphy testified that ot the time of
the cegurrones he was in Dultimoro and neyer
saw M, Thomas before until now; never saw
auyiliing nhout the case until ho was broughs
hore.
