THE FALLING LEAVES,

Btreets and Parks of Washington,

How They Are Collected nnd Dinposed Of-
Thelr Ability to Healdt Decay,

The sight of sotme billions of dead loavos
drifted into hinge banks along tho stroots, nud
thickly covering the geasa of the parks, play-
things for the ehildron and the wind, sigigests
that it st be o stier of solne diffienley to
take oare of them, A rveportor of The -
TMINLICAN rocontly made inguiry ns to whnt
beenmo of  this debris of summer'sa shwlo.
The strest  sleaners have much the groator
part of them to enro for, and for about five
wekks in the full of the vear they take aws 5
on an avorage fifty eart londs n day—in all,
about 1,600 lomls, Part of thess are givon
awny to bo wsed as fortilizors, but most of
them are dumped on the dotsn of more res-
ervation dompling gronnds of the oity, Thoro
is some ditloalty In giving thom away, ns
thoy nro not worth muech for fertilining
purposes  for  years  aftar  thoy  fall.
About 700 loads a year aro taken from the
publie grounds. There §s more domand for
theso becauss thoy are elean, unmixed with
street nwoeplngs, aud make good heddiog, for
horses, The commisslosner of publie groands
mannges to givo sway noarly hall of thid 700
loads,  Many loads are used for paoking: the
publie fountaing for the wintor. The  basins
of the fountains ars first filled nnd troesd
down, thun the water gets smong the leay s

nud  they pack themselves still  oloser.
sud  then  they nra flled a  second
time.  Whon iaken ount in the wspring
thess leavos look ns i€ they were ratten

uised wanld fall in ;’dt‘ﬂil!, but they are tough
as leathor, amdl it pot apon tho land they
would soon dry ont atd blow away. It takes
yoars for them to thorooghly doeay. Afler
they aro tuken from the fountuins they are
pilod in heaps along the river banks, and o
various othor places, and limo ls sprinklod
among them to make them rot faster. Tho
poplar nnid maplo Jlosves decay quickest and
tho onk leaves slowest, bocauss thay contain
tho most tannie neid and uro preserved by it
There are pilos of lonves on tho river bank
which havo been there for toan yonrs nod are
not yet thoroughly decayed. Even whon
complotely rotted, loal eampost is not & vala.
nble fortilizer, but it Is used with the best
eilect to lHghton Lhiéavy elay soil. 16 opons up
and mwoellows thoe clay, which would, without
it, pack hard like » stone,

T'he men who care for the publie grounds
have to gather the lenves four or five times dur-
ing the nutamn, becanss each kind of tree
diforent fimo  to shed its lonves,
muplos, of difforent kinds, throw off tholr
leaves carlleat, and the oak and beoch leaves
cling the longest,  Freguontly the dewsd beoch
loaves rofuse to full until they are pushed
out of the way by tho sprouting buds of now
lowvis in vhe spring, The becches are the
Intost of the trees to put on spring suits, and
tho commmissioner I8 often notificd by somo
citizen that ho ought to remove a tree  bho-
canse, in the citizen's opinion, it is dead,
when in fact it is perfectly heslthy and only
o little slow in recognizing the stmmor,

Tho slght of huge piles of wellow tinted
nutumn leaves in the nomerous publio parks
is n novel and interesting one, HBesides tho
used enumorsted above the autumn leaf
rlnyu in auother role. It is fashionable for
nilies to deck their bosoms with them in lon
of flowors, and indoed it s quite common to
press the sered sod mellowed harbingers of
frost and snow and decorate parlors with
them. It is not unusual to see ludios passing
down the aveoue wearing » “bouguet™
of wmutumn leaves in  their hats or
belts, They aro poetieal, and honce
popular  among  the Iadies. Thore is
something ghostly among tho Iarger sutumn
leaves, "They drop to the pavement often
during the still hours of the night with s
loud snup, and go seudding before the wind
like n sheotod phantom, causing the belated
pedestrisn to start from his meditation,

The fashion of eollecting antnmn lonves ie
an old one in Washington, and donbtless
many familiea still have numerous relics
preased between the lenves of the vld Bitle,
which wore colleoted by hands pow cold in
doeath seasons ngo. :
