The line of uork pursued I am suro has tonded
in the right direction and while an Innovation
upon tbo methods formerly employed it has
ceased to bocousldoiod oxporlmeutal and now
only waits the general and actlvo support of tho
order to enable us to accomplish such results as
tho most saugulne did not hope for but a short
time axo
VTho ordor of Good Templars Is emphatically a
temperance organization To many its superior
siCiul attractions uro Inducements lor adulating
with tho order and wo aro proud In the knowl ¬

edge that within our lodgo rooms the refining and
elevatliiE Influences aro such as to be a considera-
tion to those who uppxoclatotho value of these
powerful agencies but becauso of that fact It Is
not merely a social organization I have
already relcrred to tho progross wo havo made as
an order In tho acquisition of members which
In fact has been as rapid as has beou safo to lu
suro that vlgllanco which It Is necessary to oxer
else in the Introduction of applicants to our
lodges The fact that a mere nbstlnenco from tho
use of Intoxicating liquors does not guaranico
membership In our order and tho further last
that each ono of us has taken an obligation to
do all wo can to advuncotho cause of temperance
suggests that we havo a work to do beyond that of
Increasing tho numerical strength of our lodges
and to this work I trust you will give duo con-
sideration

Tho stability of tho roform depending upon tho
progress ufeducation It Is our clear duty to embrace
every opportunity for extending knowledge upon
tho question of temperance Tho church is dully
realizing moro Its responsibility with referenco to
tho question of total nbstlnoucc and uUo that
thore exists no differences between It and the or ¬

der of Uood Templars but that on tho contrary
complcto harmony prevails Wo will therefore
find no difficulty lu securing for tho cause the

duty Is plain and I trust that tho legislation of
this cession upon this subject will bo such as to
Insure regular and frequent meetings being held
under the auspices of tlio order

While a general circulation of tempcranco liter-
ature

Is iimlspemablo to tho proper education of
tuu poplo the treasury of tile grand lodgo will
not allow of tho expense Incident to practical
work In this direction at this time but I hopo wo
will by suitable legislation anticipate the ttmo
when wo shall bo able to meet this demand so
urgently made upon us

It aflords mo very great pleasure to refer to the
very fair treatment our causo and order has re¬

ceived from tho press of this clly during tho year
nnd tho generosity with which space has been
atltarded us and I am certain that theso courtesies
will continue to bo extended to us inasmuch as
tho public generally Is fully abreast of the Jour-
nals Iurtborcst In advance upon this question and
nud as an appreciation or tbo blessings that fol-
low

temperance Is readily Induced by a simple
presentation of the fnclB it Is not necessary that a
Journal should bo committed specially to our In
terests to be of great valuo to usnnd the public as
an educator and a lever by which tho community
he raised to a higher moral piano It should
therefore bo to us a pleasant duty to assist the
press lu the collection and preparation of such
matter affecting our causu aud order us will be of
public Interest and for which spaco will bo given

To tho several brunches of tbo work above indi
cated wo havo during tho past year brought but
little organized ellort The results of what has
been done havo been Buch as I am suro will war ¬

rant tho hope that at this session practical steps
be takon to Insure earnest nud systomauo atten-
tion

and to this end I beg to suggest the propriety of
appointing such special committees as may be
necessary to a proper prosecution of this import ¬

In Toforonco to tho license question ho says

that
At tbo last meeting of tho grand lodge you wero

plcaed to Intrust to my care the employment of
Mich proper means us wero calculated to roduce
the number or licensed barrooms and tippling
houses 1 have tho honor to report that linrao
dlaicly after our last session I addressed letters to
the pastors or tbo several churches asking their
co operation lu preventing applicants forliconso
lrom securing the necessary Indorsements of tbo
owners and occupiers of real estate lu tho vicinity
of saloons aud Hhortly afterward had delivered to
buch ownore and occupiers 10000 copies of a lotter
requesting them to withhold their permission to
tho lsiuunco of licenses Whether these appeals
liuvo had any effect or not I am unablo to say but
from tho transcripts of tho records of tho district
commissioners otllce It appears that during the
llrst twenty six days SG5 llcciuos lor 1882 wero
granted and during the samo period this year
296 or 69 less

The law Imposes upon applicants for license
certain conditions which must tie complied with
before a Hon bo can bo granted but the samo law
confers upon the district commlsdoners absolute
power to grantor refuto license after thofo provis
ions have been observed On Sept 21 the com
missioners of their own motion mado publlo an
uouiiceinent that tlcenso to sell Honors tutor Nov
1 would not be grunted to any party convicted
during tho preceding year or selling or giving
liquor to mluors to any parly who during the
preceding your hail been convicted nf tolling
IIouoib upon Sunday or during the hours pro
hibited bylaw to any party who during the pre
ceding year had bicii convicted of selling liquor
without a license At the samo Unto1 they Invited
the citizens lo unlst in securing proporobservance
nf law and to this ond I furnished the commission
or on behalf of ouflonlorla list of perse lis cpuvlctod
In the police court during the yearof violating
the license law anil whom the commissioned hud
slated hiiuld not reielve license Tho iiumlcrof
null convlitluiw to the tenth Instant v ore 211 and
tho uniberofpcrsonsorllriascoiivtcted 172 Of
tlieTDj Kenscs granted llfty slx wore lo persons
coin Mod thlrty tivo once ulghtoou twice one
time times and tw i four times these tho com
taMom ra on Sept 21 declared should receive no
lltenso That these accuses wero not granted lrom
