THE WAR IN SOUDAN.

LOXDON, Nov, 22—A dlspatch to Reuter's
Fologram company, dated Cairo, 5:25 this
motning, says the army of Hicks Pasha has
hean destroyed by the foross of El Mahdi, the
fulse prophet. The intelligence of the dis-
pator was brought to Khartoum by o Coptie
offielnl, Tho fighting is waid to have con-
tinued from the thivd to the fifth instant, and
to have resnlted in the complete annihilation
of the Egyptiah troops. 1t is stated that a
European artist was the only person who
wagaped,

The forees of El Malidl comprined, it isest-
mated, 300,000 mon, snd included Dervishes,
Bodonins, wmuolattoes, snd regulars, The
battlo was fought near El Obeid. 11 Mahdl
first sont forward the Dervishes, declaring
that they wounld vanquish the ensmy by
divine sid, Babsoguently the regulars joinod
in tho attack, and tho eongagemont became
genoral, Thoarmy of Hicks Pashe, which
early in the battle was divided into two
bodivs, was subsoquently rounited and formed
into a square, which the foroes of tho false
prophot broke after throo days’ desporato
fighting.

A counecll of miniaters has been hold, and
it has boon declded to concentrat at Khars
toum what Egyptian troops remain at Duem,
Gioba, and obther places in the Sondan, The
forcs under Hicks Pasha comprisod 25,000
men, Ho hind with him ten British oficera,
My, O'Donovan, of the London Daily News,
and nn artist eonnected with s German illus-
tratod papoer, also nocompanied his army,

It s understood that S8ir Evolyn Baring has
ndvised the Egyptian government to nbandon

A Terriblo Wholesale Muorder im Michigan
—Tragedy In Ashiand, Pna,

Jacesan, Miom, Nov, 22.—This morning
four persons, namely, Jacob 1. Cronch, aged
74, n widower; Henry White, aged 33, son in
Iaw of Mr, Oroneh; Mre. Eunice White, aged
8, danghtor of Mr. Crouch, all of Snmmit
and Moson Polley, agod 26, of Transfor, Pa,
wore found murdered in thoir bods, all baving
baen shot through the head just beljind the
ear. 1t Is supposed that they had besn ehio-
roformod first, pe no signs of o strogile ap-
neared, ench victim lying ax if naleop, and thoe
odor of chloroform was noticeable whon the
hodies wero discoverod, Mes, Whito was also
shot though the left arm. No elew to tho
perpotrators of the butchery hns as yot been
discovered, nlthough tracks pround the hougo
indicate that a goard was placed on watch
while tho terrible tragedy was being onncted
within, Mr. Crouch was a wonlthy farmer,
Bving soven miles southwest of Jackson, and
ownoer of an extensive sheep ranch in Toxns,

It is romored that he Lisd just received
nbont £50,000 from Texns in paymont of sales
made ta the ranche. I'he bankers hero state
that no money was deposited with them by
Mr, Cronoh, and it is presumed the money
referred to was in Mr, Crouch's possesaion,
Mr. Polley wana stopping ot Mr, Croueh's
pince, having just cameo from Texns with o largo
nmount of monoy for the purpose of buy-
ing blooded stock. The prevelling theory
is that Mr, Polley wus followed from Texns
