When the good old demoeratie party of
Jackson unioniam, which hiad ruled the couns
try from 1529 to 1841, sought to ewoerge in
1844 from the hard.cidor delnge in which for
four yoars it had beon submerged it found
the grasp of Calhoun secessionism upon its
throat, and it surrendored at  discretion.
The most ultes state-rights faction took it in
chargo and retained eontrol until 1860, when
Stophen A, Douglns and  his followers
provallod in national conventlon, and tho
disnnionists bolted tho party. DButduring all
thess sixtocn years that demoorncy meant
stmply the absolutism of the slaveholding
seetion its loaders were, in season and out of
songon, declaring it to be the only national
party. It was national because (6 could prao-
clnim it doctrines in  all the states,
while the ropublican party was sectional
because it could ouly advoeats its policy
in the freo states, Thus the democratic
party made o morit of its own infamy by
cladming ns n virtue its own intolerance. Tis
success in stifling freedom of specch and of
the press at tho south of conrse confined all
politieal discussion and all politieal organiza-
tion to, the freo states. Northorn froedom
admitted slavery ns an oqual in dobate.
Soithern sluvery hunted frosdom, and pioroed
At with deadly stabs bofore It eould open ite
mouth, Yot all this while ‘the northern
democrats wore asked to admire democrncy
because it was “national.”

It was o nieo pleco of politieal joinery in
such times as theso to unite the nnionists
with the disunionists in the demooratio
party. And here came in theart of platform
making, Thesouthron wanted the Virginia
resolutions of 1793 indorsed, seoording to the
Calhonn Interpretation of them, which meant
disunion at tho will of n state. "Tho north.
