On tlio morning of tlio election wo woro
nil in deep trouble Mr Matthews nto no
breakfast but otter It was over replying to
his brother Icon ho said Yss I nil voto
nmlwcnt to his store situated near tho polls
I inivor taw him again in life but faithful
and truthful friends havotold mo the horrors
that followed

Tho room in which tho olcctlon was hold
is about a hundred yards from our house It
has n cellar which is ontcrod hy a trap door
from the inside When tho polls woro opened
my husband went to them with a handful of
tickets whero ho found Wheeler who wa3
to act as democratic challongor and
tho ofllcors of tho olection Very fow
others worn anywhoro visible Ho
saw no gun but it was tiicro sitting In n
gun box As my husband camo into tho room
ho and Wheeler mot and had it conversation
and nil say they ncro not only friendly but
pleasant In a few moments my husband
said Well I hnvo always voted Inst but this
tlmo I will voto first and Whvolcr said
lllnt I would not voto If I was you The

reply was I havo n right to voto as much
right as Any of you and I intend to do so
and taking n tlckot in his right hand ho
approached tho polls Ono of tho ollicors rc
olved tlio tlckot dropped it in tho box called

his name and said voted and as my husband
turned from tho box Whcoler tired both bar-
rels

nf his guu tho chnrges striking him
in tho uock and breast und killing him
instantly Ab ho sank to tho Moor a pistol
ho had in his pocket was driven out by tho
fall and foil on tho floor In n moment a
number of armed men camo into the room
through tho trap door in tlio collar und sur-

Whcoler Tho front door was then
locked and Wheeler aud his friends passed
out ut tho back door My daughtor heard
tho report of tho guu and realizing its im-

t Tho tool of tho democratlo leaders ap ¬

pointed to do this work of blood immediately
Locarno a lion aud was placed in command of
tho mob Tho nons was sout in hot hastu to
all tho voting places in tho county which
with threats and demonstrations of violence
had tho effoct shown by tho returns of tlio
oloctiou Aud although no indopciidant or
ropublicau had committed or threatened any
vlolcuco at any time Sheriff llargravcs tele ¬

graphed Oov Lowry for troops Instead of
sending thorn ho sent arms and ammunition
for distribution among tho infuriated
mob which was dono under tho direction of
tho murderer Whcclor This shoriiT and
this goornor woro appealed to only iho day
boforo by law abiding cltlzous to intorforo
and protect tho pooplo in thoir rights and
thoy turned a deaf car to tho appeal but
whon tho lawless mob that had been for
weeks n terror to all good people applied to
them for protection against tho vongoauco of
outraged pooplo which thoy expected and
dusorved tho govoruor used tho first train
oming that way to sond arms nnd ammuni-

tion

to tho mob and thus assumed his sharo
if tho responsibility of his party for tho tor
riblo crimes committed

What followed has bocn publiskod that
