St Louis Jan 7 Tho lntost ndvicos
from llcllovlllo 111 nro that tlio work of
searching for bodies ceased about l oclock
yesterday becauso of fear of falling of tlio
walls but probably will bo resuinod without
delay A mass of requjera was eclobrnted In
tho morning and all tho bodlos that wcro
taken from tho ruins up to that tlmo wore
burled The bodlos found woro all noar each
other and tho mother superiors body socmed
to be tho ccntor for a ghastly clrclo of black
rumalns A bono was picked up hero and
upon bolng drawn cumo loose from soino
partlclo of burned flesh lloro a burned
skull was found and thorn an arm whllo
trunks burned Into a solid crisp woro dug up
Immediately under them It was awful
exhumation and moro than ono worker fal
torcd becauso of sickening sensations It
tcoracd that tho horrid heap would novor
bo oxhausted and every few minutes thoro
was 8 roport that a new body had boon taken
out Shreds of burned clothing clung to tho
slckonlng moss and it was lmposslblo almost
to And enough for tho identity of tho bodies
Tho fiery flngors of doath had ollacod ovory
lino and overyshapo and countenance and
form Tho bodies in instances clung togothor
nnd the picture it prcsontcd was absolutely
indescribable

Mary Joronio tho sister superior of tho
Jiellovlllo convont was well known in many
parts of tho country She had given all hor
life to tho sorvlcoof tho cluirch Sho wns
born forty four years ago in Pittsburg and
was known in hor girlhood as llabara Hull
Her parents wcro wealthy and hor education
progressed undor tho most fAVorablo circum-
stances

Bho passed through tho academic
courses of tho sisters of mercy at Baltimore
aud ontorcd tho convent of tho congregation
of Notre Dame at Mllwaukoo whon
111 years of ago as a novice Whon
her nvltlato was complotod bIic was
cent to Now Orleans and romalnod
tbeio a fow years Sho was next in 1S50
assigned to Bcllavlllo as superioress of tho
new convent and academy of Notro Damo
society Tho early years of tho convont wcro
full of difficulties which woro overcome by
tho business tact nnd intelligent direction of
thu young Biiperloross From tlmo to tlmo tho
houso was enlarged costing In all about 60000
nnd was tho principal convont of the society
Nearly ull tlio debt has been roniovod by tho
wlso managemant of Mother Jerome In ad-

dition

to tho largo convent at llcllovlllo
Mothor Jcromo fouuded several other hounos
of tho society in southern Illinois and
exercised through the delegation of tho
mother general of Milwaukee a protocttoti
iiry jurisdiction over sovornl convonts In
hoiith Mllwaukco Sho was a most unselfish
mid nmiablo woman belovod by ovory ono
who know her When tho tiro was raging
she might havo saved herself bolng in tho
dormitory from which all escaped except
lierself When tho others descended tho lad ¬

der to a placo of safety bur only thought was
to save the lives of tho children entrusted to
her caro Her self imposed task was fruitless
for nil communication botween thu dormitory
of the sisters and too dormitory of tha chil-
dren

was cut oil by flames and suffocating
smoko aud she perished In her hemic efforts
A roportor who has roturuod from llcllovllle
says the search for tho bodies was resumed
about 11 oclock this morning but up to thu
tlmo ho left 2 oclock llttlo progress had
been made llo says that fourteou instead of
elovon bodies wcro taken out yesterday but
only thoso named in theso dispatches last
night wcro identified To day only two
backbones a hand and a few small bones
woro discovered and no moro identifications
havo taken place Tho inquest began this

meat and hams and on tho sidewalk
cords of wood wcro been whllo tho streets
wero full from morning till night with pcoplo
clamorous for relief Tho wagon trains also
continued at work Tho rospouso of tho mer¬

chants to tho call for Mitmllcs has been

Monslgnor Capel camo in nt the sldo door
of tho stago in Lincoln hall bowed and
smiled to tho audlcnco which clapped its
hands and took Ills scat behind tho reading
desk Thero woro less than two hundred
pcoplo in tho hall and tbo nutnbor did not
increaso afterward Thero woro about as
many ladles as gentlemen and tho unususl
circumstance was notlcod that there
was hot a homoly woman among
them All wcro handsomo and handsomely
droiscd That fact was onough to mako tho
audlcnco Interesting and then thoro was tho
further clrcutnstanco that thoy ull appeared
to bo Intelligent pcoplo Certainly no lec ¬

turer ovor had moro nttcntlvo listeners Tho
npptailio was very dlsercotly given at raro
Intervals and only when tho lecturer among
his good things said one which was bettor
than tho others All tho llstcnors sit closo

Mgr Capel sat behind tho dosk throo min-

right of it and began his lecture Ho said
that ho had como to consider himsolf so much
n part of tho household goods of this country
that ho should bo deoply grioved if ho had tu
bo Introduced to nn American nudienco Hu
had requested not to bo introduced Tills
ho said smiling very pleasantly
and putting himself ou good
tonus with his auditors Thero wcro many
opera xhisscs lu tho house and tho lecturers1
appearance was quite thoroughly studied
but it is doubtful If tho oyes woro very criti
cil for many of the people seoutod to tiaro
mot him aud to bo acquainted with
him Said ono of theso ladles to
hor friend What oyes ho has I Superb
eyes but thoy scorn to look through aud
through and through you And the most
wonderful memory It was llko a polo
graph Then sho told of the many pooplo
whom Mgr Capel had recognized at n glance
although ho had not met them moro than
onco beforo nnd then only casually in Kuropc

It is not much to bo woudored at that
women admire Mgr Capols eyes Thoy aro
largo and dark and deep set aud havo such
brilliancy and animation that thoy were
noticeable oven at tlio distance from tbo stago
to tho center of tho hall He is not other
wise a handsomo mau Ho is largo nnd well
proportioned has a rather round hoad and
strong looking Jaws His hair is iron gray
witu wmto cnougu in it to aud dignity to
his appearance without indicating ad ¬

vanced years or declining strength
Thought has not thrown any pain cast1 over
his fuco and his face aud features havo nut
that Oneness nnd regularity which pcoplo
aro accustomed to take as tho stamp of in-

tellectuality

He looks like n man with
much physical strongth aud his head und
neck nro almost burly Ho woro his cissosk
Whon ho came lu ho carried his broad hat in
his hand aud put It on tho reading desk

Tho lecture was in tho nature of a sermon
full of argument aud Illustration but rathor
disjointed and for that reason not easy to
follow Tho lecturer was never oloquont ami
there was no poetry in his language Hu
