Minister West was out of town yostorday
and last night but beforo lcavingho suffered
himself to bo interflowed Mr Hoivittwill
not dony that ho cumo to mn and said what
ho Is represented to havo said ho obscrvod
in plain Anglo Saxon

In regard to tbo statement that I called
at on co nn tbo British minister aud informed
him that tbo resolution didnt mean any-

that it is wholly untrue It Is truo that after
tho passago of tho resolution I called on
Minister Wost but my visit was simply a
social ono Ho had called on mo aud I re-

turned

over to do with ODonnoll or tho ODonncll
resolution

In tho courso of tho conversation during
your stay with Mr Wost was any reference
marlo to tho ODonnoll resolution

Yes it was discussed by us I took tho
position that an American citizen in n forolgn
country bad beon on trial for his life nnd that
us an American citizen ho was entitled to a
fair trial and that it was tho duty of tho
American government toseotbatho had such
a trial Further when an Amorlcin
cltlzon had boon convicted of a crlmo
and had been sentenced to dlo nnd
tho tlmo elapsing botween tbo sen ¬

tence and tho elocution was bo short as to
prohibit a proper examination of tho record
to ascertain if the trial had beon fair then it
was tho duty of tho government to ask for
an extension of time

What did Mr West say to that
Ho said that ODonnill had had a fair

trial I replied to him that that was pro
cively tho point at Issue and on which our
government ought to bo satisfied beforo tho
condemned man was executed

Mr Hewitt entered nt longth into tho do
tails emphasizing his donial of the truthful-
ness

Tho robbors loft with tho idea that they
had secured all tho monoy on tho premises
but subsequent dovolopmonts prove thoy
wero much mistaken Mrs Ulrlch diod about
two months ngo and on tho day of hor doath
her husband accompanied by his
carried to tho bank at Mlddlctowu a largo
number of gold and silvor coins inn threo
bushel hag Tho woight of tbo treasure
tested tho strength of both men in carrying it
from tho wagon to tho hank Several days
aftorward Mr Ulrlch found a largo number
of notes of various denominations in a nook
of tbo houso and took them to tho eanio bank
iu which tho coin was deposited Tho notos
represented tnoro monoy than tho coin

Anothor pllo of monoy has been uunarthed
in tho farm houso within a week which Is
tho largest haul of all This conslstod of ton
twenty aud fifty ono dollar notos and was
found by Mr Ulrlch wrapped In a ploco of
paporin a cowing baskot in an old chest As
soon as ho found tho money ho conveyed It
to tbo Mlddlctowu bank Until ho made
these sovcral deposits Mr Ulrlch never had
any uso for a bank About 15000 havo thus
far been found sccrotcd In tho Ulrlch man ¬

sion nnd tho old man has hopes of unearth
ing moro
