Scott has roturnod from tho wrecked City of
Columbus having completed a survoy for tho
hull underwriters Ho found a hole throo
feet square forward twenty feet from tho
stern nnd sovoral smaller holes forward and
abaft also a perpendicular crack near the
forotnast whtlo on tho bottom wuro fragments
of Jagged rock ovidontly brokou lrom tho
largor boulders on which the ship struck
After completing tho survey of the starboard
side along tho bottom Scott camo up and
mado an attempt to cxamluo tho deck
Ho wont uiidor at tho forward hatch
whoro ho found tho dock uninjured when ho
was caught in tho crest of an imincnso
breakor and hurled foet foremost In tho air
and ovorboard Saturday tho wind blow
irosh from tho northwest but tho hea was
modorato nnd tho weather clear and Scott
was ablo to romhlu two hours under water
and complcto tho survoy Ho wont down
woll aft on tho port Bldo nnd examined along
tho bottom Ho found portions of tho smoko
stack and machinery linos tails and other
wrcckngo strown along tho port quartor by
tho main rigging If any bodies wero thcro
it would be impossible to discover them with-
out

¬

cloarlng away tho wreckage Thcro was no
matorlal Injury to hull aft of tho boilers noar
tho bottom but thoro wero numerous cracks
and sovoral holes forward There was au ox
tonslvo crack under tho foremast which
Scott thinks may bn u combination of tho ono
mentioned abovo which ho found on tho star
boaid sldo and If his deductions lire correct
tho vessol is evidently broken lu two at this
point Turthor toward tho bow tho oxtentof
tho damago iucrcosod tho hull bolng cracked
and pierced with holos Innumerable The
diver thon wont ahead of the wreck about
forty or fifty fcot and found him-
self

¬

lu a submarino channel or
sluiceway making it ovidont that tho
vosscl struck a considerable distance nhcad
of her present position and kept dropping
back by tho lufluenco of gravitation aud tho
action of tho tide leaving tho imprint of hor
keel on tho sandy bottom Soundings wore
mado 250 fcot ahead of the wreck and tho
bed was found to bo coraposou oisauu witn
numerous boulders sticking through with
seventeen feet of water at full tldo Scott
found tha main forward section In good con-
dition

but aft of tho ouglno the dedk was
stove in nnd n jnasfl of debris Scott bays
tho damages nro too extensivo to warrant nn
attempt to raiso the vessel Ho is of tho
opinion that sho is broken in two and will bo
condeuinod
