Bruno Knorr, 8 German, 21 yoars old, fa
alive and consnfons nt Bollevus hospiial with
s bullet holo throngh his brain and s rabber
tube in the hole. The ouds of the tube pro.
Joet both st the forehivad wnd st the back of |
the bead, Knorr shot himself at Fifty-
socond stroet and Second avenus on Thuars
day last. The bullet, of 32 ealiber, plarosd
his skull just on the contral line betwoon
Rl ayes.  Dr, W, P Fluber, one of tha cote
multing surgeons st the hospital, and D,
Robert P. Morein, the house wureeon, probed
for the bullet. 'They found that jt bad
pasied through the brain, taking s couro |
plightly upiward and to the loft, Tt was lme
posaibie to remove the bullet by the way
which 1t had entored, and Dr. Flober da.
elded that the beat thing to do was to cut n
hola thirough tho skull st the back of the
head whiere the bullet wan lodged, andl gev is
out that way., The diffeulty was in doter-
mining the exnot lncation of tho bullot. D,
Flulier, by means of the prbe, gob the gen-
oral diréction that the ball bad taken, and
formed bhis judgment by it. Tho Linir was
ettt from the back of Knore's head, and a holn
the alee of & eont wan oot through the akull,
The foatrumont used was s trophine, which is
n oylindrienl snw with s bandle ke thinyof a
gimjot, 1t waa placod seminst the skull and
waorkud ronnd and round until s elroniar holo
was cut. The bullet was removed theough
this hols. A rubber deaiuage tube was thoen |
passed thraugh the brain, its ends projecting |
an ineh through the hols eut by the bullet
and an inch through tho hole made by the
trophine. The operation, which was witnessed
by noarly the wholo staflf of the hospitul,
lasted fonr honrs.

Enorr on Saturday and Sunday was stupid
and partinlly upnsonscious. At times he man-
aged to give monodsyllubio anawers to quess
tions, Yeuterday ho wan much brighter, and
conld tnik mid feed himeolf, His right arm
soomn to be paralysed. Thira (s littlo doalit
oxpressod an to his pltimate recovery, as there
is no inflammation or hemorclinge.
