more with wltnosses for tho govornmont and
Senator Vanco will roiiulro rathor inoro tbnu
that amount of timo for his wltnosses Tho
commltteo room was fillod with Interested
listonors yestorday and ns usual thoro woro
a number lad lea among thorn

Tho first witness was W P Graves who
had been a Boldlor In both tho Mexican and
civil wars IIo had whtto hair and long
whlto whiskers and carried a heavy silver
hoadod cano Frequently ho grow vory
nervous undor tho closo questioning of Sena
torShorman and roso to his foot sovoral
times Uo was so oxcitcd that his lips would
move for sovoral seconds whllohowas unablo
to utter a word Uo said that ho did not
tako much Intercut in politics but it ap¬

peared from his lator answors that ho be-

longed
¬

to a democratic club and attendod
dem ocratlo meetings Ho had also slgnod
and approvod tho Danvlllo circular During
tho riot ho fired four shots Into tho crowd of
colored pcoplo becauso as ho said ho

was nover yot ablo to stand and lot a
man shoot or strike at him without retaliat
ing Ho claimed that bullets wcro whistling
by his head when he shot and that thoy
could not liavo corau from tho whlto mons
pistols but from tho blacks This ho
claimed must have been so becauso of tho
rolativo position of tho partlos yet somo timo
altcrward wlion questioned about another
matter ho said that tho negroes at whom tho
wliito men wore firing woro to thick betweon
him and tho wliito men that ho could scarcely
coo tho latter from which statement It ap ¬

peared that tho bullots which Hew by him
camo in all probability from his friends
pistols Tho witness statod that ho had no
disposition to shoot except In Belf dofonso
He did not know that ho hit anybody could
not s ly that ho did not hit anybody

Did you design to hit anybody asked
Senator Lapham

I couldnt sav that
Can you say that you did not kill ono of

I could not say that I did not but I didnt

sco any ono fall
Tho witness said that ho bought his re-

volver

Oh yes said tho witness cagorly and ho

proceeded to relate that ubout two years ago a
colorod woman tried to go between him and
his wife as thoy wen walking together on
tho Btroet 1 caught her said ho and
shoved her ono Bide This was In broad
daylight on Sunday

Do you muan to say Mr Gravos in ¬

quired Senator Lapham that such an af ¬

fair as that one occurring two years ago
you in such fear that you felt you mustEut a plstolV

Then the witness replied that thcro woro
other assaults lrequoutly no had uccn
crowded bv negro women on tho sidewalk
lie had endured it for awhile but finally ho
mado up his mind not to strlko them but to
glvo them a shovo with his shoulder and ho
had been following that courso of lato These
instances of feminluo nocro rudonoss woro
related by Capt Gravos as If thoy wero sulll
ciently terriblo to warrant almost any klud
of retaliatory measures Ho also stated that
that two negroes carrying u basket of tobacco
ran against him in bis tobacco wnrohouso ami
hurt his leg a ltttlo Ho remonstrated aud tho

niggor cussed him
What did bossy
He said G d d n you Ill strlko you
What did you Biy
I struck him ovor tho head with ray stick

tab
At tho recollection of his suporlor mothod

of dobato with a niggor tho witness
laughed hoartily

Did you liavo him arrested
No Bah Ho had mo arrested

With a look mid tone of deep disgust at
tho damning degrodatiou of tho thing Capt
Graves proceeded to toll the commltteo how
ho was brought boforo a magistrato and fluod
fur tho assault Tho fiuo was nomiual lets
than 1 Alter that occurruueo ho bought
his pistol Thewitnoss denied that ho shot
diaries Adams but said that ho had ordered
him into tho houso and twico saved his llfo
thereby that day Ho was present when
Charles Adams was shot in tho arm whllo bog-

ging

and how thoy iiecdod It Ho thought It was
necessary for tho white mou to shoot and ho
raw no ono shooting after thu necessity was
over Uo had heurd that the negroes
threatened to murder the women and chil-
dren

In tho suburbs whllo tho men woro
fighting down town Uo had also heard a
rumor that tho coalitionists wero to liavo n
torchlight procession early on tho morning
of olection day nnd then tnko possession of
tho pulls Thcro was uo plan oi mo demo
crnts to that ollcct but ho was Isuro that If
tho procession had formed it would liavo re ¬

sulted in a collision
George Adams a big colored man tostiflod

that ho wan first drawn to tho fight by tho
Bound of n pistol IIu saw five whlto mon
lauding with diuwn pistols uud Nool strik ¬

ing Lawbou with something in one himd nnd
holding up a bowio knlfo with tho other
The witness nttuinpted to tako tho pistol
from Iea nnd thoy botli fell Taylor thou
truck him thrco times on tho hotd When

he ran away Lea Ired at him and struik an ¬

other colored man named Jerry Smith lctor
llooth ilrcd at him also 6siiig Theros that
d d Gcorgo Aduins Ivo tried my host to shoot
lilm Then tho witness yot away as fast as
he could and by tho timo ho got to tho mir
kct ho heard cm gain just liko a wall
Tho witness voted at Winblshs When tho
witness Ihst camo up to tho place whero
Noel and Laweon woro fighting ho said

Men aro you going to stand hero and sco
thorn men beat that man to death Free ¬

man tho whlto policeman called upon tho
witness to help htm part tho lighters and It
was when ho started to obey this command
that Lea thrust tho pistol in his dice nnd thu
Bculllo betweon thorn followed Uo saw no
weapons of any kind In tho hands of colored
jicoplo Tho crowd was composed of mou
women and chlldron Ono colorod woman
was shot and tho whlto people gave hor 30
Tho colorod people looked mighty sorry and
excited They mado uo threats or demon
at rations

thought to sco if ho had a pistol Then Free ¬

man beckoned to Hatcher Goorgo Loa and
Dr Tomplo and they camo in Then Freeman
Bald to him What tho hell do you know about
that row Adams told lilm that no saw
part of It and was summoned to Washington
to testify Woll Bald Frocuian Youd
hotter know d d llttlo about it When you
got there Tho witness said ho did not caro
uiucu noout what rrooman saia uecauso no
know him well Id liavo como that night
Bald ho but for Gcorgo Lea Ho novor
took his eyo oflon mo Ho looked ns If hod
Jump through me Ho rolled his eyes at mo
ana lookoa mtguty iiaru auuuis wa3 so
badly frlghtoncd that ho wont homo but
como to Washington Monday night In com ¬

pany with a lot of colored railroad laborora
who wcro coming through

His faco looked as If tho fright had
not yet left him and ho started aud turned
whouovor any ono spoko Ho remained
standing most of tho time aud illustrated his
story by gestures Whon ho described tho
shooting at himself as ho ran away his voice

Charlos Adams another big colored man
testified that ho was lu Danvlllo Nov 3 but
did not 8oo tho riot Ho was in tho Btoro of
his omployor Mr Nichols when ho heard a
pUtol shot nnd cry of Murdor Ho started
to go out but Mr Nichols told him not to go
ns thoro was goiug to bo trouble out thcro
When tho fight was nearly over witness
started out to catch his horses which wero
running away Ho saw as ho went out
Capt Graves standing on tho corner with u
pistol In his hand Tho witness catlod
out knowing tho captain ovor since ho
was a llttlo boy dipt Graves dont
shoot mo Im Just going out to catch my

horses Graves said Got iu tho houso
get out or tho way Tho wltnoss backod
into tho houso holding his right arm over
his broast and keeping his oyo on tho captain
Just then Cant Graves shot him in the arm
and again shut nt him but missed him Uo
drow up his slcovo and showed tho wound

Capt Graves was Bitting directly bohlnd
tho witness ns ho gavo this testimony which
was In direct contradiction of that given by
tho captain an hour boforc

Adams further testified that ho had no
woapons that day Uo had registered but did
uot voto no Biioum not luivo voted lino nau
not boon wounded for ho was afraid Thoro
was no quarrel betweon him uud Capt
Graves

it J Adams tho colored policomau and n
brother of tho last witness tcstlfiod that ho
separated Noel aud Lawson Lea first for ¬

bidding and then ordering him to do it Uo
was then demanding peaco whon Capt Joel
Oliver of tho Danvlllo Grays ordored him
oil tho street nnd said Wo dont want any
of your d d poace Tho witness had n
rovolver but did not attempt to draw It
Uo saw but ono colorod mau with a pistol
that day Two months boforo tho riot tho
grand Jury indicted all tho polico form and
somo othors for carrying concealed weapons
Tho cases against tho pollcoinou woro nollo
prossed but not uutll nftor tho riot nnd
election Thoso indictments fright ¬

ened tho colored pcoplo bo that
they did not carry concealed pistols
any moro but tho whites who woro able to
pay fines carried theirs Just tho same Tho
wltnoss voted although not moro than a
dozen out of tho 000 colored voters did voto
Tho mayor issuod a proclamation tho day
befuro tho election urging tho negroos to voto
nnd promising them protection Tho wit ¬

ness curried it around but tho negroes gen ¬

erally considorod it a scheme to got thorn all
out and then kill thorn Uo saw whlto mou
walking about with guns and pistols on
olection day On tho day of tho riot ho saw
Freeman nnd Corbin trying to got tho crowd of
colored peoplo to disperse Capt Oliver came
up cursing ueorgo Adams was running away
when Lea fired at him Tho hardware mer ¬

chants would not soil arms or ammunition to
colored mon that day Many of tho colored
peoplo ran a long way Into tho country

Tho wltnoss saw Capt Graves shoot Charlos
Adams Hu thought that tho captain was
shooting at him Ho wit3 running away Tho
captain boforo ho shot called out Look
out Im going to shoot

This appeared to bo tho most Intelligent
colorod man of thoso oxaminod Ho gavo his
testimony in a honest man-
ner

waving hair and long waving whiskers and
moustache Ills gray vest was vory low cut

velvet cutaway coat and a whlto hat nearly
as broad us a cart wheel Uo leaned upon
tho back of n chair in a careless and
graceful attitude until requested to
tako n scat Uo was a houso and
sign painter IIo was iu n second story
room on Main strcot in Danvlllo nn tho day
of riot Tho room was occupied by Mr Grass
wit a shoomakor who was thoro with him
The cry of murder first drow their atten-

Ho saw a white man beating a niggor over
tho head and another whlto man standing by
withdrawn pistol Thero woro five or six
white men about and three times as many

fired tho nogioes iled in nil directions Then
tho wliito men ran into tho street and pointod
thoir pistols lu dlmirciit directions Alter
ward thoy followed tho negroes Tho wit ¬

ness could not distinguish what was said
Uo was not looking itt tho crowd when tho
first volley was tired and could not toll who
fired it IIo saw uo arms iu tho hands of
colored people Uis improssion was that tho
first pistol shot was fired by a whlto man tit
tho negro who had J list attempted to tako tho
pistol Irom him Tho white man wss stand ¬

ing up and tho colored mau was stooping
Thoro wero somo scattering shots after tho
blacks run Tho cutiro riot lusted uot moro
than Ilvo minutes

Ieter Smith a young colored mau of Dan-
vlllo

tostiflod concerning tho riot In somo
respecti his account differed from that of tho
others Hatcher ho Bald called out to tho
whlto men If you all nro not cowards you
will como out hero Thou about a dozen men
camo nut nnd iormed in lino on tho sidewalk
Hatcher gao tho commands ready and

fire and thou tho wltuusi ran uivay Uo
saw Capt Graves shoot Adams ns ho camo
out of tho store to catch his horses

surrender which ho explained in answer
to questions meant Looit surrender Ho saw
u llttlo of thu light between Noel nnd Law
con hoard Hatcher ask tho crowd what thoy
camo thoro fur uud tell them to go heard
Gcorgo Lea glvo tho order to fire and saw
George Len John Lea and Hatcher shoot
Uo thought there wero 300 shots Tho whlto
men then yelled Ueuh hcah heah kill
oui kill em kill omV

Did you ovor hear that yoll during tho
war asked Suiiator Lapham

I wasnt in tho war sir said tho witness
Witness saw Capt G raves shoot at him and

at others down an alley several times nnd
heard him yell Clar yourselves Leuvo this
town Well kill ovcry last ono of you Clar
yourselves Uo heard tho firu boll ring and
then tho whlto mon cimo from all directions
with shotgun in their hands Uo had icgls
tcrud but did uot vote because liowus afraid

It was tho first election ho had missed slnco
ho had tho prlvlloge of voting

Tho witness said ho know in tho morning
that troublo would occur but ho oxpoctod It
would bo different Uo was standing on tho
strcot with a colorod friend and n young
whlto man named Winblsh Young camo
along and warned tho other colored man that
thoro was going to ho shooting that day
although ho wasnt going to liavo anything
to do with it Uo also saw a number of whlto
mon on tho Btroot that morning with shot-
guns

Going out to kill nlggors worcnt they
asked Senator Vanco with much sarcasm lu
his voico It was a common recreation
thoro for whlto mon to go shooting nlggors
wasnt It

It was n common thing nbout olection
day Bald tho witness

Tho witness thought that tho troublo nbout
which Young warned his friend was a proba
bio attack upon Col Sims

Mr Holland drovo tho witness nway from
his houso threo wocks ago and advised him
to lcavo town becauso as ho said Col Cabell
had captured a lottor with his numo in it

My iftlvlco to you 0 d d n yo ho Bald
is to go away and wherovor yo aro to keep

closo o nights Wltnoss loft his wlfo at
Hollands houso and went away Ho know
nothing about any lottor and could not read or
write

Tho witness was subjected to a vory long
nnd Eovoro cross oxaminatlon by Senator
Vanco but his first story was not nt nil
changed Ho added that Holland when ho
discharged him cursed him for a tulo bearer
Bald ho toted nows to tho custom houso and
that ho hud boon going to tho political meet-
ings
