to Washington, 1 €. Large crowds woro
present at ench place. No spooial services
were hold,  Among the miners s revulsion of
sentimmont bos  takon  place during
tho Iast twenty-four hours, aud the talk
of tho explosion bolng caused by negligenon
in now widespread. The feeling |s vary
hitter, Cue miner has rotained an attorncy
to nttend the Inquest tomorrow and exact
the truth from wituesses concernitg the cons
dition of the shaftt, A weoro of minem wre
willing to aflirm that the siy was bad for o
week pust, and that they eould wot work
without complete exhanstion.

The
shaft was elosed to provent people from fill-
Ing intoit, and tho gns which scoumininted at
niglit was more than could be driven vut in
aday.
