tlow is 01,880, of whom about 15,000 nre sqgui-
mwanx of Innull,  The Aleutisus and Innuits
dre elvilized and live after the Edropoan
methods,  Among these the Greek church of
Hussia claims S0 members, In regard to
edieation: Under the Hussian government, in
154, thers wers In the ¢olonies elght schools,
bestdo one for orphan boya sod sons of work-
woen in the fur company, baviag fifty-two
pupils, and in 1841, » theologieal schiool waa
vatablished at Sitka, nombering thirtynine
students, 1o 1500 the schools wad remodeled
after the Kuesian systom.

TEMPERANCE AT 81, PETER'S.

An Interesting and Timoly Sermon from
Father O'Sullivan,

After the reading of the Gospel of the day
yesterday at the 1030 o'clock mass st St
Poter's chureh, the pastor, Father O'Sallivan,
begun his dlscourss by roferring to tho dutios
that arecalled for by the Lenten season. The
Gospel ol the day spoke of tho temptation of
our Lord, aud as s comparison the temptas
tions of this world were alluded to. Such
wero surrounding the Christian at all tines,
and especinlly when the sorvant of God was
striving by fasting and penitenco to bring
himselt  closer to  God. The young
Christian o jsetting forth was aesailed, and
to ward against the evils his trust must bo
i thoe Lord us bis helpor wnd strongth, Life
was oncompassind with many smbarcassments
and discomlitures, and atsuch momonts was
falth found to be most needful, Turaing
from this thome, the discourss was directed
to the yovug and old men smong his hearers,
particularly to the former, to whom bo ad-
drossed in puthetic wnd tathorly terms words
of wise counsel and advice to kesp alool from
the wickodness of this world. In speakiug
of fasting nnd sbatinence he said, though
faating could uot be required of all or enforced,
those excepted could bear in mind shat prayos,
earnest and needful, was to be made a duty
not only st chureh, but at home in the evory-
day lnbor and walk of lifs, To the young
mon he wonld appeal to sbstain from worldly
lifs and strive by example to emulate Christ.
He doprecated on their part such conduct us
wonld bring consure upon them. He ad-
vised them to refraln from intemperance,
from standing upon strest corners, from idle.
ness, and kindrod vices, Tho idliug away
of time about the strect and stroot corners wis
s forerunner of uvil doings, evontually end-
jng in the conunisalon of ovil deeds and in-
temperance, lle  did not proposs to
#penl on temperance in A particular
way, but in its wide necoptation. Temporance
in all things was needed for bodily bheslth
and spiritual welfare, Nothing was more
disgraceful or ruinous to manhood and the
oul than dronkenness, Dritk was do-
structive to the inoste quulities of the man.
1t was objectionable toa right apirit of Cliris.
tisuity, No sight wis more palnful than o
bome destroyed through e porniclousness,
and worse than all tho dowalall of one or wore
of fts inmaten through such inflaences,
What was draokenness?  Whatdid it mean ?
Tho daily newspapers eould givo thom a
rocord of it. A Judyge of thy eriminal court of
this eity had aunounced officially that nine
ont of every ton prisoners bofore him wore

so placed through intemperunce. What wus
plainer than this?  Was it to Le wondered at
that many s mother, wile, aunil sister hud boen
found st longth to turn from pity to reproach,
and in many cases barely escapo n blow malo
by s drunkard in s maddenod mod maudiin
state? Yol however fullen and depraved o
man may be, while he lives lio must ba led |
by n sympathotic hand and guided sfely out |
af the evil he has fallen into. It wad n duty
to extend a haud to our fellow man, and par-
ticularly #0 when we Gud him unable to holp
himeolf,

What the Workingmen Say About Ims
ported Teallans,

Itad Dr, Verdi boon contont to deny the
right of the Italian Iabor fmportors to refer
to him the workingmen of the district would
hive Leen giad to learn that ho was no acoom-
plice to the importation seheme,

When Dr, Vardi goss further and In threa
daily papers misatates fots regardlng leal-
nn Jaborers, slars organisnd labor, atbacis
tho Iriah, and eulogizes thie irm ol Do Fillipo
tionnaro ot Co., (labor hinportors) we foel jus-
tified in making n reply.

It appeard from De, Verdi's three axplana.
tiona that Le knows nothing of De Fillipo
Glonunro ot Co,, and thut be knows all about
them; that ho bisd nothing to do with thom,
sud that he rendered servics to them ; thut
thelr work Is s humanitaring or philanthropio
atlisiy, bt that ho is anxious to hnve nothing
to do with §t; that their referenco to him was
a frand, but that thelr refaretice to the [alian
vonsal in Now York proved their doserving
cliarnater. Do Flllipo (lennaro ot Uo. agroo
to furnish any kind of mwen desired. take
chargo of thom, board and su ‘nnly them, and
send au ovarseor with them, all onconditiuny
to suit; yet Dir. Verdi sees no evidence inthis
thist such labor Is servilo.

The fact that there are gangs of mon moved
by the direction of s “Iabor burona" negatives
the idos of free lubor, Whenes como thuse
many labor brokers in New York city who
stund betweon European paupers snd Ameri-
can employera? Thoy surely do not finport
high-priced Inbor when thy country (s already
full of workiugawn vut of employment,

Contrary to Dr! Vordi's nssortion that Itals
Ians donot deproas wages is tho fact that thoy
nlone broke down the great freight haundlors'
strike in 1552, By oheap, servile contract
Inbor they hnve supplanted othors in railrosd
countruction, and their inflnounes, in cotnmon
with that of othor contract Inborers, is folt
fu all the industrial centors,

Charitable sovieties have alded hundreds of
familics in Woashington this winter, and they
roport 7,000 pernons out of work snd in want,
with the Iabor market so overstocked it
would b impossible to bring here and set to'
work » Iacge numbor of outsiders —unknown,
raw, snd foroign-—-unless thoy will work nt
onormous reduction on present wiagon,

“Do not the thousands of Irish who arrive
daily in this country try tosnbjugste Inbor?"

No, Dr, Verdl, ho Irish do not come
here in contract bondage. ‘There mre mno
Irish labor brokers in New York. Nostrike

over falled because Irishmen cut wages, No
Irishman  deluys his nateralization, The

stoamurs of tho new alave trade Jdo not ply
betweon Quesnstown aud Now York, -mfir
ull forolgnets who come to thia eountry would
make ns good citizens sa the Irish no demand
for n limitation on jmmigrstion would ever
buve arison,

The contract«Iabor comen not from Troland,
but from the south of BEurope—ITungary, Italy,
Austrin, and Poland. ‘The result of this com-
pwtition, in all depurtments of industry, is

venly felt by freo Iaborers. A bill is now
ponding in congress designoed to prohibit such
naportation. It issupported by all the work-
ingmen of the country, If the measure affects
tho Italian more than Irish immigention, it is
thae fault of neither the Irish nor the Kuights
of Labor.

Da Fillipo. Gennaro eb Co's lettor to Mr,
Glonson reveslod nothing new except that the
servile importation seoks purchasers in the
Distriot of Columbia. It in valuable evidence
to corroborste the charge that such lmporta-
tiom s earried on and will be so used,

Employers nosed vot bring the pauperln-
borers to Washington in order to get the
benefit of their pr in this country. Tho
mere fact that Inbor brokoers in New York are
ready of any notice toevenre aud send on
any  desired number of laborers who will
work for atarvation wages gives employers o
power ovor their employes which renders an
attempt to demand or securs fiir wages an
Im possibility.

Thus the system of pauper fmportation by
its potentialitios produces its enslaving eflects
in advance of ite full setion snd beyond it
immediate limit. To destroy the system is
one of tho simsof the Knighta of Labor, nnd
tholr success will be in no wise retarded
whother Dr, Verdi in asilent partner of Do
I"illipo Gennaro ot Co,, or whether that firm
haw, ns we presume, usod his namo wit.out
warrant,

The Knights of Labor havo no hostility te
Ttalinns ne such, Our principles demand and
our sympathies prompt us to extend s help-
ing hand to il struggling, aspiring labor, and
in s doing we do not stop to inquire the na-
tionality, ecomplexion, erecd, age, or sex of
thute who seek our sympathy and support;
but it must be honest, froe, self-respecting las
bor; against nll others we make war.
