her sisters Sho said it was tho happiest rlaj
ot her life Mrs Howell was a somewhat

Tho reading was animated and tho TCadnrV
eyes wero upon tho nudlcnio oftemr than
upon tho paper Sho made no gestures Her
voice was pleasant nnd tho onuuilatlou clem
nud distinct but tho tones woro too oven
and monotonous Tho itldtcuco gave hur

arlcty of tones nnd gestures and talked
mors Ilka a man Sho had an occasional
nnsnl tnno that was not perfectly agreeable
Sho was oxtrcmoly dellbornto In speech and
motion She spoko without manuscript
Tho burden of her spooch was that most of
womans siiflcrlug in llfo was tho rosult of
tho political und social disabilities undor
which shu laborod Sho thought tho Lord
was raising up a raco of hcroinos who should
freo their sisters from their disabilities
Mrs Brown is tho wlfo of tho president of
Wcllsley collogo aud Is horsolf a lecturer
upon art poetry niuslo architecture and
political economy Her speech was modornto
iti tone nud tho arguments used showed that
sho had thought earnestly upon tho degraded
position of vory many of her sex and sho
spoko of tho right of suflrage rather as n
moans by which theso fallen and suffering
ones might be rolloved than as an end to bo
leachid simply lor tho purposo of getting
iNcn with the men

ber of windows nro in the clero story Thoy
nro to bo of stained class Tho nlan in view
is to have thorn presented by members of tho
parish or of tho church ns memorial or
gifts Ono has already beon given
nnd will cost 200 Tho construction
of tho chancel and choir will bo only a tem ¬

porary arrangement until tho transopt is
erected Tho seating opacity will bo be ¬

tween 100 aud bOO It It intended to put up
nt first only tho nnvo Tho mombora lntond
to pay for what they do ns they go along An
earnest appeal for aid will bo mado to tho
people of tho Fplscopnl faith throughout this
city and elsewhere It Is proposod to lay tho
corner stono with impressive ceremonies
Invitations will bo extended to tho clergy
and congregations of tho various Protestant
Fplscopal churches of this city to participate
Tho history of this parish goes Inck to tho
war when a convocation of clergymen existed
In tho dloceso of Maryland for tho purposo of

olected and tho Rev Mr Stcelo was ohosou
rector In 1370 tho present lot wad bought
for building purposos By industrx nud
economy tho congregation gathorcd In yearly
tho sum of 3000 one half of which wont for
current expenses nnd tho balance for pay ¬

ment upon tho lot This collection has been
tho nverago annual amount In 1871 tho
frtmo building was removed to whoro It now
stands on tho south part of tho lot Last
summer tho old whito building which stood
ou tho corner of Tulid nud A btrtets south
cast was torn down It is well rememborod
in doj gono by an tho mnrkot house of Capi-
tol

hill and subsequently was used for public
school purposes Tho congregation increased
yearly in numbers At present thero is an
ovortlow of attendance nud a new placo of
worship is much needed Thoro nro now 100
and twenty communicants among whom nro
numbered somo of tho best cltUons of that

that ho now was interesting the profession In
regard to tho Introduction of tho now an
rcsthctic Into all tho publlo hospitals of tho
United Stntes nnd Its use In prlvnto chain
bora Ho believed that it was tha greatest
discovery in aiicisthcsln slnco antcsthutlci
wero first known and usod to produea in ¬

sensibility to pain IIo now had nn nn
trsthctlo for tho first tlmo that could ho
administered for prolonged operations that

nlr of tho chamber to freo It from Im-

and germs of bacteria that might
inoculate tho patient during operations from
Infoctcd nlr lu contact with open wounds
After tho leading of tlio paper nu animal was
placed in an ox crlmental air chamber nud
