13000 toward bis election In
order to get n proper understanding of tho
political quarrel which has brought out theso
damaging revelations it will be necessary to
explain how Gen Brown and tho two gentlo
men who concur with him in this remark- -
ablo publication happenod to got into politics
aud why thov feel called upon to dlvuigo
theso party secrots

Some oiglUoon months ago tbcro was a
great uprising of tho moro ropulnblo demo-
crats

¬

against tho ring which had control
of the party machinery When tbo managors
porsistod In nominating candidates for tho
city Judgeships whioh woro dlstastoful to
the rcformora thoy sot up an indopondout
ticket and all their candidates woro
elected Tho ring managers woro so
thoroughly frightened by this defeat
that thoy consented to a reorganization of the
party When their city convontlon whicli
is a political commlttco composed of 100
members representing tho various wards
was elected Gon Georgo S Brown ono of
tho most tnlluontlal and conspicuous of the
reformers was mado Its chairman Mr Will-
iam

¬

Koyser who had dono moro to organizo
tho rovolt against tho ring than any othor
man was mado chairman of the exeeutivo
committoe nnd Mr Louis N Hopkins also a
roformer was mado a member ot tho ovecu
tivo commlttco By putting thoso highly
roputablu millionaires wbo had beon promt
nontiy connected with tho reform movement
at too ncad ot tno local democratic organiza-
tion

¬

tho ring managers hoped to win hick
popular support and to provent a permanent
split in the party

Whon tho contest for mayor of tho city
camo on last fall tho ring managers feet
thoir hearts on Gen F C Latrobo as their
candidate Tho reformers didnt waut him
but they made no activo opposition and when
ho was nominated most ot them felt bound to
support him It the opposition elements had
put forward a popular candidate Gen La-
trobo

¬

would havu boon defeated and as It
was ho got in by a very slender majority
During tho campaign neither Gen Brown nor
Mr Koyser wero tatisfied with the party can-
didate

¬

and it is probable that if thoy had not
been at tbo head of tho two principal party
committees thoy would havo gone over to tho
opposition Gen Latrobo know ing that tho
contest vrus going to bo very close was most
anxious to coilclliato tneso gentlemen and
mado frequont prnaiiscs that if elected ho
would carry out tho principles for which tho
reformers wero contending

Not long before tho oloctlon it was publicly
charged that Gen Latrobo had mado a largo
contribution to tho independent commlttco
during tho Judiciary campaign of lbd-- but
had voted tho regular tlekot at tho election
This led toncorrospondcuro between hlninnd
leu Brown In which ho asserted that ho had

voted for two of tho independent candi-
dates

aud two of tho regular candidates
Beforo tho controversy ended however ho
was obliged to admit that ho had told an-

that ho had also voted for him Garey Alter
the election of Gen Latrobo as mayor Gon
