Senator Vance Finds an Occaslon (o Alr His
Free Trade Views,

He Farthermore Deelures That This Gove
ermment Onght to be Ashimmed of Iiself,

Boenator Vance, in a minority report from
the committen on foralgn nifuirs submitted
yostorday, expresses tho opinlon the Cer-
many has s right te exelude Americsn hog
products on the ground that they are un-
wholesome, if sho desms it proper, and that
this govorament is not justified in Impench-
ing hor motives, “If it be true,” continuves
the report, *' that our pork Is to any oxtent
unwholesome, wo shanld endeavor by a rigid
system of inspection to remove the causs of
the complaint; if it be that fear of trichi-
nosis in only » toxt, and that tho real
roakon for excluding our hiog produsts is the
dosire to protect thelr own producers, then
wao are the lagt poople on earth who ought to

complain,  After surrounding ourselves for
more than twenty yearms with a  pro-
toctive  tariT  wall w0  high as
to oxclude virtually nl tho

products of Gormany which compete with
ours, it s rather Iate for us to udvocate retal-
fation against a» governmoent which merel
follows oar example. In fact, Gormany's
notion is retaliation, and the cry of ‘sto
thief' cannot change the true condition o
thinge. Wo bave got to learn that we ars
not so groat and indopendont as to enablo us
to doly the lnwa of political economy snd the
smonitios of intornational trade with impo-
nity, Wo have beon told agaio and again that
our triie policy was to shut ur our manufsc
tures from the compatition of the world, and
that all the nations thus excluded wonld be
compolled, nevertholoss, to buy our bread-
stuflh and provisions—that thoy eounld not do
witbout them. We are groatly surprisad nnd
indignant when one Important costomer saya
ho can got along without our hog products,
and forbids thelr coming in, and wo propose
to retalinte.

For what? For simply and frankly for-
bidding thom to bo imported. Supposo ine
stoad of doing this Germany had imposed n
duty of 100 per eent, on them, which ns
offactually probibits their importation, what
thon? Where wonld be our so-called rotalia-
tlon? Thelundersigned can souno difference
whatever in the two methods of probibition,
8o far as revults are concerned, only that the
one [s maoly and direot, whils the othor ia
indirest and based on fals o protouses.

Our great meat industry must, indeed, be
carod for, It, with kindred agricnltural in-
dustries, furnishea nearly all of our foreign
trade and thoy deserve all that congeoss cando
for them. But thia bill dees not proposo the
true way todo it. This way is to remove
as far s  possible all restrictions wupon
trado and the enlagoment of the muarket for
our farmors’ products all over the world, by
liberal treaties and tariff laws. ‘The last sec
tion of the bill is especinlly ohjeotionable,
not only in the proposed retaliution, but in
tho relogation of the wholo matter to the
exnoutive, We propose thereby to arm the
chisf maglatrate of & conatitational republie
with the samo narblirary power over comne
megoo that is now oxoreised by the prime
minister of u feudal European despotism, in
order that on oqual torms they mey intlict
mutual injurios on thair people until one or
the other gives in. This, too, while congreas
in in session and the representatives of tho
people aro vresent, ready to say, if thuy wish
to bogin this war, on what articles. of com-
morco they profer the fight to bo made.

Tho section, in effect, is an abdication of
the powers and duties of congross and a
delogation thereof to the better judgment of
the President.

If such measures of so-callod rotalintion
toward Garmany, or any other nation, shoald
be deomoed nocessary or ndvisable, impirimis
lot congress uny so, undy et it lilkewise pro-
soribe all tho details of such measuros and
the articles on which the struggle ls to be
mado, It in the President’s business to exe-
cuto the laws, not to make thom, sud it {s ne
cortainly the duty of congress to make them,
sod not shift the task on to somebody else,

Those sections of thoe bill which provide
for an iuspection’ of meats designed for ex-
portation, and ‘which forbid the fmportation
of sdultorated nnd unwholesome articles of
food or drink, constituts proper logislation,
snd while not regarded as sutliclently thor.
ough are yot iu the vight dircotion. When
sorfmtnd br experionce and the sincere

osre to give the world wholesome food,
which it not doubted all onr producors
ventertaln, in the opinion of the undersigued
all will bhave beon accomplished that s
dosired by the friends of tho bill.

A Patent Question.

A doclsion was rendered by the supromo
court yesterday in the putent ense of Louis
MoMurray ot al, appellants, vi. Dwight D,
Malloryet al.  Appeal from the United States
cireuit court for the dlatrict of Marylond.
This was s suit broughtin the court below
by the appellants wpon two rolssucd putonts
upon iwmprovement, in soldering machines
and soldering irons used in eanning faotories,
The first of theso roissucs was kuown
originally as the Barker patont, and the
second ns the Bostwiek patent. The court
holds, fiest, that tho first three clajms of the
rajssuod Barker patent aro void, because thoy
are broader thuu the elaim of the original
patent, aud the fourth and fifth claims bhave
not besn infringed. BSecond, that tho re-
issued Bostwick patont is not for the samo
fuvention which wus set forth in the original
