Thoro is a unanimous wish among tho peo ¬

ple of Washington for a froo bridgo across
tbo Potomac somowhoro botweon Georgetown
and East Washington but thoro aro nearly ns
many opinions concerning tho propor placo
to put it as thcro aro pooplo Every man
wants tho bridgo located where it will do him
tho most good and as n result ovory location
proposed meets with a vigorous fight Tho
Threo Slstors site is most talked about and
most favored by tho pcoplo of Georgetown
Tho opposition to this location is hoadod by
tho district commissioners and it Is not
probablo that it will be adopted although tho
senato committoo will mako a faTorablo re ¬

port
Tho most recent project approved by tho

commissioners is to placo tho bridgo at or
near tho foot of New York nvonuo The
argumont in favor of this plan is addressed
directly to tho saltish interests of tho national
government and is thoreforo oxpoctod to
havo tbo moro weight For somo time tbo
bureau of agriculture has boon wautlng an
exporlmontal farm Various tracts of land
lmvo been pointed out as excollcnt places for
tho bureau to try its skill nnd vnrious
propositions havo beon mado to tho gov ¬

ernment to buy farms It has recently
occurred to tho bureau however that thcro
is no necessity for buying more land since
tho government already owns n flno farm
