roads encoring Washington city hut llkon
few others you liavo fallen Into tlio gravo
error of supposing that tho peoplo owning
proporty along tho llnoi of Maryland and
Virginia avenues soutliwost or thoso who
rcstdo along the streets south of theso avonuci
will bo satlsllod to have all tho roads entering
yio city concontrato in n union dopot at or
near tho confluonco of theso two wide and
beautiful nvonuos Youworo novcr moro mis-
taken

Thocltizonsand proporty holders of
boutbWashlnetonwIllnovorcousontvyllllngly
that theso avonuos shall contlnuo pormn
nontly occupied with theso railroads Thoy
domand as their pcrioual right that tho Hal
tlmoro and lotoinao road shall bo removed
from Its preiont Ideation along theso
avonues and Sixth street south at no very to
moto period and to this ond I formulated a
bill which was Introducod In tho sonatu by
Mr Morrill at my request and is known ns
tho Morrill bill This bill with a fow vorbal
changes moots thoapprovalof nincty ulno In
ovory ono hundred of tho rcsidont population
and proporty holders of tho northeast and
southwost portions of Washington city It
provides for a conlluenco of tho llaltlmoro
and Ohio road with tho Ilaltimoro and
Potomac road oast of tho navy yard tunnel
and by widening tho tunnol pass through
and doflcot to tho left or south upon iosor
vations lfi and 10 pais thonco nlong upon
tho tlor of squares betwoon K and L stroots
south upon a viaduct or clovatcd road to and
up Wator street to and ovor tho rlvor on tho
Long bridge This would glvo tho sovoral
roads a permanent right of way into and
out of tho city in making tboir northern
and southern connections besidos giving
them a width of about 230 foot from tho
westorn mouth of tho tunnel to Seventh
street southwest

Tho polut on this lino most eligtblo for a
union passengor depot would bo on tho
squares botweou Soventh and Third stroots
Tho ground botweon sovouth stroot and
reservation 15 may now bo purchased at an
nverago cost of SO couts por squaro foot or
less than 175000 for tho whole Tho facil-
ities

of getting to ond from tho union dopot
if located on squares 471 500 and 513
southwest would bo equal to overy emer-
gency

and the traveling publio fully and
satisfactorily accommodated You cant
place a railroad dopot at tho door of ovory
hotel in tho city in order to accommodato its
guests nor accommodato overy commercial
business houso in the city with a depot at its
door for the delivery or shipment of freights
Not ovon a small minority of tho business
intorests of a great city could bo thus accom-
modated

Tho traveling public and business
interests of a groat commercial contor should
bo I will admit very lnrgoly considered in
tho location and establishment of railroad
depots and other facilities of ingress and
egress to sucn contor ilnt Washington is
not and possibly may novor bo a great com-
mercial

It was arrangod that ono shin nt a tirao
should mnko hor appearance nt Naples Tho
commodore went in first ond a week aftor
another ship arrived Mr Nclsou then mado
tho domand ns dlrectod by hhi government
It wns refused At tho ond of n week a third
ship appeared and so continued Tho Noo
nolitan government becamo alnrmed began
to look nt tho condition of tho forts mounted
additional guns built sand bag batteries aud
kept up n constant drilling or tuoir troops
When tho fifth ship arrived tho government
gavo in acknowledged tho claim and
ordered It to bo paid just as tho sixth ship
cntorcd tho harbor

Tho amount wasnt so largo about 350
000 hut thoro was a great principle involved
This money was owing to ownors captains
and crows of American morchant vessols
whoso proporty had been illegally and
unjustly takon from them

And it may bo nskod whon nnd whothor
thoy would ovor bnvo received It had it not
been for tho United Stntos navy This fully
Illustrates ono of Nelsons maxims To
nogotlato with i fleet a naval forco should
always bo nt hand

To Amend the lntciil Laws
Tho bill introduced in tho eunato yester ¬

day by Mr Mclhcrson to amend tin patont
laws provides that it shall bo n misdemeanor
for any person to ft oil any artirlo or process
claimed nnd doscrlbcd in any unexpired
lottors patont without tho lawful authority
of tho patentee or his legal
or at or boforo tho salo of any such nrtlcio or
procoss to falsely represent to tho purchasor
that thoro Is no unoxplrcd patont covering or
claimed to covor said nrticlo or process It
provides that tho penalty for such misde ¬

meanor shall bo imprisonment not exceeding
ouo year or a fiuo of not less than 300 nor
more than 300 or both fiuo and imprison-
ment

It provides that It shall bo tho duty
of United Stntos district attorneys upon
presentation of proof of such ruUdcineanor to
prcsont it to tho grand jury aud if indict-
ment
