Mr Bayard did not clto this for the

sition of Ihe mm and women of thofcouih in their
adversity slues tho war would be regaided by
history as that which established their highest
claim to tho respoct and affection of nil good
people When tun groat mllliary leader of tho
toulh bad surrcudored all save honor the counsel

Mr Bayard had como Into public life bo said
since Iho war and his main object In doing so had
beon to do what might bo In bis powor to bind up
the wounds of civil war In tils country to assist
In the restoration of all the states to their proper
position of equality in the union To that enil ho
had opposed every mensuro which ho had deemed
unequal or unjust Ho had heui In this chamber
when not a single truo representative of tho In
terest and sympathies of Hie southern peoplo was
found In It and when such representation as ex
isted was in truth a scandalous misrepresenta
tion How different a condition existed to ilnj
Tho pooplo of the south were now represented ac ¬

cording to their will and tho courageous and
large hearted public opinion of tho country had
il en too high to permit gain such overthrow of
liberty as had taken placo a few years ago Mr
Board was grateful to God that this had como
Hut this could not affect his theory of tho union

Tho concession to congrosj of the power as

sumed In thin educational measure would be to
start the country on a course which must end In
tho wltherlngoftheEtatos Whatever our feeling
of tli o necessity proposed to be relieved by tho
bill this was a government of law nnd u should
respect the law While the senators sat In their

Tar reaching one he thought It would bo hotter to
defer final action until tho peoplo should havo
been consulted No amendment that could bo
made 10 the bill would make It any more accept
able to 111 in On the contrary the more amend
Bents had been offered the moro they looked to
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giving to thogenoral government tho control of
the administration of tho fund

Mr Morgan then cntorcd upon the eonstltulona
pnasos of ilio question supporting his vlewi by
reading from tho early literature airccting tho
national and stato constitutions Congress had
no powor as he looked at It to enter upon this
lino or legislation nnd oron If It had Ihe power
it would bo unwlso to exorcise It Ho would feel
insulted if any man camo to him and offered to
take care of his Mr Morgans chlldtou to fcod
nnd clolho them nr furnish them an education
That was a duty which his affections and his Uod
placed on himself lor tho tamo reason tho negro
if ho rightly understood his rrsponslbllltlaswould
reel that ho ought to reject Ihe aid ocered by tuis

Mors Virginia Democrats Qive Evldcnca in the

Danville Investigation

Some Pertinent Questions Pntlrjr Senator

Frank O Ruffin of lUchmoncl was tho
first witness examined by Sonator Shermans
aub coramlttco yesterday morning Ho gavo
an Intelligent statement of tbe political con-

dition

of affairs In Virginia as they appeared
from his standpoint IIo was a readlustor
until tho doht question was sottled and tho
capitation tax was repeated niter wnicu no
returned to tbo democracy

Gen W 0 Wickham a membor of tho Vir ¬

ginia sonato was oxamlncd Slnco 1605 ho
had baena republican Ho was requested by
tho democratic convention to announca him-
self

as n candidate regarding tho lssuo as ono
of stato politics and not at all of national
politic Ills district was considered tho

bad they been threatened with dlschargo so
far as ho know for not voting as their em ¬

ployers wished
During cross examination by Senator Slior

mnu witness said that at tbo time lis Joined
the republican party tho mass of thowhltoH
pooplo of Virginia wcro unquosttouaDiy ciom
ocrats and tbo republican party was then
In a political eenso considered tho friond of
tho negro It was natural that tho colored
peoplo nhould join tho republican party
Whon tho readjustor party was organized tho
republicans woro divided Witness opposed
tho repudiation of tho dobt Witness was
Invited to becouio a candiduto against tho co
lition party ou tho ground that from his
known position as a ropubltcan ho would
carry a portion of tho colorod voto

Is there not n Btrong instlnctlvo fooling
among tho colorod peoplo that their rights
aro uot eafo In tho hantlsof tho democratlo
party

I think that that Ifl tho fact and I think
It Is propor Mr Sherman that I should say
that it is a fact brought about by tbo false

Senator Sherman sotto voco Thorod a
great temptation Witness had n very long
nnd rather crooked noso with a knob at tho
end Ho had boon throatenod with ejection
from tho church tho finest colored church
thoro Mon women and children didnt
respect him any luoie

11 F Whcadley a whlto ropubllcvn living
near Danville testified to suvoral acts of
what ho regardod as lusolouco on tho part of
colored pooplo and to tho bad condition of
tho markots in Danvlllo

Charles J Andcison of Richmond colonel
of tho 1st Virginia roginiout of volunteer
militia testified with rogard to tho assault by
coloretl men upon colored democrats In tho
procession nt Richmond Tho disposition of
tho vvhltci was kindly toward tho blacks moro
so tbnn was that of tho blacks toward tho
whites

Dr L W Lambeth lato of Lynchburg be ¬

hoved that tho Diuvillo riot and tho Danvlllo
circular had no effect upon the lost oloctlou
in his county

It C Marshall commonwealth attornoy
of Portsmouth Va cald that tho nows of tbo
Danvlllo riot had no Influence on tbo last
election A circular was distributed on
election day which witness thought was
calculated to oxclto tho nogroos It was an
appeal to tho colored men to avougo by a
solid voto tho murder of colored mon at
Danville Witness ascertained that tho
circular was Bent by express from Petersburg
Witness called tho attention of the coalition
chairman to tho danger to bo approboudod
from this circular ami tho latter replied that
ho had stopped its circulation as Boon as ho
hecamoawaro of its nature Only four or
flvo of tho circulars got into circulation
Witnoss submitted a newspaper containing n
copy of tho circular and Senator Shorman
found an editorial In the same papor which
ho nlao caused to bo put in evidence stating
that tho coalition chairman and candidates
vary properly repudiated tho circular

A M Calfce a readjustor superintendent
of iron works niar Wythovlllo Va was
examined by Senator Laphnm IIo was ac-

quainted

Incidentally ho told a story about
offering to bot that it it should
provo true that thcro had bocn a riot
at Danvlllo it would turn out that tho
negroes wero killed and not tho whlto mon
Ho represented himself asn ycry popular
man in ills own county Ho volunteered tho
