TWO MEARURES.

To Facllitate the Business of the Su-
prome Court.

Tho senato committen on the judiciary ro-
ported adversoly yeatorday the bills intro.
duced by Senators Bayard, Mitchell, and
Lapham respeotively, to provide for the relief
of the supreme oourt, snd sabmitted instead
the Davis bill to provide for the ostablish-
ment of n court of appeals, as It passed the
sonate laat year, with somo unimportant
amendments,

The bill provides for the n{fuinlmnut of
two additional jodges in each United Heatos
Judieial elrenit for the holding of a elrouit
oourt In every judicinl district in tho United
Hiatos, whose tarma shall ba beld at the samp
time and place s thosa of the distriot cours,
and that these circuit courts abhall have no
Jurisdiction fn ensss of appeals, or writa of
arror from the distriot courts, oxcept na to
roviews in bankruploy onses,

It provides for tho ocstablishment in each
of the (gl AR M oL S, Unived Bates of
of all cases arising in the soveral circuit aud
district courta within sald ecircuit, those
courts to conniat of the justiop of the supreme
court, assigned to the circuit of the cirenit
Judgest horeof, and of two of the district judgos,
10 bo designated by an ordor of the cours at
ench torm thoreof, and the same for the suc-
cesding torm, soy four of whowm shall consti-
tute n quorum; HProvided, That no airoult or
distriov judge, boforo whom s case or question
may have boon tried or heard inthe district
or elreult, shall ait on tho trisl or lLesring of
such case or question in the appellate court,

proposed court of appenls for the second
'l‘uonda{ilu May, 1855, and the sccoud Tues-
day fn Moy and first Tuesdny in Novembor
thoreafter, aud tho places as fbllows: Iu the
first circuit, Boston; wocond eirouit, Now
York; third elrcuit, Philadelphia; fourth
cireuit, Richmond ; fifthelircuit, Now Orlaans;
