The Coming Kgritlmi Conference
London May 5 Tho rust says It under ¬

stands that tho conditions upon which tho
French government will consont to th6 con
fcronco with England upon tho Egyptian
question nro that England shall glvo up all
idea of annexation nnd of a protectorate and
that on tho other haud Franco shall rccog
11 Ixo tho services rendered by England in
Egypt and shall acqulosco In tho right of
England to maintain n military occupation
of Egypt until tho task of reorganization has
boon completed Franco stipulates that tho
tlato of withdrawal of tho British troops
shall bo definitely fixed that boforo occupa-
tion

¬

ccaso tho Egyptian army shall bo roor
gunlzod and that its hall bo officered partly by
Ilritisb soldiers that Franco and Italy must
howovor bo nllowod to oxorclso n sharo of tho
luflucnco In rospoct to tho financial nnd
judicial administration of tho affairs of
Egypt Franco on lior sido plodgos herself
not to Interfcro with arms In tho affairs of
Egypt recognizing that England nlono has
tho right so to do

Tho preliminaries of tho Egyptian confor
enco havo been Bottled Tho conference will
nicot in London tbo first wcok iu June and
is oxpectod to last three wcoks

Itanium was tho biggest man lu tho uni ¬

verse yesterday to tho pcoplo of Washington
and if instead of boing poor disfranchised
wretches tho pooplo of this district were on
dowod with tho samo prlvllogoH as other
American citizens tho groat showman would
bo a formidable candidate for thu presidency
To socuro ovory voto in this community it
would only bo nccossary for him to ngroo if
he should bo elected to plant tho great
moral show somowhero in thu mall Tho
moro thought of such a thing would thrill
overy vutortf heart

Tha man who looked nt tho parado yestor
day morning nnd afterward saw tho pcoplo
and tho pcrtormunccs lu the big tents all
with tho Intention of writing something
about them might well havo concluded that
it would bo something llko writing tho
history of nil nations to attempt to
describe in any detail tho things which ho
saw Thu strungo men and animals for
whom Itaniums monoy paid woro not nil of
tho show Much of tho entertainment was
furnished by thu pooplo of Washing ¬

ton nud tho Burroundlng country
This homo talent was a sccuudary
consideration iusido tho tonts but on tho
strcotB In tho oarly morning nnd all
through tho day and far lu tho night it was
noticeable It was gcnornlly of a dark com-

More than 10000 of theso pcoplo wont up
to Athlotlo park in tho nttoruuou to got n
closer and moro leisurely viow of tho bowll
dorlng outfit Atlousthalf of them said to
their frlonds as thoy wont out All circuses
nro alike and when thoy caino back thoy
oddod oxcopt Rarnums

The sacred whlto olopbant nnd tho strango
men nnd women from distant couutrlos woro
tho rival attractions for grown peoplo but
tho children wcro truo to their first love nud
gathered about Jumbo That thoughtful
monster had caused n tall stopladdor to bo
sot up bosldo him aud every child which
could creop was sooner or later seated lu n
box on Jumbos back Thou Jumbo without
moving his feet awung his body cornorwisc
and rocked tho cradlo for tho Httlo ones
abnvo

Tho sacred whlto olnphant is whlto only
by comparison with tho other beasts of his
kind Ho is of rather delicate dovo color
Except for tho dlfTorcuco of color ho looks
from a littlo distance much llko tho other
elephants but upon cloter inspection hu truly
proves himself an aristocrat ills skin is
not rough llko the othors but is everywhere
soft especially beneath his ears almost
volvcty to tho touch Thmi ho has no hair
but he woars ono moro too to each foot nnd
six luchos more of tall than plobcian beasts

Tho Fiidians Ilurmoio Todis Indians
Syrians Hindoos Zulus and other strango
peoples aro not oxactly beautiful but they
nro fascinating persons nftor all Ono of tho
Todas Indians is n famous masher On Sun
day Mr Hutchinson discovered him sitting
astride tho park fence In his usual statu of
very littlo clothing bowing kissing Ills hand
and smirking tremendously at a pretty girl

northwest It was hero that I learned that
1 had shot and killed a man 1 remained at
Roods for a short tlmo nnd went to Sovonth
and tho Boundary and stood on tho cor ¬

ner I saw my undo nnd mothor shortly
afterward going down town I did not
lenvo thu city until 12 oclock tho noxt day
and thou I went to llaltlmoro not on tbo
train howovor 1 took tho train at Balti ¬

more aud wunt to luulsvlllo whoru I havo
boeu staying since As Boon as my fathor
arrived ha summoned mo to como homo
which I did uud hopu to havo aa oarly trial
I knew that public sentiment was against mo
at the tlmo of tho shooting aud know that
my fathor would arrango for a spoody trial
