Qeargn H. Levis, a broker, who for-
morly did buslness st No, 620 F stroet north-
wost, left tho eity last Manday morning and
bns not yot returned. A large vumber of
poople, who are oxtremely anxious to woo
bhim, do not kuow whore bhe Is. Mr. Lovis
appoard to have baow, in his humblo way, an
fmitator of the grest Ferdinand Ward, of
New York. 11l plan of operations was ap-
parently much the same, and with the same
opportun itivs ho wonld probubly have farsur-
pasnod tho nchievementaof the Now York man,
Evon with no bettor matorial to work upon
than government elorks, honds of buranus,
mombers of congross, and merchnnts wnd
lawyers, bo is believed to bave realized at
loast $200,000 by bisontérprise. This pmonnt
niny bo incroasod to millions whon the ro-
turna are all in,

Mr. Lovia is now 51 years olil, His hair
and mustucho wro Jark, and his  rather
florld face indlestes n wan who likes and
wsos the good things of life, He ulways
dresses woll, nnd 18, of cotirse, 8 very smooth
tulkér, Ho camo to Washiogton lnst Juno
in munpun{lwith Mr Adams, 8 woalthy gen
tlutian of Baltimore, and the two promoted
sevornl mining schomes, which aro said to
buve paid tho Investors woll,  Adeamd did nos
aray long, and untll recontly Levis hus
boen  doing  business alone.  Ha  had
formerly donoe businew in Philadelphin, aod
mien who had konown bim thon recommouded
him as baving phonomenal businoss gaguolty.
Hau recontly opened a branch oftice st No, 404
Fiftocnth stront, sud for that portion of the
business which  won condocted uuder the
nume of W, T, J, Wright & Co,, ussociated
with himself Mr, W, 'L ). Welght, o son of
De, Elsno T, Wreight, Lusioess waa still
conducted nt tho old stand, howower, by
George I Lovios tn porson.,

Mr. Levis's particular fhoey in » businesy
wuy was o, sud It wis g guceessful spes.
ulator in that luid that he exeslled. He
bopsted, aod the gentlomen who put their
money in hiv hands boasted, that ho had
never lost & dollur sines bhe began “operating”
in potrolonm last June. If he bought oil it

fmmoedistely wlippod up suyvornl
coitw, and I he sold ofl it loat no
time in smeothly  slipping  down

n few points, On  the strength of the phe-
nomoun Mr. Levis might have claimed to b s
prophet, s mind reader, 8 domi-god, and his

tirers would have belioved him, but ho
made no such claim, Levis was modoest, 1o
cxpluined thesn n;:rnrontl;r inaxplicabls fu-
vors of fortune, sud drew further thousands
imto hilssafo by ono almple statement, Mo
hnd & friond, s very intimate frisnd, in New
York by the name of Harrls, Harris ocoupied
0 conlidential lrovllt.ilm.l in the employ of
the Standard Oil company, which everybody
knows controls the oll markets of tho world,
Whenever Lovis wanted to Irivest Harels not
only gave Lim the “tip,” but made tho ia-
wedtment for bim. Iu fact such was tho
confldence in Huarria's unorring judgmont,
buckod by his absolute kuowledge uf what
the Standard 011 uompnn{ wasgolog todo, knd
consequently of what oil wus going to do, that
of lute when Levis was ready to do business,
huviog accumalated coongh movey for an
operation from his Wushington frionds, Lo
simply telegraphod Harris to 'deal,” leuviog
it wholly with him whother bo should by or
sell. It always bapponed, actording to
Lovis's report of it, that Harrls had done ex-
sutly the rightthing.

1t would seom thet Levis, with o little
money W start on, might have taken all the
advantage to be dorived from this intimuey
with Hurrls, and theough him, i thy oll
mnrket, Dut bo did not do this. Levis wans
not solfish, Mo shared his sdvautages with
hundreds, perhaps thousands of Washington

wople, niud so krranged things that she hum-

lest man  or wowan's £ shonld
share proportionately  with the weslthy
congresswian’s thousands. Heo formoed what
Lo called “ayndicatos” and Inboled thom "A,"
MO and g0 on through the mlphalet,
Tho olork who came in wich a §20 noce whioh
Lo wished to turs into he prieo of a house
and lot, left the bill with Lowls sod went
awny with o neatly printed paper, inferming
hin that se was entitled to $20 jotorast in
tho uext “deal’ of “Syndicate . Momotimes
it requitod $200 to "1l & syadivate,” aud
somotimes 32,000, but whatever thy amount
wall, whenover enongh  poople had dopusited
tholr monoy, and the "I{Ildlﬂtﬂ" wan Mull,"
o tologenm wis sent to Horris to “deals” In
thirty deys from the thug of filling the syn+
diento Lovis sottled with Ll patroos, he
profits were onoroous. It was no uneomn-
mon  thing for A& man  to gusdrupie
his money. Somotimen he drew part or alj
of it out when the settloment was made, but

you'll all got your money.” Then he would
tell thom about the telegram from Muardook,
bt somo incredulous onos, who iasivied upon
peniog the telogram, noted that nothing was
#ald about the amount of monoy in Hafryin's
hands, In fact there has usver beon snye
thing oxcept Lovin's word nnd the telograma
fram Harris to show that Levis ever bought
or aold a single barrel of ofl.

The most astonishiog thing about the
wholy atiir s the confidonce with which a
mujority of the wictinu still inalse thay Lovis
in almply off on o sproe, and will scon bo
buck aud give thom their ‘Priunlsml and
profits, Until ydstevday naftervoon that
feollng scomed to bo  almost universal,
wud thers wre some things upon whicl
credulons men ey base o hope. Levids
check beok shows that during 'riduy and
Haturday ho gave out cheoks amounting to
$20,000 to investord, Many of thess cheoks,
it in wsaid, were for profits on the laat denl
which were not due, sccordiung to the thirly

doys’ sgreement, until  to-day.  His
frivnds " Why didn't he
tako that — §20,000 if ho  waa

golug to run away.” Ile took wo moncy
from the ban k hers, and slthough paymont
was refused on throo or four ehec:k’ it in bo-
liaved that tho deposit in tho S Nuationnl
bank was suflicient to pay all the rest. It in
further urged by Lovis's friends that he fa a
porfodionl drunkord sud  has an uncon-
trollublo appetito for  liquor, They say
that it ia his habit to go awsy and hide him-
solf whou he isdrank, They my that ho has
for n loug thme refused to deink, but hs was
drinking loat Bammlaly. Mon who hud ap-
parontly made smell fortunes through his
operations bave Intely been sending him hate
and canes aud other prescuts, Last woeok sov-
ornl  ensed of champsgno cnme in the
samo way, and on Saturday, with a party of
his Invosting frisnds, ho was drinking wine
in hin ofice. Ho drank so mueh Saturday
nud Suuday that on Sunday nlght he slopt st
Liis ottico, tustead of going to Lis room, which
ho has ocoupied fur somé tme ab the Hawmil-
ton,

His frionds say, further, that he wounld
havy beun extrewcly foollsh to ruu away
when be was connected with such profitable
enterprises outside of his oll busines, He
was of o trossnper Maryland Minloug company
which is sald to be making stacks of wone
toking out mles worth $10 & ponud, Hois
nlso teomaurer  of  an ien mang-
facturing compsny. * Tho oco-opurative ro-
frigerator somothing or othur' wes what
one of thedisgusted investors ealled it lase
ovening, Uiy compuiy owns  valuable
patonts on ico manofuoturing  machinery,
It fs supposed to make ice in the south wt

ularly suppoaed that this compauy I8 orgauize=
ing stock companios in ail southorn citios of
auy elzo, selling  half the stuck to
business mow in euch town for caough to
edtablish tho business and gettivg half of the
profits fur novbing, Iv is gencrally under-
atood that it has such a factory in sncovssiful
operation io ‘Tallabassee, Fla, 1t isalso gon-
orally underitood that Levis has recontly
bought Laif a doxon bouses wnd 1otd Iu Wash-
ington and puid for shom, aua thet only
lwat weak ho pald Col, Roulwoll $5,000 as part
ol the price of w dae*lot on which to build &
wagdificont houie, 1L 18 cortaln that for some
time Lo hins had o srchiteot coming to his
otfice oecusionally with plaus for a palatisl
resldence, which plaas  he bas discassed
aud eritiolsed  with  the juvesturs  who
wore  frequently  abunr the office.

Arguménts of Counsol Befora the Court of
Inquiry Yestorday,

Mr. Calkins Explains the Due Bill
and Mormrow Malters,

And Mr. Chandler Rovisws and Comments ¢n (he
Bvidencs on Both Sides, .

Report That the Court of Inguiry Tlas
Recommendod a ConrtsMartial,

The Swalm eourt of inquiry roonnvened
yasterday, and the connnel on both sides sub-
mitted argoments, after which the counrt
weut into sscrot sossion to conslder the cane
and male ita roport

On bobalf of Gen, Swaim, Mr, Calking
statod the charies and proceeded to consider
thom and the evidenne in regard to them in
thelr ordar, Taking up the due-bill transae-
tlon and the differing statomonts of Mr.
Bateman and Gon. Swaim concorning it, ho
aald it was cloar that when Mr. Hrown, to
whom the #5000 was originally loaned,
wished to sover his connootion with the firm
of Bateman & Co. thore was & talk botween
the three—Browan, Batemau, nod Swalm—
a8 to tho reinvestment of the $5000, the
robult of which was that Swaim consonted
to allow Mr. Dateman to have the $5000
on the wsamo torms  that  Brown  had
bad it, and thut Mr. Dateman gove him the
dua bill for this losn, The momurandum on
the bottom of the noto, *“10 per cont, and G
por cant. interoat,” Mr, Calkins sayd hos been
shown to rolur to o eliding scale of interest
agrecd upon betweon Dateman snd Swaim,
Mr. Batewsn clalmed that it was put on
there to repressnt tho amount still duo
Swaim on the loan to Hrown, but Brown
tontified that Gon, Swalm agroed to lot this
money €o, a4 he did not eare auythiog nbout
it, and Bwalm tostiflod thati he tolil Brown,
beforo the monoy was transfarred, that bo
would eharge him nothing for the use of it
Gen, Bwaim could not hisvo askod Mr. Bato.
wan to put o menomodum of that kiud on
the bostom of this duo bil when tho wattor
bad been thoretofore wrennged, and he had
told Mr, Brown distinotly that Lo would not
charge him suything for tho use of tho
moley.

My, Calkins contended that Batoman did
not carry ont his instructions swith regard to
the I'Atral elnim, sud was bouod in law to
sccount to Gen, Swaim for tho $1,000 invested,
With rospect to tho minjng stock transaction,
My, Calking fndlsted that Mer Bateman lu-
forined Gen, Swalm that ho bad  purchinsed
for him &,000 shures of Columbin Coppor com.
puny, No, 2, and that the flest inthostion
they bad that ho hod done otherwise was
the presentation to tho tourk of 2,000 sharcs
cach in Nom 2 und 3ns tho stock purchased
for Bwalin, Helerring to tho fect that Mr
Bateman acknowledged in court that this
storke wua worthless, Mr, Calking suid: “A
transaction of this kind has astrong fluvor of
frand and conspiracy to flecce innocent
parties who might by Inducod to tako stock

in such wild-cut conoerus,” and ho threntens
n furtbher invostigation of this transsction in
& ¢ivil court of equity,

Referring to the omission by Gon, Swalm
from bis statemoent of his nocount with Dates
ment & Co,of five teansactions, in which th ere
ware losses for him (Hwaim), Mr, Calkins said
“that the leaving off' of theso trananctions
was ot intended wa s wrong,"” and adds: “"The
truth {8 that nelther Uen, Swaim nor any
other sepsible mmn would make up and ine
trodice In testimony o shoot that bhad boon
fraudulently designed.”

With regard to the transfor of the duo bill
to Drignt, Humphroys & Co, by Swalm, snd
the subscquent suit, Mr, Calking sald chat it
was utterly incomprebouaible how o man could
perpetrate 8 fraud upon suether, whers thore
woro hovest ditferences of opinion botwoen
them relatiog to busiaess matter, by briog.
jug suit in o gourt of justice. Kven if the
due bill wus transferred for (ts foll smount it
wis no fraud upon Uatomaen, but upen the
assignees, bocnuse Batemnn was nod cub oll
from any delenses he wight bave by the
tranafer,

1o regard to tho chinrge that Gen, Swalm
bad kuowledye of the fraudulent character of
the vouchers negotisted by Col. Morrow, Mr,
Calkins denied that it bad been shown that
swalm knew that thoy wero fraudulent.

Coming 10 the conversntion in which it was
alleged that Swaimn madoe the threat about
"wqueering "' Morrow at tho war departmont,
Mr, Calkiog pointed out thut $ho witness
(Furker) differed from Batuman ug to that
conversntion, sand gorroborated Swiim o to
the taik having been wbout butohers' and
procors’ clalma,ind well as Swaim's elaim
ugainst Morrow bolng looked after equully
with the banker' claims. Swaim ssys he
said nothing wbout " syucering,' but did sy
that butchers' and grovers' olalms, if known
of nt thodepartment, might glve tho bankers'
syudieats trouble, r. Ualkiue's visw of the
conversation is thnt Batemun snld vomethiln
rellecsing upun tho oflicers of the army, an
that Gen. Swaim, lowlog his tompor at tho
remark, replied somewhat hotly to him, ua
he testificd that he did,  Gen, Swilis had no
knowledgoe of the triplieativn of Morrow's
wecounis until general pubiicity was given to
she wactter, aud I, thoreluro, says Mr
Calkiuy, uo wore respousible 0% au army
olficor for not having proferred charged
agadust Col. Morrow than auy other otlicer of
the army.

Mr., Chiandior in hilssrgument started out
with tho assertion that, “In the logel consti
tution of the wrwuy, that body s made the
keopar of ita own cousciouee.” ‘The statute
which provides that suy ottiear who is con-
vieted of vonduct unbocom ing nn oflleer and o

enileman shinll b disnuased from tos mervico

ses not, hosays, define theapoaitic neta which
sball call dewsn upon aw othiver tho puvishe
maout pronvunced by it. Whas conduct doos
oot becowe an ofleor and a  gentleman,
within the inhibitivn of this law, is to bo des
tormined in the opinion wad Jodgment of the
military tribunal to whom the conduet coms
pialted of s submittod, Tho ohjoct of tho
atatite In to fix n rulo of offivial conduct, and
thiv, says Mr. Obnudler, “will be tho result
of this qulry.”

My, Chinodler thon ondeavored to show
that the atatute prusuribing the punishment
of conduot unbocoming an offlcer and & gons
tloman does nos relate solely to the conduch
of an officer in the disclinrge of his ofigial
duties. Lo suy that it does would bo to asy
that the Iaw gives an oftloor of tho army
Immupity from consure of tho Inw for hubita
and practices which degrade b poron in any
othor station of Lt

Mr. Uhandler argued that the duo bill was
in no senso & uegutinble promissary note, but
bhe maked, "What beoeflt could the ucoused

Swalm the 5,000 ou which thy
due bill was given him bho koew from the
utatemants furniatigd hioe by the bank that
ho owed the bank 5907, He had wocopted
thote sistements without compluiut, and
baviug bovn silont concorning thew, thy law
nEumod that ho assentod to thelr correoknoss,

Gom, Swala beatidud, by wald, that she §6,000:
