Cuteaao, June 6,—An hour bofore the
convention began work 10,000 poopla wore
packed in  the hall and 10,000 more
wore on the ontaide clamoring for ad-
mimalon, There hud been a gront over-
lasuo of tickets, and countorfeits fooded tho
eity.
