In Instructing our consuls nt
tho principal Europoan ports to do
nil that llos in their power to
prevent the germs of cholora from being
carried across tho ocean. Consuls can
not provont tho sailing of infected
ships, but thoy aro Instructed to nppoint
competent physicians to inspect each ship
bound for United Statos ports, and only
to grant clean bills of health upon tho
recommendation of theso sanitary in-

spectors. Tho nbsonca of such papors
will put the health ollltvn on this sldo of
tho ocean on their guard, and quarantine-regulation-

will ba enforced against all
'suspected vobols. Our consuls havo also
bcou Instructed to give notlco by cabto of
the sailing of vessels which nro supposed
to havo contagious diseases on board.
Should tho cholera reach tho great sea
ports of wostorn Europe it can scarcoly
bo hoped that theso regulitions will koep
it away from America, but ns long as the
opldomic is conlincd to Mediterranean
ports a vigorous quarautino may shut it
out.

TilEur. is one statoment of tho demo-

cratic platform that is grimly humorous
Jtr'tlio light of history.

in the total ovorthrow of Mexico, nnd tho
cession of that territory to us nt our own
prico as tho result of that war. It was n
queer sort of lotting alono, so far as Mex-

ico was concerned, and if tho ghost of
Bnnta Anna and the old slavo-drlrin- g

democrats of MO wcro hovering about tho
Chicago convontlon thov must havo boon
twisted double with silent hilarity by tho
exquisitely mendacious humor of tho
modern domooraoy.

White Lights unit licit Lights.
Tlioro havo boen vory few accidents on

tho Washlngtin Irauoh of tho Ilaltlmoro
nnd Ohio railroad. We cannot recall a
collision or a wreck of any kind since tho
war that caused tho death of n passenger.

InTho hundreds of peoplo who make tho
trip ovory day botween Washington and
Ilaltlmoro fed about tho same sonso of
socurlty, whllo bolng carried along at the
rato of forty nud fifty mllos an hour, as
they do when sitting in their own homes.
Tho rndo shock of Saturday night
wakened many of thorn up to n realization
of tho fact that railroad travel rauuot bo
outlroly divested of danger. No rnattor
how porfect the system of signals, or how
plain tho running rales, ovory now and
then somoconductor, or euglneer, or switch
tender, or flagman, or train dispatcher, or
telegraph oporator will make a mistake,
olthor throiigh negligence or Inadvert-
ence, nnd suddenly there comes a crash
followed by death lu Its most cruol forms.

It scorns to bo Impossiblo to provider
acalnst sporadic outbreaks of hutnao-- r

flrmlty such as brought two trains Ujtfethor
on Saturday nlghl at tho Metropolitan
Junction. No doubt thcypobr flagman,
John Sullivan, was trying-t- o do his duty
as best ho know hoWf but for tho moment
bis Judgment was confuted, and whon ho
saw his mistakeJt was too lato to correct
it. There Ij juTuso of Imputlug criminal
neglect qr oven want of vigllanco to tho
unfortunate man. Ills wholo conduct
shnti that he was wldo awako and was

ng what ho supposed was necessary to
:p tho track cloar for tho train that

had tbo right of way, but ho was acting
under a wrong impression, nnd thus pro-
duced tbo disaster ho was trying to avort.
It wai n matter of lifo or death whothor
tho signal-ma- n nt tho east onil of tho
forked swltoh trausmlttod a red light or n
white light to tho signal-ma- n at tho west
ond. If ho sent a rod light it was notlco
to tbe Martlnsburg train that tho Ilaltl
moro train hod tho right of way nnd was
going to occupy tho track. If ho sont a
white light it was notice that tho Ilaltl-
moro train would bo kept back, and an
Invitation to tho Martlusburg train to
come ahead.

Tboro seems to be no doubt but that a
red light was displayed at the oast ond of
tho switch. Tho Daltimoro train was on
timo and had tho right of way, and It
was tho duty of tho signal-ma- n at tho
junction to display a red light. If tho
signal-ma- n at tho west ond could havo
seen this light thore would havo boon no
collision. But, unfortuuatoly, thoro aro
intervening troos and houses, and tho
signal must bo transmitted by flagmoa
who carry lanterns at night with thrco
sides that transmit whito light, and ono
side that transmits red light, Tho flag-- 1

man at the bridge caught the red light
and transmitted it to the next flag-

man on tho line, who in turn
gavo it to Sullivan, tbe llag- -

man at tnowatennox on iirst street,
near I atreat. Sullivan was In doubt as
to whether tho man to his right showod
a red or a whtto light, but he settled
down into tho belief that ho had seen the
whito sldo of tho lantern, and he accord-

ingly showod tho signal-ma- n at tho west
end of tho switch tbe whito side of his
own lantern. This ononed tho way for tho
Martlnsburg train, i Tho Baltlmoro tralni
already bad moved in, and tbo noxt
instant tho two trains camo together
with a torrlflo crash.

Tho tostlmony taken beforo tbo car-on-

yesterday shows pretty conclusively
that Sullivan mistook tho red light for a
whito light, and that this mlstako was
tho Immodljto causa of tho accident.
But tho wholo blame should not be put
on this unfortunate watchman, whoso
compensation is a dollar n day for six-

teen hours' work. Thero ought to ba
somo bettor devico for transmitting
siguals than a lautern with eolorod panes.
If the watchman in his hasto should
happen to drop his lantern aud break tho
red pane, ho would havo no danger
signal. Ho may also hold his lantern In
a way that leaves tho man who is read-

ing tho signal in doubt as to whether ho
means to show the red or white.
" At a point like the Metropolitan junc-
tion, whore trains from two roads ruu on
a connecting switch, thoro ought to bo
some hotter system of indicating tho
moromonts of trains than by moans of
colored lantorns in the hands of hard
worked flagmen. Tho money that this
accident will cost would havo orocted n
watch tower at each end of tho switch,
high above troes and houses, and enough
would havo beon loft to havo paid for
tho maintenance of a pair of burning
eyes that could be seen for miles on cither
track. Tho failure of tho company to
provide a proper system of signals

watchman Sullivan from a good
doal of the blame that attaches to him
for showing tho wrong side of his lantern.

It Is also quite apparent that both
trains wcro running at an unreasonable
rato of speed. The engineer of the Baltl-

moro train says that bo was not ruuning
faster than four or flvo miles an hour,
but wltuessos who woro looking nt the
moving train think that tho speed was at
least twenty mllos an hour. Tho Mar-

tlnsburg train was also runningvery fast.
Both trains were runulng in violation of
tho law when they came togotbor.

The domocrats aeclaro in their plat-

form that tho republican party has sub-

jected American workmoa to tho compe
tition of convict labor. If called upon to
say when and whore, tho " putrid remi-

niscence," could not answer tho query,
tho statoment bolng a solemn falsehood.
But tho American workiugman who cares
to juriulro into the good faith of tho
statomout is Invited to exninluo Into tho
convict labor system prevalent in tho
southern statos, whoro domocraey reigns
supremo and unquestioned. Tboro ho
will find that the black men nro sent to
the penitentiary In droves for trivial of-

fenses that In tho nor thorn states would bo
adequately punished by fine. Ho would
find that their labor Is leased out to con-

tractors who are at liberty to employ
them at any form of labor thoy may
choose, without tbe slightest regard to
how freo labor may bo affected. Ho will
find that those convict laborura nro
treated with a measuro of inhumanity
shocking to the moral sense of tbo ago.
Ho will find that men high In authority In
tho councils of the democratlo party, men
who sat in tho very convontlon that mado
this false and hypocritical doclaration
against tho republican party, even n
domocratlo United States senator, havo
grown rich from tho Iniquitous profits
of.thlj degraded and horribly cruel con-

vict labor system for whlch democracy
Is solely responsible, aud which democ-
racy fosters and protects.

Tlioro are
many carnost nnd truo mon who feel thnt
I represent them, and that I should do bo
in a moro active way. Thoy urge mo to
remain n candidate for presldont, to stand
for the principles which thoy boliovo, in
which thoy know I sympathize. Is it
best for them nud for mo? I havo alroady
accepted tho nomination of tbogroenback
party. Tho best things in thu democratic
platform I subscribo to. somo of thcin
nro substantially my own.

"I havo met Gov. Clovoland but onco,
nnd havo no quarrel with film. But be
