An Excursion Train Jumps the Track, Throw.
Ing tlio Passengers Down an Embankment
A Xumber Seriously Injured,
Cantos, Ohio, July 20. A point on tho Con

noton Valley railroad, two miles cast of here,
wn, last night tho scene, of n tcrrlblo wreck,
The employes of Aultman it Co.'s machine
works held their annual plcnlo at Cuyahoga
Falls, and over 2,000 persons went on tho ex-
cursion. Thcro wero two trains of fifteen cars
each. Tho first section arrived nt Canton on
its return nt 7:20 o'efock p. in., nnd w hllo hun-
dreds or fathers, brothers, nnd sisters wero nt
the station waiting for friends nnd relatives on
the second section a hntlcss messenger Ciuno
running down tho truck crying that tho train
had been wrocked nud many of tho excursion-
ist, killed nnd Injured.

Tho sceno which followed was of tho wild-
est description, nnd when tho wreck was
reached, men, women, mid children ran
around wringing their hands and looking for
their loved ones. Mno curs.wero otftho track
nnd In water four feet deep. T ho cries of the
Injured wero heartrending.

Hundreds of willing hands Immediately set
to work mill It was found that not moro than
tweuty-flv- persons wero Injured, but It was
Impossible to say how many wero killed, or
who they were. About ft dozen or moro pas-
sengers nro missing nud may be under the cars,
but nothing definite: enn bo known until tho
wrecking train, w lilch Is now on Its way to the
scene or the nccldent, arrives. A telegraph
ofllco has been ojicncd near tho wreck and
everything Is being done to nllovlato tho suf-
ferings ortho Injured,

A young man, of good
family nnd bright prospects In life, ended up
n prolonged spree hero last evening by mur-
dering his mistress nud dangerously wound-In- g

another woman who was her companion
nnd hi, frlond. Tho trngcdy'occurrcd in a
dlsreputnblo houso on North street, kept by
Jessie Hutchlns. In tho morning thcro ar-
rived thcro from Toronto, Can., a young man
nnd two young women. Tho young man, who
was not over 22 years of age, had been on a
protracted debauch and bnro on his faco tho
evidences or his cxcosslvo drinking.

Ho gnvo tho namoof Gcorgo P. Lchnhart,
and said ho lived In western New York. It Is
now quite certain, howovcr, that his namo Is
Gcorgo W. Haroltluc. and that his homo is In
Jamestown, N. Y. Ho and the young women
wero given rooms In tho house. Ho aoborcd
up In tho courso of tho day, but handled. n
couple or revolvers In so reckless a manner
that tho women in tho houso took them from
his room secretly nnd removed tho cartridges
from them. Ho discovered what thoy had
done, nnd cooly reloaded them.

Soon nfter ho went to tho room whero tho
two women ho had brought with him wero
sitting, locked tho door, and demanded of
numio jacKsou n diamond ring stto Had on
her finger.

Ho
then told her ho would shoot her If she did
not glvo It to him. She, thinking tho revolvers
wero not loaded, still refused. Ho began at
once to blare away nt her. The llrst shot shat-
tered tho young woman', arm. Her friend,
May White, rushed In to save her, when Hazel-tlu- o

tired at her, hitting her lu the faco,
maklugn tcrrlblo ugly wound.

Then Mamie Jackson threw herself upon his
shoulder nnd begged Tor her lira. Ho deliber-
ately placed tho pistol to her breast and fired.
Sho fell to the Moor nnd died almost Instnntlv.

Interesting Report, of a Constantly Active
Volcano Upheaved from the Set Two Yean

m,.Ago.

May SO, to Interesting reports byolll-cer- s
or tho Corwlu describing h visit to tho re-

cently upheaved volcano In Bering sea at Jho
northern end otBogosIofr Island, In latitude
fcJ, 5V, lb" north) longitude lf, 00", 21" wost.

This volcano, which Is lu ft state or constant
and Intcnso activity, was upheaved from tho
sea In tho summer of lWJ, but was not seen by
nay civilized cyo until Sept. 27, 189J, when ft
Whs discovered by Capt, Anderson, of tho
schooner Matthew Tumor. A few flays later it
wnS also seen bv Capt. Hague, of Ibo steamer
Dora, but no landing upon It was mado pre-
vious to that by tho officers or tho Corwlu last
Spring.

Vt. cmans describe, It ns n dull gray, Irreg-
ular, hill, about (00 reel In holclit.
from the sides and summit of which great
volumes orvapor wero arising. At a height or
about tho dlstanco fromthebiseto
thcapox of thccouothcrolssucdn very regular
scries of largo steam Jcts,.whlcb extended In a
horizontal direction completely across tho
northwestern face of the bill. Around theso
stenra Jets wero seen uiwu nearer npproach
doposlt of sulphur of various hues, which at
a distance hud lookod like patches or vegeta-
tion. A lauding was effected without diffi-
culty upon a narrow saud spit connecting tho
lnrw volcano with tho old Island ol llogoloir,
nndDr.'emnnsand Lieut. Contwoll under-
took tho ascent of tho smoking rone. It was
covered by a layer of ashos formed Into n crust
by tho action of rain, which was not strong
enough to sustain n man's wolght, and at ev-
ery step tho climbers' feet crushed through It,
nnd they sank kneo deep Into a soft, almost Im-
palpable dust which arose In clouds and nearly
suffocated them.

As tho summit was ncared tho heat of tho
ashes became' almost unbearable A ther-
mometer burled In them half way up tho
ascent marked 190, and In a crovlco or the
ramparts ot tho crater "tho mercury rapidly
expanded and tilled tho tube, when Ibo bulb
burst, ami shortlynrterward tho solder used In
attaching tho suspension ring to Uie Instru-
ment was fused." Tho temperature was esti-
mated at 000 Fahrenheit. On nil sides of thu
cono wore perforations through which ttio
steam escaped with moro or less energy, and
in some ciues at regular intervals like the
exhaust of a steam engine. Tho Interior or
tho crater could nol bo seen on account ortho
clouds otsraoko and vapor whloh illicit It.

"Acurlou, fact to bo noted," Lieut. Cantwell
says, "In regard to this volcano Is tho entire
absence, apparently, or lava nnd cinder. No-
where oould I find tho slightest evldenco or
either or theso characteristics or othor volcanos
hitherto examined In tho Aleutian Islands."
Voloanlc dust or ash, howovcr, Ls thrown out
In considerable quantities and carried by tho
wind to place, as distant as Ounaluskn. After
caroAilly measuring tho volcano and photo-
graphing It from various points of view tho ex-
ploring party returned without uootdont to the
ship. Capt. Hcaly reports his Intention to
lcavo May 20 for St. Michaels and the Arctic,
and says no will visit tho new volcano again
on his return,

An Interesting Letter hy Commissioner Evans

Upon the (Question Raised,

Mr. Waller Evans, commissioner of internal
rovenue, has received from tho collector at
Louisville, Ky., n, letter Inqulrinj whother,
under thu provisions of tho but leglslntlvo,
executive and Judicial appropriation bill, n
deputy collector or clerk, already employed In
the service, can lawfully be promoted to 11

higher grade deputyahlp or clorkshlplu caso
of u vacancy lu such higher grado. ineaulnc
of course by tho words "Idghor grade" a posi-
tion wlti a higher salary.

The clnii'o of tho bill, which It was thought
might prohibit suoh promotion, Is a, follows:

Itmlded, however, That the number of
deputy collectors, gangers, storekeepers, nnd
clerks employed In tho collection of Internal
revenue shall not bo Increased, nor shall tho
salary of said officers and employes bo In-
creased beyond tho salaries paid during the
last fiscal yoar.

Commissioner Evans has decided tho ques-
tion thus raised by writing tho collector at
Ixmlsvlllo as follows:

The appropriation for the payment of tho
salaries and expenses of collectors and deputy
collectors 1, always mado In ouo round sum.
being 11 xed this year at S1,8M,000.

The practice of this office, With tho approval
of tho honorable secretary of the treasury, has
always been to apportion such amounts from
that sum, to tho various Collectors, us might bo
necessary to tho payment of their salaries,
and those of such deputies as Ihcy might bo
allowed to employ for tho proper conductor
thecuhllo business in tacit several districts.
Tu Illustrate :

The colloctor ls nllowud ,a sum sufficient to
employ ono deputy at fc.000 per milium,
another nt 51, W0, another at 91,200, and still
others at SI.WO per annum each, nnd these
salaries aro cspclullv fixed In tho allowance.
Now, us I understand the statute, It expressly
forbid, tho Increasing from this office of any
deputy's salary, but I am of 'opinion that con-cro-

did not mean nor Intend lr n vacancy In
the deputyahlp thus established should
occur that an old experienced deputy of 51,500,
or other established grade, could not bo pro-
moted by tho collector to such vacancy.

If this bo not tho proper Interpretation ortho
statute, then tho old nnd experienced olllccr
will bo proscribed and deprived or a merited
right ot promotion, aud ft new and altogether
inexperienced man must tio given the aupimsptl
8.Mj vacancy, Hit Is filled ut all, over tho headsor those already In otllcc.

This office, in tho manner Indicated, allows
a collector a given number or dcputyahlps, and
fixes the salaries appertaining to each. Tho
deputies, however, are appointed by the col-
lector, nnd hold their places subject entirely to
his pleasure. In cuso or u vacancy lrom any
cause, cither from death, removal, or resigna-
tion, I do not doubt thu power of tho collector
to appoint to that vacancy any eligible iierson,
whether he ls already In the service or not.

1 do not regard that as un "Increase of
salary" within the meaning of tho provision
or tho law abovo copied.

I think that lauguao applies to a direct
augmentation or pay from this ofllco nnd tho
secretary's, uud not to tho filling or a pluco
tho saury or which has already been fixed.

We cannot add to Iho salary or a doputyshlp
ns fixed during the last llscal year, but that
dcputyshln as It ls already flxod can be filled
by tho collector nt his pleasure, Tho samo re-
mark applies to clerks and clerkships."
