Seven stands havo boon erected in tho
park from which speeches will bo deliv-
ered, but only small d tacliuicnts of tho
great assombly will como within tho
rango of tho sponkors' voices. Tho repre-

sentatives of tho bono nnd slnow of Eng-

land do not gather In Hyilo park for tho
purpose of listening to long addresses.
Their object in coming to London Is to of
give tho house of lords somo Idea of the
physical and political power which they of

roprosent. It was wretched folly for tbo
peers to provoko a contest with tho com-

mon people. Tho sturdy laborers who
will march lu tho procession y havo
uo great regard for hereditary rank, and
If they should dotormlno that tho United
Kingdom could got along without tho
upper house of parliament nothing could
pruvont them from abolishing it. Chiv-

alry would bo as powerless against tho
working pooplo of England as It was
nguinst Cromwell's psalm-stngln- g army.
Tho only safety for rank and privilege In
those days is to avoid a collision with
tho rising spirit of republicanism,

Thoro is soma apprehension In Lon
don lest tho bringing together of
so many pcopln should cause a
disturbance of tho peace. Of courso
everything will bo at the moroy of
tho crowd. No polloo force, however
powerful, could copo with so vast an as-

sembly of able bodied men should they
engago In n riotous demonstration; but It
is to bo hoped that the moral offoct of tho
gathering will not bo destroyed by a re
sort to violence If tho disfranchised
classos in England want to convince tbo
voting classes that they would not abuso
tho right of suffrago should it bo oxtendod
to them, they must show that thoy nro
capable of and are Imbued
with tho senso of public order.
