JTIle Isthmus Canal.
Mr, Theodore II. Urowney, a practical

nu n ci, who has been for two years
on tho Panama canal, has roturncd

to San Francisco, and gives a rather
account of tho work, He saj's

that tlicro has beon an enormous expendi-
ture of money without any commensurato
reiiults. Every step takon In tbo prose-
cution of tho great enterprise has been
characterized by prodigal waste and in- -

cunceivablo mistaken. The company
spent a largo sum of money In building
ip tho town of Colon, at tho Atlantic
erinlnuo, which should havo been
U voted lo digging tho ditch. Tho town
rvould I nvo rrowu of itself with the
progross of tho work. It is essoutlally
I'ronch In its nro iltjcturo, population,
language, and, in fact, iu all its charac-

teristics.
Tho flrot d vision of tho canal oxtonds

rout Culuii to O .lun, soven miles. It wns
u.ipotol that all tho digging on this

II vision could bj dono with dredging
inchlncs, nud tho contracts woro mado
accordingly. At tho ond of two miles,
however, tho machlnos struck a coral
rcof, whoso oxlsteuco was not suspected,
nnd they could do nothing inoro until a
pass.igo was cut through the reef. The
dreJgjs voro floated over tho obstruction
at high tide, but tho canal has not yot
boen cut through tho coral. Tho ma-

chinery is wearing out, and a groat donlof
mnniy will bato to bo expended in re-

placing it boforo much effective work can
bo dene.

Tbu second section extends from Gatun
to Palo four miles and runs through
locks, alternating with swamps and
Jungle. Nothing has beon done on this
section yot except to clear away the o

obstructions, and consequently not
much money has been spent. From Palo
tu I'ljolo the lino of tho canal has been
marked by clearing away the timber and
leveling tho hillocks. Tho ditch mast bo
dug through red clay and rocks. A good
deal of monoy has boen expended In mak-
ing roads for carrying tho dirt to dump-lu- g

places. About 11,000,000 hot beeu
expended In preliminary work betwoon
I'ljolo and Chagros.

Mr. Qrownoy goes ovor tho wholo
Hwolve sections and gives tho condition
of each, and tho summing up of thy
wholo Is auything but encouraging.
Colossal blunders have beon mado In the
original estimates which pat tbo costs
far beyond anything that has yot been
conceived of. Up to. Juno 23, 1631, ac-

cording U tho cancel'sj)tlmate.,;T'50li
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000,000 had boon oxpended. Tho routo
through tho Einpornrtor section was
changed after $3,000,000 had been wasted
in experimental work.

Tho most extraordinary blundors seem
to havo beon mado by Count do Lossops
himself in his estimates. For instance,
Do Lcsscps contemplated a perpendicular
cut on tho Culobra section 233 feet deep.
It has beon ascertained, howevor, tbat tho
banks must have a stopo of at least CI
decrees, and this will lnvolvo the romoval'
of many millions of cublo feet of earth
ovor and abovo tho amount contemplated
In the estimates. Tho cost of this cat was
llicdat (10,000,000, but It will oxecod
$20,000,000.

Mr. Urowney has no hope that tbo canal
will be completed within the century, and
ho says that If Do Lcsseps woro to dio tho
wholo prcjoct would collapse Tho pcoplo
who nro alartnod lest tho neir coraplotlon
of tho canal may mako troublo during Mr.
Illalno's administration can lako heart
again.

Thoro Is noth-
ing hcroio or manly in such "chumptsh"
solf abasemont. Audacity sometimes
compels admiration; n cowardly surrender
of manhood excites contempt.

Jersey. Looking over tho wholo field
wo think tbat Gen, Butler will get more
democratle votes than republican votos
in the closely contested states, aud that
his candidacy will upon tho whole bo
advantageous to the republicans.

Oon. Horatio 0. King, who wont to
Buffalo to Investigate tho chargos against
Gov. Cloveland for the purpose of "sotting
Mr. Bseeher'a mind at rest," was lntar
viewed by the H'orM on his return to
Brooklyn.

"When a child was born, Clevoland, In
order to shield bis two frlonds, who wero
both married men, assumed the respons-
ibility of it. Ho look cars of tho child
and mother llko a man, and did every-
thing in his power for them, and ho pro-
vided for them until tho woman bucamo
a confirmed victim to alcoholism end
mado It imposslblo by her conduct for
him to havo anything to do with her.
Ho never separated tho mother and child,
nor did he do anything to Injure tbe
woman. Ho was throughout tho wholo
affair a victim of circumstances. Ho ac-
cepted responsibilities tbat not one man
in a thousand has shouldered and acted
honorably In tho matter. I questioned
many mon In Buffalo who bavo known
tho govornor fur years, nnd I found that
ho was admired nnd respocted oven by
those who disliked him personally.

Krumholse, of Buffalo,
had serv.ed In his official capacity wbllo
Cleveland was mayor. Ho had known
him for years, nnd assured mo that tho
first Intimation of immorality or any-
thing of that kind which he had seen
came from tbo shoot that published the
scandalous story. Llko many men Mr.
Cleveland likes good living and good
company, bat ho never goes to excess in
anything, and ho respects tho opinions
and tbe prejudices of othors. Tho other
