Interviews With Commander Schley and Other
Oflletrs-flrs- ely Sot Yet Heard From-lll- nts

About a Story Tt to lis In

Strgt. Cross's Collin.

Nr.w York, Aug. 11 A reporter
Jhowcd Commander Schley, tho chief officer
oftho arcolyrellofcxpcditlon, tho published
story of Grccly and his comrades sustaining
life pi lho bodies of tholr companions.

Bchloy said Immediately and with
great Indignation: "Thcro Is not a word of
truth In that story. You need not show It to

tto for I hav oread It. It has been manufac-
tured out of whole cloth, and If In era Lieut.
Orccly I should tako legal steps against tho
papcrlhat published tho outrageous statement.
Now, regarding somo of tho specific charges: It
is tmo that I did suggest to Secretary Chandler
that tho bodies should bo placed In metallic
Cases. This I did becauso I thought that they
would bo bolter protected In this way. Theso
caskets wcro not "alt bolted and rlvctod," but
they wcro simply closed In tho usual way. It
has been tinted that tho bodies were placed In
tnctallio cases so that tho friends of tho dead
could not get at them, and that, with tho ex-
ception of a few men who assisted In removing
tho bodies, no ono on the relief ships saw them.
This Is false: tho bodies lay on thodukof
tho Thelli several days, and there was hardly
a sailor on tho ship who did not sco and touch
them, for wo wcro obliged to keep leo on them
all tho time. It Is said that 1 communicated
to Secretary Chandler and Gen. Itarcn, at
Portsmouth, on Aug. 2, facts leading to tho
conclusion that these men had eaten up their
companions. This I deny. I raado no such
communication to either of Ihcso gentlemen.
I do not think thcro was any cannibalism
practiced by Urecly or his men. 1 know noth-
ing about this business, nor did I order an In-

vestigation."
Mr. Ames, tho surgeon of tho Dear, corrob

orated all that Commander Bchlcy said, and
added : "Itegardlng tho story about the Ger-
man whojs reported, w hen tlio sailors lifted
him up, to bnvo said, 'Must I bo killed and
eaten hi Henry was,' 1 say I questioned this
man after them, and thoy positively denied
that ho made any such remark. 1 Attended
tho man afterward. Ho was delirious and did
not know svliat ho said, but ho never while I
wasnear him said atijthliig about Henryor
any ono clso being eaten. I do not think thcro
Is a word of truth in tho storv. Dr. Green and
mjselflatdullthe bodies out. They were, of
course, noining out SKin ana none, out wmi
tho exception of ono of tho men, whoso back
was broken, they wcro all right; that is, they
did not look as if they had been mutilated, or
ns ii mo nesn nau Dccn roicn nu oi mem.

Lieut. CohlUo, first ofllcer of tho Hear, said :

"I wrapped tho bodies of tho dead up and
then tho sailors rcmov cd them to tho launch.
I did not notice any sign of mutilation about
them."

Lieut. Coh lllo did, however, tay that ho had
heard rumors about tho Grccly survivors hav-
ing eaten tho bodies of their comrades. Ho
would not stato whero ho had heard them or
what ho thought of them.

Among the sailors of the Hear and Thetis
there Is unalrot mystery, andvllsortsof stories
aro alloat. But their statements ore conflict-
ing, and it Is hard to know what they know or
what thoy think.

Geo. Gavel, captain of tho "top" of tho
Thetis, Is a most Intelligent oung seaman and
ho tells n very straightforward storv. Hosavs:
1 dug ten of tho dead bodies up. Thoy wcro
only covered with n thin layer of sand, I
raw uolhlug about them that suggested canni-
balism, thtro was somo llttlo flesh on them.
They wcro not frorcn hard when wo found
them und their flesh and skin was nulio soft.
Tho bodies lay on tho deck ten days and wo
all saw them. Tho German stIio Is reported to
havo 6atd: 'Must I bo killed and eaten as
Henry was?' did not mako any such remark.
When ho saw us coming to him ho said : 'I
knew tho Yankees would como and find us.' "

One or two of tho sailors said that If thoy
wero discharged they would have a story to
tell, but they do not euro to say anything now.
Sergeant Hraluard, ono of tbo survivors, Is re-

ported to have kept a diary and In It to havo
stated that one of tho party had to bo sacri-
ficed to keep tho rest ulhe. teaman Gaslor
who bccamonultolnttmato with Bralntrd on
tho voyago home, said Tlralnard referred to a
dog and not to a man when ho wrototho
above.

Poatsvioutii, N. H Aug. 12 Secretary
Chandler returned hero an
associated press Agent visited him on tho
Tallapoosa to inquire concerning tho truth of
tho article In New York Timet. Tho
secretary appeared to bo considerably agitated.
Ho said: "V. on may say that 1 havo seen tho
New York limes und that tho navy depart-
ment has received no such report of tlio shoot-
ing ot Henry and cannibalism as tho Timet
S" res. Of courso you naturally next ask mo Is

o story tmo. Isay that I ucclino to say, I
rcniso to say unythlng further about tho mat-
ter."

aald last evening that that part of tho slory re-

lating to tho interview between himself, Sec-
retary Chandler, and Commander bchlcy was
untrue, as Is also tho rcpoit that tho limbs of
somo of tho party wero amputated and after-
ward eaten.

'Thcro was but ono amputation, ho said,
and that occurrcd-sl- davs after tho party had
been rescued, when they wero surrounded by
a boat load of thing1 tu tat. They wouldn't
want to cat tho limbs of men under those cir-
cumstances."

"There Is no truth then In tho remainder of
tho published stories that tho bodies wcro
eaten H

"I will not say that they aro not truo. Ihavo
but casually glanced nt tho published story
other than ot thoso iorltous w filch I deny."

"Did voiiheurnny rumors while at Ports-
mouth that thu dead men had been eaten 7"

"There wcru rumor,, of that kind afloat.
My olliclal position would not permit me to
give thu facts In tho case."

"1 hero are facts then?"
"I can't answer that. I lad a long Inter-

view with Lieut. Grcely, but tho subject of
eating tho bodies was not rcicrrcd to. I can
Imnglno a casu when cannibalism w ould bo
Justifiable, and It would boucusowhero men
aro starving."

"Has Secretary Chandler rccciv cd any report
relative to this subject?"

"Not that I know of. I havo recelv cd none."

had been killed, and that tho survivors had
eaten his body. Hut I decllno to glvo any
facts In his caso that I might know."

" 111 tho shooting be tho subject of Investi-
gation by tho war deparrment?

"Not necessarily. Men nro shot every day
In mutinies, and no Investigation is made.
Under some ilrcumstanccs It might bo proper."

"Will thcro bo any Investigation or tho re-
ported eating of tho bodies ("

"An investigation could not bo made either
by tho war or navy department. That is a
mattir that congress will havo to look into.
It Is probable that u congressional Investiga-
tion will bomudone.it winter, 'J hut all the
facts In tho case will presented, and until then
nothing will bo glv en out."

" hy was It necessary to place tho remains
in melul coffins, thoroughly bulled, und then
telegraph that they rhoiild not bo opened
under any tlrcumttuncu'f"

"Whllu tho bodies wcio frozen they would
not decompose. It was thought best toplaco
them In metalllo caskets so that tho gas escap-
ing from llicm would not burst tho loillus.
And then It was thought the friends would
not n ant to look at the remains, und tho order
w as glv en not to open tho casket."

cumstances. Hero was n caso of A rcpnrnte,
Independent military command placed In a
position whero emergencies arlso which could
not bo foreseen, and whero tho prompt action
oftho commanding otllccr was necessary to
preserve the lives of the wholo party. It was
precisely parallel to the caso of a separato
army acting In tlmo of war At a dlstancc,when
immediate action was absolutely necessary,

As to the use of human llcsh to prcserv o tho
lives of tho survivors, while the Idea Is revolt-
ing, history shows that such use has been tho
rule ever since history has told ortho constant
recurrence of such cases, 'lho Jcinnelto Is
tho only exception; jet thcro the testimony
showed that they began to gnaw At their own
flesh; besides that, He Long'a party perished
really from exposure moro than from hunger,
Tho only thing about this story that seems at
all to glvo evidence to Its truth Is lho Instruc-
tion that was sent here from tho Army authori-
ties at Governor's Island to Mrs. William It.
Cross when tho body ot Scrgt. Cross was sent
on. The order read, "Undernoclrcumstanccs
must this cased bo opened." Yet this could
easily bo accounted for by common causes.
Ilia finding whru found wcro rtlaced In tho oil
tanks that wero fixtures of tho lower hold of
tho Bear anil Thetis and immersed in atconoi.
Ihoelloctof that would bo to mako human
llcsh look Uko dirty, shriveled leather, and
loathsomoto look at; besides this, tho bodies
wero floating In the Alcohol and must have
been much bruised while tho vessel was roll-
ing aud tumbling about during tho heavy
gales experienced In returning.

Cross, n younger brother of the Sergeant, urged
that the lid be removed, so that tho body
might be Identified bevnud Alt question, liut
Mrs. Cross wisely objected to Acting contrary
to tho Instructions received, not to nllow tho
casket to be opened, and urcod that tho body
must be emaciated Uom starvation
and disfigured by tho transjxirtatlon
homo in tho tanks, and sho
wanted to retain as her last recollection of her
husband, the bright, cheerful look on his faco
as ho turned and kissed his hand to hir on en-
tering the carrlago at their door to loave her
forever. In the light of this new story tho
could not ) ct tell whether sho would now con-
sent to an examination of the remains, but
sho would defer considerably to the wishes
of his mother and brothers, wlio live here, al-

though she still does not w aut lo know It cv en
If tho appearance of the body should proro tho
story to be true. Sho has not vet seen the
brothers, but probably will to morrow, aud let
them decldo what shall bo done.

Congressional cemetery aud would bo con-
venient ofai cess In casu the relatives should
ovcrcomo Mrs Cross's objections and concludo
to mako an examination oftho bndv.

Tha Voltaire gives tho fol
lowing account of tho French operations In
China: Admiral Lcspcs blockaded Kelung
on Aug. 0. The Chlneso attempted to repel
him with a battery of Krupp cannon. The
French thereupon opened tiro and silenced tho
Lattery without casually. A company then
landed and spiked tho guns. In this operation
ono man was killed and two wounded.

The Cholera.
Marseilles, Aug. l'i There Is a continuous

decrease In the number of deaths lu thu out-
lying districts. Tho weather continues In
tensely not.

In tha 24 hours pndlnir nt a.rt0 this rvon.
ing thcro were cloven deaths hero from cholera.
Ouo death occurred In Toulon to day. Moro
persons huv o been attaosed than on any day
recently, but tho character of lho disease Is
much milder than formerly. Nino cascswero
admitted to the hospitals and the same
number discharged cured. Seventy-lbu- r aro
uuder treatment. At Moutfort nuu death is
reported and two at l.agard.

At Ulgeati two deaths occurred from
cholera. Tho situation thero is improving.

lho cholera is raging In the department of
tho Basses Alps. At ouo vlllago whero there
was no doctor twenty-on- e deaths occurred
Saturday. A family of thirteen In the village
died, and their bodies remained for thirty
hours uuburled. Tho major of thu placu is
lnactlv o, and a panic oxlsts among tho peoplo.
A doctor and uurso from tho Pbaro hospital
havo been sent to assist in taking care of tho
sick.

Home, Aug. 12. Flvo fresh cases of cholera

SHH-1-IN- COMMI8SIONKIIS.

Their Duties Defined hy tho Commissioner of
Natlgstlen.

Tbo commissioner of navigation has ad-
dressed tho following communication to
Messrs. Thornton, Itolllns, and others, ship
owners and brokers of lialtlmore, in regard to
tuo uuturs ui ftuijijtiug commissioners;

"I haverccelvud your petition or tho 16th
ultimo, asking whether, lu view or tho tact
that tho law allows tho owners, masters, or
conslguccs of vessels engaged lu tho toasting
trado (oxcept between Atluullo and Pacltlo
ports In vessels of seventy llvo tons or upward)
aud trado with tho HrtlUh North American
possossious, lho Y, est indies, nnd tuo ropubllu
or Mexico, to perform tho duties or shipping
commissioners, they can also employ persons
to bring seamen to them aud to too that lho
seamen go on board, aud pay said porsons lor
such services. Thu practice spoken or by you
has been lu vogue heretofore, but tho prov islon
or section 10, act of Juno2e, 1SS4 (shipping net),
prohibiting thu remuneration uf any iwrwnsexcept shipping commissioners for tho ship-
ment cf suameu, has caused a doubt of its
legality under tho present law."

Tho object of the section referred to appears
to hav o been to correct an ev ll known by con-
gress to exist. This evil Is lho taking advan-
tage of tho prodigal habits of the sailor by
designing persons ; to remedy tho evil, the law
w as enacted. It alms to protect the seamen In
tho completo control or his earnings by pro-
hibiting tho payment ol nny part or share
thcreoi to any person or corporation In

of lho tlmo when It shall havo been
actually earned ; so that any money paid to
landlords, runners or other persons, cunuot bo
so paid as a share of tho seamen's wages or
with a vlow of being deducted thcrclroiu at
any subsequent tlmo.

But lrtho ship owners or mastora dcslro to
employ persons to hunt up crews at their own
