Irons to get
hot. When I aw oko all In tho house had guuo
tnbod. thin 1 retired, anil bucuuso 1 over
slept myseir Ibis morning I was beaten on the
head, hands, and body with ft heavy stick. I
was promised nnotlier beating alter breakfast,
ten limed harder than tho one I got before, but
I managed to get uwny nud como to the pollco
station lor protectiou. vvucu iney uent my
feet with a club I had to place my limbs be-

tween the runes ofn chair to lircvent me rrom
kicking, and when I hail my head bandaged
to hido tho bruises and cuts she mado me tell
the neighbors, If they asked what was tho
matter, tnat l nau a com. vv ucnsuo msccratcu
my lips sho mado mo tell her husband that I
bitten thcin." Josephine's nppiaranco was
Hilllclcutlo substantiate her statements. Tho
Injuries to heffect are so lovero thot sho Is
hard ablo to walk ami her knees nud thighs
aro bruised and. discolored. A physician de-
clared that tho condition of tho girl's hair
plainly showed that It Had been piillcd out by
tho rones. Tho aunt denied that .she had
treated tbo girl inhumanly, tuntigti sho had at
times whipped her lor disobedience.
