BENT TO THE BOTTOM OF VINEYARD WAVEX
BY A BUHOONER,

Four of the Crew Hupposed fo bo Dirowned—
Varlous Accounts of the Colllslon —Uonlness
of ihe Oflpers and Mon—The Bescas—No
Explanatlons Ofered,

Corraae Crry, Masa, Auog, 22.—-The
United States ateamer Tallapoosn, which
has boon oruining along the const of Now
England for somo woeoks past, was struck
bow on by the throe-mmsted schooner
Wamesn B, Lowell, of Bath, Mo, Capt.

« Reed, lant night, and sank in ten minutes.

The oollinion oscurred about 11 o'cloek,
throo miles porthwest of Onk Hiaffs,
{Martha's Vineyard, and the stesmor now
lies in ton fathioms of water, in what ia
known as Squash meadow, her one
standing mast and the top of hor wmoke
stack alono baing visible. Sho hnd on
board 140 men, and was hound for Now-
‘port, B I, Thae schoouer was bound from
Baltimore for P'ortland with coul,

As tho Tallapoosu went down hor
whistle was blown as a sigaal of distross.
t1t was hoard by tho Boston and Savannsh
stoitner Gato City, bound seuth, which
eamp up immediately, and with the
schooner Mary A. Hood and the Lowell
roscued all the crow except Burgoon

In abeut five minutes. Schooner damaged
ahout the bow.

tious, hend on. The wohooner shonld
hinve kapt ateaight along, and we shaould
hnve passed to ono side of her, but it would
seom though the officars in chargo of the
sthoonor wers alrald wo woulid notalterour
courne, and turned thelr vonsels hoad from
the proper course. Now it is u porfectly
ey thing to avold a fixed paint, but
whan that point keops bobbing arouna
thers is no talling what to do, The very
way the schoonor atruck us would indi-
cate  tbat she had changed her
course, comiog ms she did full hoad
inio us, 1nstoad of grazing aiong side,
The statement of others of the Talla-
pookia, hawever, would tend to show thata
differant set of movemonts were followed,

Many of the men wore m considorable
time In tho water, ten of them belog
fished up nearly a balf hour after the
sinking. Numorous wrocking schoonors
and the steamers Fish Hawk and Ver-
bens are orulsiog about the sound {n the
vicinity, socking to secaro the bodies of
the drownod and apy wrocksge they
mlgbt find.

Capt. Reod, of the Lowaell, says a strong
sonthwest wind was blowing at the time
of the collision, and he hud all sails set,
Hin vessol was going st uine knots, The
nt*bl wos clear, but dark. When two
miilos away the lookout reported, “'Alight
nbead !" “Shortly It was seon to be u red
light, and I said, apeaking to the wheels-
man, “Red, Lord; keop ber straight” I
Mood noar tho wheel all tho time, and the
eourso was ot altered until word camo
that the groen light could be seen. To
avoid a oollision, seeing that the stasmer
was doing nothing to aveld us, I ordered
the helm hard down, but before it could
be ehnuged, and bofore my wessel bad
nltered hor conrse at all, the wvessels
struck, thuir stome sovmingly coming to-
rlhur oxnctly. Oor vessel's stom glanced

¥ the Tall and pouetrat her
hull. After tho vessels had stopped the
t mwung wlongside the Lowsell, aod
her crow might have jumiped on board, bug
the condition of weither vessol was
then known,  After goiting my family,
who were on board as passengers, intu tho

‘boat, 1 examined wy vesssl and found

sho wan lesking quite badly, though not
in immediato danger of sinking. The
Tallapoosn drifted away fromn us and
sank within ten minutes, before many of
tho offlvers and erow had loft her, As
sho went down those who conld do so
took to the rigging and were taken off
later, Our vessol l& badly damaged, hor
stern being sravied and the wood ends
injured. Bhe made twonty-ono inches of
water in mabort time. We wore under
way to Vineyard Haven.”

uching the eollision, Cupt. Roed says:
“It is tho most careless pleco of work 1
ever saw, Tho night was clear. The lights
of the Lowell were burniog all right,
and wore porfectly visible o loug dis-

Paymaster John F, Tarbell, who was a
¥ gor on the Tall Bayssho wis
running st nbout eight knots when he
turnod (n ot 10 o'clock. The westher
was cloar. Huo had gotsound ssleep when
the schooner struck, but tumbled out of
bed at once, and justthen some one ealled
down the companionway, “All hands
abandon ship Thoe men rushed on
dock, but there was no oxcitoment, The
officers and men were very cool. A fow
who were nenr the bow Jummpoed overboned,
but most of us took to the boats. As soon
ns we ware clear from the ahip wo conld
noe tho result of the collision, Weo were
in the channol, nod the schooner had
struck us square on tho starbonrd sido of

ent half way through tho ship, ltrulnf n
torrible holo in the side through which
tho wator was rushing, The foremast
wivi cut away by the foree of the colllsion,
ond the achooner's bow was shattored,
The Tallspooss sank  bow  first,
There was. of courss, no time to
save anything. Wo Lud to leave juat as
wa turned ous of bed, The schoonor sent
out s boat to help plek up those who were
in the water, and to renderany avistance
neccmury, Anothor schooner aloo eame

Bays a anilor who clalms to have been
In tho pilot house nt the time of the dis-
astor: “The captaln, navigator, and mato
saw the lights of tho sahooner, but dis-

uted whother it was the greon or red
ight, and nnm{ tho eaptain exclaimed,
“Wall, do something; turn her one way or
the other,” and then we struck.”

One of the men at the wheol declarcs,
" They gave the order *hard astarboard '
whon it ought to have buen ‘sport
Wheraver the fault rested, cortain it is
the cehooner plunged full head into tho
Tallap on the starbosrd bow, and cut
clean through the timberd of tho vessel,
opening an immense hole for the water
to pour in. About slxtesn mon wero on
the deck of the govgrnment boat—the
watch on deeck—but, mocording to the
atatoment of sevoral of the wateh, they and
most of thelr comrades wure naleep for-
ward, CUspt. Maorry wis tho lut wman to
leaye tho vessnl, and Liout. Everott loft
only just before him. No attempt was
mude to ssve persounl effests. Capt.
Morry remained with s fow seamen at
Wood's Holl. Four mon ars reportod lost,
but of these only two aro known cartainl
to have perisbed. Surgeon Clarence I,
Binck, at the time of the disaster, was
below in  the warl room. The
carpenter’s mate being Injured in
the hand when the wast foll, burried
to have the surgeon attend to the wound.
An ho was so dolng the ery of “Abandon
ship!" rang out. The two mon hastened
on deck. Tho surgeon mude his way aft
to the hurricane deck. Hora he stood
under the awning, which waa spread,
holding fast to a settee, He did notsoem
to realize his porilous ition, and when
Lisut, Everott, parcoiving him, ealled ont
that ho had begter provide himself with a
life preserver, the surgeon respondeu,
"Whaerearo they?" Tho lientenant poiuted
them out, but his friend did not move.
A saflor hurrying by henrd the fated
officer remurk to  hitmsolf, *Well, I guess
this Is the last of Black,” and almoat
immegiistely tho vessol sank. Tho second
man t was n colored saloon hand
namod George Foater, bolonging in Nor«
folk, Va. Tho other two wmisaing men,
William O'Donnell, seaman, of Hoston,
and W, E. Jonea, landsman, of Wilming-
ton, are confldently belloved to have
#towed themsel ves away on the Gate Clity,

Exovntive Officer Evorott nddod : “Fri-
day morning we went out to look at the
wrock, Woe fonnd only s portion of her
mainmnst and smokestack nbove wator,
1 think sho ean be raised.  She is worth
1t, Tho Isunch we found had been re.
moved from lts anchorage, aud wo soon
discovared a littlo schooner making off
with tho bont ms booty, We gave chase
and got It back™

Liout, Everstt strongly donles a state-
mant telegraphed from Washington that
the Tallapooss had soquired nn unenvi-
ablo reputistion In muritime elreles, snd
ways, 1 never heard hor ealled *ONd
Calamity,” and I have always considered
her reputation ns very good, She never
hnd avy serious accident, the mccident
with nnchooner n yoar ar two ngo being
oxensable.

Enslgn Whittlesey says: “Thero was
no confusion, Mr Gallagher and myself
ftayed ou the steamer until she wont
under, swimming then elearof the eddies,
atd aftorward we swmin back and elung
to the ridge rope, running from the awn-
ing to the mainmast, until the boats took
us on board.”

Her sicknoss (o accompaniod by
no delusion whatever, and hor wind is
clear nad rational, She would be glad to
onb if sho could, and, at the requost of
her phynielan, has made sttempts to ead
or drink, but with the resuls doseribed.
All offorts to fecd her in other ways than
by mouth bave proved fotile.
