pearance In London Immediately after
tho dofeat of Wntorloo In tho hands of a
Qcrman scholar, who said that ho had ob-

tained It at J.clpslc, and who translated
it from his own languago Into English
and published It.

through tho nid of a wuman, and conse
quent rlchosi For a woman to dream
that alio is Kisncil altor resisting is goon,
nnd if sho is bolne courted that sha will
spcedilo marry (ho man that Is courting
her and bo very happy. To dream that
you kiss a married woman is bad, and
prophetic of much sorrow, and that you
will fall of success In all your present un
dertakings."

So much for kissing, now for death.
"To dream you sco this grim bundlo of
bones denotes happiness ana loug Ilia
and that you will either bo speedily mar-rio- d

or assist at u marriage To dream
that you aro dead also denotes a speedy
marriage, and that yon will bo successful
in all your undertakings. To those who
aro already married it forotolls the birth
01 children who win bo good nna uutuui,
and bo n great comfort to tholr paronts.
To dream that you seo another porson
dead denotes ill usago from your friends.
If you nro in lovo your sweetheart will
provo raise: iryou aro in business swind-
lers will tako yu in, and If you aro n
farmer you will loso liorsai and bo
robbed."

And thus onward through almost overy
object in tho encyclopedia tho Interpreta-
tions of dreams lime glvon it a meaning.
If all this bo true and who will doubt
it for a momont and also what tho sci-

entists say bo equally truo, that men cau
dream what thoy plcaso by thoroughly
charging their minds with It on going to
sleep, tlion mon havo their destinies In
their own hands, and must only dream
thoso dreams which mean good, and not
kiss n married woman in their sloop or
sco anybody dead but thomselves.

And now comos to us from Modford,
Mass., a most oxtraordlnary case, which,
though It occurred many years ago, most
of tho names mentioned aro thoso of per-
sons still living. The narrator of tho
dream, whllo withholding hor own name,'
glres ample rofercuco toothers' certifying
to tho truth of tho story.

Iu 1815 tho Itev. Caleb Stotsou was
paitor of tho Unitarian church ofMcdford.
Ilo had n son, Frederick, who had boen
in a etoro in Ilottou, but, having failed In
hculth, cutno home for rest nnd medical
treatment, which latter ho received from
Dr. llemis, of Med ford, who advised a se.i
voyago as being the must likely thing to
help him.

young man should go out as u sailor, but
at tho same timo It was agreed that, ill
case Fred dcslrod it, at any timo he
should bo mado captain's clork, nnd he
transferred from tho forecastle to tho
cabin, and under this arrangement ho
sailed from Boston In November, 1813, on
board tho abovo ship, which had also as u
passenger a relative of tho owners, tho
Rev. Charles Walker, going for his health.
And now comos In tho droamor's story :

"Wo had heard frequently from Fred
while hu was at 1'alormo. Ho had stuck
to bis position as Bailor on the trip out,
but was coming homo as captain's clerk.
At this time, being tho latter part of
February, 1810, I was atUckod with
liemorrhago of tho lungs, and for a long
timo lay at tho point of death. During
this timo I never onco thought of Frod
Stetson or his coming.

"On tho 10th of March, Just after mid-
night, Mrs. fiarah Iluttors, of Medford,
who had been watching witli me, gavo
placo to my husband. I had taken the
composing draught left by tho doctor and
was probably asleep, although I did not
think so at tho time, when tills scene
passed beforo mo. I saw u vossel in the
midst of a terriblo storm. Then I saw
a lad clinging to tho mast, whom I
instantly know as Fred Stetson, mid in
a moment I saw him washed overboard
and go down in tho dark waters. I heard
tho rrlcion board tboshlp distinctly, but
it was too late; tho ship plunged on, and
tho young man was lost. I gavo a terriblo
shrlok, and my husband rushed to my side
oxclalniiug, my countouance of horror
and pallor terrifying him almost beyond
speech, 'What Is It?' What is the mattor V
'Oh I It Is awful. I can't toll.' I gasped as
soon as I could speak, and once more I
seemed to dream, I was on board tho
Sophia Walker, tho storm was over, I twin
tho Sabbath, and tho Itov.Mr. Wnlkor
was preachlugn sermon founded upon tho
late event. Anothor instant n change,
and I was in my own chamber n convales-
cent. A mossonger had arrived with a
letter lrom Capt. Codinau, announcing
Frederick's diath. I read every word of
tho lettor, and then followed n latt scene.

"Tho Sophia Walkor had arrived, and I
was on board. I saw Fred's lather anil
Capt. Codman standing besido the young
man's open chest, the tears of tho father
falling fast while the lattor told of Fred's
good mid manly conduct.

"From this, all of which could not
havo takon one mluuto, I was awakened
by my husband's voico as ho bold n spoon
to my lips. My first question was as to
what day it was (tho 10th of March),
the socond what hour tn llttlo after mid-
night), and a request to know what dis-

turbed mo. I simply replied, In an
agltatod and oxlmiittcil way, that Fred-
erick Stetson was drowned, nnd thou fell
oir In an easy Bleep. Iu tho morning I
rolated all tho circumstances, which my
husband wroto down from my lips.

"Two weeks afterward the Sophia
Walkor arrived in llostou. In thu mean-
time, though, that It might lint reach tho
Stetson family, tho earno day It was told
to Dr. Daniel Swan, my physlcni; to
Mrs. Iluttors, and to n woman who had
lived In my family ninny years. Iu tho
course of a week, under tho seal of secrecy,
several others were told tho story. The
day after thn arrival of tho ship mr hus-
band recolved a letter 1'iom C.ipt, Codman
In almost tho very words I had repeated
to him, tho purport of which was. after
relating tho particulars precisely us I bud,
to ask him to go to tho Stotsons and
break to thorn tho sad news, which of
course ho did.

"ll Is hardly necessary to say that overy
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evont shown In my vision occurred pro
clsoly as I had related It, and to this day
there aro a hundred people living In Med-
ford, Dorchester, and Lexington who can
icsiiiy to tno facts."

Mince writing tho abovo tho writer lias
hoard tho namo of the dreamer, and has
permission to publish It. Sho Is Mrs.
Hnrrctto W. linker, and still resides with
her husband In Dorchester, Mass., whllo
Mr. Stetson lives In Loxlngton and Mrs.
Iluttors In tho town of Modford, Mrs.
linker makes no ofTort to explain tho
mattor, but simply rolatos tho facts and
gives tho proofs.

Whllo thoro may be very strong doubts
whether sleep, necotnpaulrd by bad
dreams, is refreshing or healthful, nil
scientists agree on sloop being absolutoly
nocosiary iu itsolf to a proper physical
condition of thn budy.

A Horrible Hydrophobia Kiildeinto
Raging In Alnbaiun.

Kufaui.a, Ar.A., Aug. 29. Tho people
in this neighborhood nro In a state of
tremendous oxcltcmcnt ovor tho whole
salo spread of hydrophobia on tho planta-
tion of Punch Doughtle. Thirty-tw- o

pooplc, all colored, are suffering with tho
dreadful diseaso, and throo of thorn dospo-ratel- y

sick. Mr. Donghtlo says that ono
of his dogs wont mad on July 24, and bit
a number of dogs aud mules, all of which
subsoquontly went mad. A few days ngo
ho rode out, at the request ofafield hand,
to inspect tho condition of ono of Ms mules,
which was acting strangely. On roach Ing
tho pasturo whore a dozon mules woro,
tho animal Mr. Doughtle was riding
neighed, which attracted tho attontion of
tho othor animals, and tho sick ono par-
ticularly, which immediately rushed ou
tho mulo and rider, and solzod tho saddle
of tho animal with his teeth.

Mr. Doiighttodlsmounted and succoodod
In loosening the mad mulo's hold, but no
soonor was this done than tho infuriated
beast turned upon his ownor, who fled for
bis llfo, pursued by tho mulo. Thoro was
a desporato raco of a quartor of ft mllo
through undorgrowth, and Mr. Doughtlo
only saved himself by dodging around
saplings. A small stretch of clearing
Intervened botweon tho woods and tho
house, and the torrlflod man took a

chanco on.making It. Beforo
leaving tho woods thu mulo had bitten
out a piece of Mr. DaughtloVs coat, and,
whllo manocuvrlugnround tho tree, tho
animal bit himself Bavagcly In several
places, tearing out ftfmoutbful of flesh
each timo, Tbo raco for tho houso was a
closo ono, and Just as Mr. Doughtlo
reached tho top of tho fenco tho mulo
overtook him on a dead run, but instead
of reaching his victim struck his boa J
against a fenco post in a wild rush and
was knockod seusoless. Tho mulo was
afterward killed by Mr.'Doughtlo.

It is now rcportod that tbo wholo herd
of mulos aro nucctod. Many uf them
havo leaped tho fence and will, doubtloss.
spread the diseaso among other animals in
the neighborhood. The community is at
a loss how to arrest the dlsoaso.

It Is Mot Likely That I.eudvllle Will
Have n tllvnl boon.

Denver Tribune'Repttbltcaii,
Ambitious camps occasionally assort

thorasolvcs rivals of Leadvllle, or rather
that thoy will surpass Loadvlllo in mill-- ,
oral product whon tholr minos nro prop-
erly doveloped. Now, soinoof those camps
may accomplish this feat, but whon this
is dono Colorado will havo a product

$10,000,000 per annum. With the
majority of mining districts producing
thoir usual output of tho precious metals,
or slightly Increasing it, as is tho promise
overywhoro, let's obsorvo what tho rosult
will bo if only ono camp equals Lead-vlllo- 's

production. Last year Loadvlllo
district yloldod $15,533,440, and her avor-ag- o

for the past fivo yoars has been ovor
$1 1,250,000 por annum. Two such pro-

ducers will glvo an aggregato product of
noarly $.10,000,000, and ns tho rest of tho
stato cau bo conservatively counted upon
for a llttlo over $10,000,000, wo havo a
grand total product of at least $40,000,000
yearly. If still anothor camp should
como forward with a yiold closoly
approximating that of Loadvlllo tho
nnunal output would bo qulto
$30,000,000. Tlicso protonslons of
equaling Lcadvlllo's product appear silly
and ludicrous, especially whon wo look
at tho machlnory of ovory character
necessary to mlno nnd mnrkot a product
representing $15,000,000 annually, and
compare it with thofucilltics in operation
in camns clalmiug a posslblo rivalry.
Lcadvlllo Is about six years old, nud her
uverago annual product has boon noarly
$12,000,009. No single couuty has yet
produced annually this sum,
and yet many singlo districts havo talked
rivalry. Its all right for new camps to
bo ambitious, but modesty of comparison
will not dotract from tbo full moasuro of
value to which thoy are entitled. Beforo
claiming full rivalry, will It not.bo moro
fitting to oxhlbit figures for a quarter or
half product and gradually approximate
to a truo commercial rating with tho
stupendous and idoady output of Lead-villo- ?

Tho moon sheds a wondrous light
and r,a do tho stars, nud in comparison
with thorn our boastod electric lights aro
pigmy. Tho moon, stars, nnd our electric
lights, nil combined, cannot rival tho sun,
'ovou though it ho obscured bv Htnrm
clouds. Wo shall hail with delight n
camp or camps which presont flguros of
bullion output rivaling Lcadvlllo's, for
that means greit nnd pcrraanout pros-
perity for Colorado, but iu tho Interim
let's have less idlo boasting and moro
actlvo duvclopmont.
