of n month ago. (Julio a chango for tho
worso has taken Place sluco our report
for July was published. Nearly all our
318 correspondents report dntnogo to tho
growing cotton plant from drouth, shed-
ding rust, and tvprms. Tho weather
during August In tho main was too dry.
Complaint Is still gcnoral of provaillng
drouth. Tho, latonoss of tho planting
season, eouplod with tho unprecedented
uacitwarunosj ot tno crop, lias
subjected tho plant to more than
its common dangors, Tho dry woalher
continues overy day to add to tho Injury
which tho plant is sustaining by shedding
Its squares and blooms. Cotton is not
fruiting well, and Its present condition
throughout tho district is nuything but
satisfactory. Picking has scarcely com
moncod, but will become goncral through-
out the district between Sept. 25 and
Oct. G. Tho greatest ilangor now to be
fearod Is the. nppcarafico of frost nt ail
early dote, andinll-eatlntato- s oftha pros-
pective yield In tho district nro only
predictions based upon either early or
iato frost. Oct.' 13 is tbo average date of
tho anpoaranco of frost, and tho bono and
salvation of the planters throughout the
district is that it will como late, in this
event tho yield in tbo Momphis district
will bo nn nvorago ono and will perhaps
oxceed last year's; But should frost ap-
pear oarlier than Oct. 21, tho present
prospective ylold will bo roduced not less
tiiau is or --v par cont.

Corn Is moro promising, nnd tho ylold
will bo amnio to autinlv tho full noeds of
tho district.

Ill tho first months of 18()0 times wero

tough, on tho Comstock. Tho winter of
1K!J- - 'CO wns terribly sovcro, as all old set-

tlers will remember. Supplies could not
bo brought over Iho mountains from Cali-

fornia, nnd boforo spring many of tho
Comstock went hungry to bed about throo
nights in tho week. That winter n jolly
crowd mado their headquarters in a cabin
that stood on tho hill nbovo the Ophir
olllco, nearthoCallfornlnahaft. Thocabin
was a sort of cavo. In entering It ono
wont down two steps. The rW was com-

posed of n layor of brush, n stratum of
dirt, aud ovor this a canvas cover to hold
it all in place. Tho cabin contained four
bunks, two on tbo south and two on tho
north sldo. John Mackay had tho lowor
bunk on tho north sldo, and Aloxandor
Kennedy slept Iu tho uppor ono. Patrick
8. Corhott at prosont United States Mar-
shal Corbctt and Jack O'Btieti occuplod
the south bunks.

At that tlmo Mackay, Kcsnody, nnd
others wero running 'the- old Union tun-
nel, and wero working every day. As
tlmos crow rough nnd grub scared tho
numbor of lodgors Increased. Jack

was taken In on tho understand-
ing that ho was to furnish wood for tlio
household, and Johnnie Walker In con-
sideration of his doing all tho cooking.
Tho now coraors brought their blankots
and slept on the floor. Virginia City was
thou n town of brush shanties nnd canvas
fonts, and It was good to find shelter
anywhere. Lumber being &00 per 1,000
foot, palacoa wero not to ho oxpoctod.

As the winter woro away provisions of
all kinds becanio scarce, and famine
prices rulod for a tlmo c.irly Iu tho
spring. For a few days a equaro meal
"down town" cost $2. Thoso of tho boys
in the cabin who stnrtod in'with a llttlo
money had cither got td tho end of tholr
string in keeping up tholr part of tho
expenses Or had gambled off their coin.

Jack McCaffory, who was to furnish
wood, began to mako night raids on tho
woodpiles of the neighbors in ordor to
keep up his part of tho cabin supplies,
nnd, thu weather being cold, ho was soma-time- s

prowling around half tho night,
though tho Ophlr woodpllo wushlscblcf
dopondonco. Ono stormy night Jack was
gone so long that bis cabin mates grow
uneasy about him. Joliunlo Walker, tho
cook, said Jack had Whispered in his oar
ns ho left that ho was going to the Ophlr
woodpllo. A search party was sunt out,
nnd to their inquiring whispors they
finally got n faint reply. Following' up.
tho sound they prcsontly canio upon poor
Jock. Blinded by tho driving snow, ho
nud a big stick from tbo Ophlr had tum-
bled togcthor into a prospect shaft. With
tho stick of wood on end and standing on
top of it, Jack's extended hand still failed
to roach tho top of tbo shaft by about two
foot. Ho was hauled out, cut and bruisod
and nearly frozou. Next morning thero
was no wood with which to cook break-
fast, but as thoro was not much to cook, a
board or two from tho bunks furnished
sufficient fuel.

Finally hunger got Into tho cabin, and
not a man except Mackay had a cent of
money. An attempt to starvo tlio moro
shiftless into "rustling for grub" hod
proved' a failure; thoy could do nothing,
nnd, lying back on their blankots, gave
up, llko somo of thoso of whom wo road
among tho oxplorors in Arctlo regions,
Tho cook had an easy tlmo of It. By this
time somo provisions wcro beginning to
bo packod in, but prices noro fearfully
high. Mackay had Just thirty dollars
loft It was nil tho money ho had In tho
world. "Hero, Tnt,'.' said ho' to Corbott,
handing him a twenty nnd a .ten In gold,
"go and seo If you can get a sack of flour."

A man had packod'in from Placorvlllo
that day, and Pat found him near whoro
tho Bank of California now stands. It
was all plaza then all opon country nnd
sago brush along tho prcsont line of.C
strcot. Thoprlcowas 120. .PaUiondcd
tho Placorvllllau tho gold, got back $4 jn
stiver, and, shouldoringhls flour, climbed
tho bill to tho cabin. Mackay took tho
$1, and, giving it to tho cook, sent him In
search of bacon, tea, and sugar. When
tho flapjacks began to brown, and tho
flavor of tho bacon pervaded tho cabin,
tbo spirits of both tho regular inmates
and transient boarders went np to tho
fair weather notch, and it soemed that
there was nothing moro in tho world, to
bo desired.
