She Charges That She Itlrril Dr. Geo.
Gross to flecoino Her Uonilimnii,
On Aug. 30 Dr. George Gross and'Josso

W. Jackson, who had been accepted ns
sureties on tho boud of Mrs. Klirabeth
Slyer, administratrix of tho ostato of J.
P. Mallard, camo into tho orphans' court
and asked to bo released from tho bond
on tho ground that they had beon de-

ceived into going on it by falso
Mr. V.. A. Newman, who

appeared for tho administratrix, assorted
that Dr. Gross had received a duo bill for
$35 for going on the bond. Tho doctor
at first Indignantly denied the charge,
but being pinned down by tho court ad-

mitted that the duo bill might havo had
aomcthlng to do with his action. Judge
James postponed decision at that time,
saying ho wished to soo how much con-
nection tho duo bill really had with tho
case.

Yesterday whon tho caso was callod
neither of tho bondsmon was prcsont, but
Mr. n. A. Nowman camo nrmod with an
affidavit of tho administratrix, in response
to tho charges proforred against her.
Mrs. Slyer states that sho is n creditor of
tho Millard cstato, and at tho suggestion
and approval of the heirs at law tho con-

sented to net as administratrix, and
Jackson became one of her sureties; that
Dr. Gross agreed to becomo a surety in
consideration of a duo bill for $23, which
sho gavo him. Sbo was surprisod when
Jackson and Gross demanded in court to
bo released from tho bond.

This was dono boforosho had recolvcd
tho letters and before tho duo bill became
payublc, and sho beliovcs that tho object
of the sureties, by this proceeding, was to
enforce tho collection of tho duo bill,
which she was ready to pay when due.

3ir tha New Opera House is Helng
Coternl In A Delicate Job.

A piece of carpenter work is being ac-

complished on tho new armory and opera
bouso building that approachos an en-

gineering feat. The building is 05 feot
across its narrowet diameter and u truss
renf Is being constructed of wood to
span this area. As n preliminary the
whole of the vast auditorium had to be
filled in with what is known as falso-wsr-

in tho construction of which over
yO.COO fee: of lumber was used. On tho
tvv othls n temporary flooring has beon
laid, and on this a derrick aud n pair of
blgh Matties aro set. The six huge beams
of Flailda pine, forming tho principal
raftwrs, are hoisted up a woll loit in tho

uvu of tho dense mass of masts and
beside, and when on tho lefty flooring aro
Uken in hand by tho derrick men who
elovat them to the required levol, whore
they rest on the treetlos while the trusses
are put in place which hold
lhm. There are six of thoso to each
rider and they are of the same dimen-
sions. Mtl-- inches. Itestlug en 6tono
j'tcrs on the top of the walls are the com-
posite rafters stretching across Just over
tho celling. A massive iron heel is bolted
on to the ond of each of these, into which
the end truss beam fits, the other end
being fitted with corresponding iron caps
to rccelvo tho main beam. When all
theso parts aro in position n number oj
heavy irou rods aro boltod to tho two
transvene rafters and tho tresslcsand
derrick are removed to do similar service
for the next rafter. Tho roof, which will
bo of slate and tin, Is to rest on jack
rafters above the manive trusswork, It
will be mansard In character, but with
no windows or projecting caves.

Tho brick work is bring pushod, but Is
not sufficiently advanced to cnnblo tho
roof to be completed us rapidly as might
otherwise be dono, though It Is possible
the bricklayers will catch np with tho
sarpcuters
