Theman wasonly
Ab, but his board hos been white, his
figure bowoed, his step tromulous, nud his
wits obwoured for so long that he hns been
known sinco the days at lesst of Andrew
Johnad's prosidency as *OId John'
Sinee the yenr 1500 ho hns boon looking
for a fortuno in & place where only o pis-

ger railway y conld flud Jt—
the streuts of Camden. IHis mother, so
ho thought, left it to him, and il sho had
only lived five minutes longor ha always
wild thot sho wonld have betrayed the
whoreabouts of the fortuue for which he
Lias been Jooking sluce,

Thare is this much certain in proof of
“Old Johin's'' sanity and the truth of hia
story, that all through the war, st abont
tho boginuing of which the fmily was
firat heard of in Camdon, Eborhardt and
his mother lived in eomparative luxury
o Linden strent, and that aluost imme-
diately after hor dosth ho foll fute com-
ploto poverty. He then bogan at onew to
toll tho story of the burled fortune, which
ho could not find and for which ho has
boun looking evor since,

For some weeks aftor his mothor's death
Therhardt sald nothing nbout his fortune,
but appesred unessy nnd dmok bheavily.
One mwornitg, about two months niter hor
doath, lie wan seen closuly examining tho
gronud of the garden in front of the Lin-
den street house whare heand bis mother
had Jived. Tho lopso ran out shorkly
afterwand and thoe Insdlord found to bis
wurprise that it could not be renowed, os
hin tenant could not pay tho rent. Boon
aftersward in his cups ho told his story,
whioh bus sinee buen eomimon property in
Camduen.,

“Mother had queer notions,"” he said
‘shont money.  Althongh she had plenty,
which was loft her by my fathi s, who
kopt o peneral store in Herkimer, Now
York, sho was wlwayn afeald of bocoming
poor,  Ou this seoount she kept s ltttle
pleco of land in tho outakirta of Orivkany
untll nearly the year of ber death. It
was wholly unproductive, and the tixes
wors an annunl deain, bub sho said that if
wo lowt everything beside we could go
thors and raise enough from the eoil to
live on.

“Finally, the year before she died sho
loat all falth in investmonts and securls
ties of all kinds, aud, as 1L beliove, con-
vorted all sho had, amounting to about
BU,000 into ciah, Bhe hid that semo-
whereand drow frow it for our household
oxponsos and whint money I wanted, but
where sho did hide it I nover kuew, an
uithongh sho teiod to toll mo when she
diod —sho wis tiken very suddenly with
wpoploxy and never spoke—L belioye 1
nover will know, Of coursa 1 looked al)
through the house, in every eloset and
dosk snd cupboard, not only for money
but for any paper that might give s clew
to ita Investmont if it were not hlddou
about the houso, but it was gonp.”

Atintk on & Ounboat By Infantey A& Sharp

In the summerof 1862, shortly aftor
tho tinttls of Sovon Pines or Tair Oaks,
tho fedaral gnobosts on the James river
wire acoustatned to come up the river with-
In two or thireo miles of Deury's blull ( Fort
Diarllngl; and vory feoquently thelr crows
Innded, and, without saying “by your
loave,” halped thamselvus vory frooly to
provislong and live stock from the rich

plantations adjacent to the river banks

The fotblligent eontrabands, too, avalled
thomselves  of  the  opportunities
which thess frequent ralds  afforded
to bitake themselved and cholr belong-
inge—nml sometlmes their owners' be-
longings—1io the land of froodom vopres
worited by Gen. Butler sk Fortress
Manroe, The planters on tho batiks of
the James wore thoronghly terrorized,
atid thoso of theti who had the moats
laft their plantations 1n the hands of
thalr nogroca and removed with their
familiea fnwo Riehmond or Potershurg;
or, ig the words of the "Conirabuod
Song"—

o sond do smoke wiy up de rihber

Aud still farther ls it Hierally true In
the words of the songs—"An’ I'll make
uy bud on de patler foor, negl wait for de
kinfdom to eome,” fur luul{ no sueh
wanton destruction of valuablo personal
propwrty  ad  oceurred iu the richly
furnished housed on tha plantations slong
tho James during she poriod whon Me-
Clollan xat down beforo Richmond was
witnessed anywhere vlse durioe the war.

T'hin stnte of alfsirs aroused tho confed-
orato nuthorities, aud apoeial dotails of
artillery fromy the best light batieries

time tho majority of thoe gunbonts wore
woodon vessols, no that It is not to be
waondored ut that ofton timen the liattorios
gob the bost of them, for by the selection
uf Tropnr positions on tho bluils the bate
tariod would bs out of reach of the hiary
guus of tho boats for the firss three

If the reader will look at the map and
eonnult » good history of the war it will
he soon that MoClellan's loft did not ex-
tond to the Charles City rond, thut runs
from Richmond parallel with and nearest
1o the river. Both banks of the river as
far down as tho mouth of tho Chicka-
hominy were up to the date of the Seven
Days' batvle practically in the bhands of
tho confederates, exeopt for the occasional
appearanes of a scouting party of federal
envaley, Nolthor army had any cousids
erable foroa in this locality, bhowever.
All the attention was direeted to the cast
and porkh of Richmond.

Wo on the binfl thooght wo had made
fine stroke, for at lesst filve men were
inylng dead or wounded on the deck,
and onr little adjutant woe jubilaws,
Jumping up sod eracking his heels.
bt wo I:mi connted  without our
hoat, and the lables were turned upon
us with a vengeance, The crow's nest on
tho malnmust, which in our ignorance wo
thought s simplo lookout station, wns
ironcled, with a twelve pound nowiteor
on & plvot thoreln, and no sooner had sho
boat got clear of the blnfl sround the
bend of the river than they opened npon
us with eannistor at short rango and gave
us such o dose of it ne made us laugh the
wrong slde of the mouth,
